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The Populists Rejolce,

The Populists In Washington, some of
whoni reached thers on foot with Coxey
and bhave been unable to return to thelr
foriner places of residence sines, are reported
to be in high feather over the defection of
Menntor Jous P. Joxgs of Gold Hill from
the Hepublicans, and his puablie allisnce
with the Populist party. They are count-
ing, too, somewhat credulously, on the co
operation of SBenator IRAY of South Caro-
linn, whose vote In the Benate along with
Prrren, Kyie, Srewanr of Nevada, and
ALLEX of Nebraaka will, they belleve,
hold the balance of power in the next Sen.
ate. They look and hope for something
similar, with no better reason, in the Houss
of Representativea,

The State of Nevada (s, politieally, the
lonat important of the States of the Union,
Ita population s decreasing, and it should
be annexed to Utah, with which it
geographically belongs, The population of
Nevada, 682,000 in 1880, and 45,000 in
1890, is now probably about 85,000, about
one-third of the population of the Seven-
teenth ward of this city, That it shonld
bave two Senators In Congress is an snomaly,
but their influence has never heen very
great. A silverite, asdistingnishable from a
Popullst, is a belisver in unconstitutional
and diseriminating protection for silver ore,
whereas the Populist prefers silver In the
form of money with the Treasury imprint
upon it, to pay debts contracted on the gold
basis. All Populists are, it may be sald, sil-
verites,but the converse of this is not true,
for all silverites are not Populista. Natu-
rally snd necossarily the silverites are strong
in Nevada, Colorado, and other silver-pro-
ducing States; but they have no other bond
of political agreement with the Populista,

So long as other {ssues of a national and
not local character, the tariff, our forelgn
relations, the limitations of governmental
power, and home rule, divide the Democratic
and Repuhlican parties, the silverites, even
reéinforced by so elever & man as Joxes, will
be unable to maintain a separate organiza-
tion except in the silver States, so called.
The two national parties will absorb them
by concessions such as have restored a ma-
jority of the Populists in the Southern States
to the Democratic standard, and such as are
likely to restore the silverites In the West
and Northwest to the Republican party,
from which most of them, JONES and STEW-
ART included, are seceders. Senator IRBY of
Bouth Carolina, an expected recruit to the
Populists, is not likely to join them, and
Benator Dupols of Idaho, npon whose sup-
port they have been counting, disavows all
connection with them. The Populist party
does not seem to be growing since so many
of the Democrats in Washington have con-
fiscated their political stock In trade by
adopting the odions income tax; but what-
ever growth It may hereafter enjoy, Is not
likely to be stimulated by silver-mine owners
as recruits, the Populists being totally op-
posed to all forms of accumulated wealth
and the possessors of it, and favoring gen-
erally the distribution, by the Government
at stated intervals, under various forms of
largess, of the proceeds of inesquitable, dis-
eriminating, and unconstitutional taxation.

Our Commerce Protectors,

In an interesting contributlon to the Forum
upon " Industrial Problems in the Light of
History," Mr. EDWARD ATKINSON falls into
an error, we think, while vigorously sttack-
ing * the false princivle that commerce Is ag-
gressive, and to be dealt with asa warof in-
dustries.” Sucha principle not only exists,
according to him, but ** hax even within two
years been put iuto ons of Its most malig-
nant forms,” as he thus proceeds to show :

Tt
oosta §H00.000 & year to malntain them, What are
they good for ¢ Nothing, What are they td for ¥
Everything They are worthless even sa crulsers, be-
cause they can carry but lttle coal.

They are warthless for defonce in our harbors. Thelr
wary name s a disgrace, They are ealled * commerce
destroyers.” Thelr cost was about s great as the
whols ondowment of Harvard Univeraity. The annunal
cost of malntatning thiee of this ¥ile iy pe of piratical
destroyers s more than the annual expenditire of
Harvard University for all its services, Our danger
does not conalst now I8 trusts or trades unfoma. It
oconslsts In such treason to the very liberty of which
we hosst aa we bave embodied (o thess vesssls. ™

We think Mr. ATKINSON in the victim of
a phrase, It is evidently becauss cruisers
like the Columbia, the Minneapolis, snd the
Olympia are popularly ealled * commerce
destroyers'' that he Is moved to denounce
them. But suppose we should eall them in-
stead, commerce protectors, for such they
really are. Thelr use in war is largely o
eaplire the merchant vessels of any enemy
that attacks our vessels or our porta; but,
prior to that, their use in peace is to deter
any maritime nution, perhaps far stronger
fn war vessels than ourselves, from assail-
ing our commerce, lest the result should be
ruinous to its own.

Vessels of the Columbia type are thus
conimerce preservers as well as commenrce
destroyers. They protect our mercuntile
marineg, because it is known that they would
work havoe with an enemy's  The Colum-

bis has now been on active duty for some |

time, but bas destroyed no merchantman
Possibly she will uever fire a hostile shot at
& freight carvier: yet she will not the less
have done good service In her day, and, in
deed, the best service for which she was
designed. Should she end her days in suck
smployment as she now has at Blueflelds,
and should our country never be attacked
by & great maritime power like England or
France, so long as the Columbis and the ves
sels of her type remain serviceable they
will have perfectly fulfilled their mission,
and have paid for themselves over and over.

Iu proportion as we have a horror of the
destructive effects of war upon commerce,
fa that proportion we must make nations
with great navies and great mercantile ma-
rires hesitate to sttack our trads afloat.
We wre even excusable, perhaps, for haviog
& atil! dleeper horror for the destruction of
our coimmieros than the destraction of an
eoeiiy s But the true value of our Colum
hins is seen when we reflest that if we were
sllowed only to pit battle ships against bat
te ships, in defending our country and s
flag, » nation Hke England or Frauce might
perhaps inflict enormous disasters upon us.

Is & wmriously proposed that we should

bufld as many armorciads as England and
Franes possess, at & cost that would en-
dow soores of Harvards, merely in order to
avold owning commerce-destroying crujsery,
although England and France posseas these
sama types of vessels, and althongh thes
might alse be the best gnarantees against
the outbreak of any war or the destruction
of any commerca at all #

Mr. ATRINSON erra, we think, Jn suppos
ing that vessels of the Columbia typs are
particnlarly faulty from Iack of bunker
capacity. The steaming radius of the
Columbla, on the contrary, s extraordinary.
Secrotary TRACY onoe sald that she has “a
sea speed and a conl endurance hitherto nn-
known in ships of war ' and agnin that
Yahe needs neither oolers nor cosling
stations, for she earries Loth between her
decka."  Indeed she might steam 16,000
miles at 10 knots, or five times ncross the
Atlantie, without recoaling. Huot, apart
from that matter, the real point to notice
Is that our Colum biss and Olymping, in their
way, parform their full part in the problem
of protecting Ameriean ports amil commerce,
Just an our Indianas and Maines do in theirs
Unr heavy battle ships may defend the
consta and engnge the battle ships of an
enemy that seeks to bombard our cities;
hut the fast unarmored cruisers may deter
that enemy from attempting war and bom-
bardment at all. This point was well put
by Secretary TRACY in declaring that “ six
such ships would exterminate the com-
merce of any country under the present
conditlions of commerce protection, and
would thus, under these conditions, ab-
solutely preclude an attack from a com-
mercial State, however throatening in its
demands, powerful in its armored fleet, or
aggressive In its foreign policy."

If nations ever come to the point of ex-
empting the commerce of an adversary
from attack, we may indeed have no further
reason for bullding and malintaining the
class of crulsers known as commerce de.
stroyers. Hut with the tremendous losses
inflicted by war upon cities and upon all
property on land, they do not seem yet resdy
to confer a specinl immunity on property
afloat. With the tremendons navy of Grent
Britain, perhaps equalling those of any other
two countries combined, and certainly over
whelmingly more powerful than our own,
can there be any doubt that a lending dis-
suasive from resorting to war in the settle
ment of her disputes with other leading
nations is the risk which her ocean com-
merce would run from hostile cruisers ?

As for our own construction programme,
undoubtedly Hattle ships are just now more
needed than additional vessels of the Co-
lumbia type, especially since not only in the
armored crulsers, like the New York and
Brooklyn, bat in protected cruisers, like the
Cineinnatl, Raleigh, San Francisco, Balti-
more, and Philadelphin, we already have
many vessels faster than ordinary merchant
steamers, Yet it would be an added souree
of protection for the country if it owned
still more Columbias. They are great sources
of protection aud preservers of the peace,

A New Claimant for the Discovery of
America.

Lord SALISDURY'S speech on the narrow
limits of scientific knowledge was not the
only notable address delivered during the
recent meeting of the British Association at
Oxford. Especially interesting, for exam-
ple, was the evidence brought forward by
Mr. H. Yrie Owpuaw, to shew that tho
coast of South America wns reached by
Portuguese navigator forty-five years hefore
CoLuMBUS eaught sight of the Bahamas,

Before glancing at the testimony submit-
ted by Mr. OLDHAM on behalf of the new
clalmant, it may be well to recall the physi-
eal conditions of the problem presented in
the discovery of the lands lying west of the
Atlantie. It is well understood that there
are three routes by which in the days of
salling ships the Atlantie might most easily
be crossed from east to west. There {s, first,
the northern route, the use of which obvi-
ously would be greatly facilitated by the sue-
cessive discovery and partinl occupation of
Iceland and Greenland. This was, in fact,
the route followed by the Northmen, who,
it s now generally acknowledged, Ianded nt
divers points on the coast of North Amerien
in the early fears of the eleventh contury.
It was, also, the northern route which was
taken by Jous CApor, when, in 1407, he
discovered Newfoundland, and coasted along
the North American mainland for a con-
siderable dlstance. Passing to the cen-
tral route, we find that its natural
starting point was the Capary Islonds,
whence vessels, pointed westward, would re-
ceive the stendy and powerful propulsion of
the northeast trade winds. This was the
route, as we scarcely need point ont, which
was pursued by CoLuMBrs and by most of
the other mariners in the Spanish service.
The third or southern route, however, was
the easiest and by far the shortest, and, to
render this available, it was ounly need-
ful in the southward progress of
discovery to reach Cape Verde, from
which point the combined action of trade
winds and ocean currents would strongly,
under normal weather conditions, and al-
most irresistibly in the case of & storm, im-
pel a vessel toward the northeast corner of
Hrazil at Cape 8t. Roque. What was to be
expected in regard to this route actually
happened in 1500, when the Portuguese
navigator, CantaL, who on his way to
the Cape of Good Hope was, when
in the Iatitude of Cape Verde, driven
westwand by & tempest, not only discovered
the mouth of the Amazon, but skirted a long
section of the Brazilian const. This discoy-
ery of the western countinent was mnade in-
dependently of that of CoLvyumnrs, and may
be said to have been inevitable from the
moment that Cape Verde was reached, and
numerous Portuguese vessels became sub-
jected to the peculiar influence of the winds
awd currents in that guarter,
I What'Mr. OLDHAM essays to prove is that
this ultimately usavoidable outcome of
| Portuguese navigation along the west eoast

of Africa was in fact realized much earlior

than the date of CABRAL'S discovery of
|' Hrazil,
in 14456 Cape Vende was first made

The Greenland Escarsionists

It Is unfortunate thal the first attempt to
lend an excursion party into the Arctic
regions has ended dispstronsly. There is
really nothing ehimerical or foalhardy about
stich an enterprise. Not a few explorers and
travellora—Dr. HAYES and Lord DUFrEnis,
for Instance—have long favored excursion
trips, within reasonable limits, to Greenland
waters. That the sclentific men of this
country were fuvorably impressed with the
idea is amply shown by the distinguished
party which Dr. Coog gathersd for his trip
on the Miranda. Few tourist parties Include
so large a propertion of well-known men,
They bad no renson to anticipate danger,
and they embarked with much enthusinsm,
looking forward to an enjoyable vaeation
and to unususl opportunities for study in
their special lines of research,

We learned severnl wecks ago that the
weather conditions during the past spring
and summer were anything but pleasant in
south Greenlamd waters, Wea have as yet,
liowever, no reason to suppose that the ex-
curston would not bava been fairly suconss
ful if, in one fatal moment, the unforescen
and unavoldahle hid not occurred, Very
few vessels hnve been wreeked by running
upon hidden rocks along the Greenlund west
coast. Such o rock, however, was nwaiting
the Miranda, and she discovered It, blasting
in a moment all the hopes of the party.

The entire country will regret that the
well-known scientifie specialists and the
enthusinétic Nimrods who formed this party
were thus ruthlessly robbed of the opportu-
nitles they were secking, just as they came
within reach of them. If they ever have the
courage to face the grim North again, the
chnnees are that they will have better luck.
Not the least unfortunate feature of the dis-
aster is that the leader of the party has seen
=0 unplecsant un outcome of all Lis efforts
for the welfare of the first Greenland excur-
sion. We do not yet know what measure of
success Dr. Cooxk atinined, but it is certain
that he worked very hard and faithfully for
months to adequately provide for the com-
fort and safety of the pyrty, so far as his
efforts might nssure these conditions. It
wis his Inudable desire, through this enter-
prise, to ndd something to the funds he had
secured for his coming expedition in Ant-
arctic waters, As a member of the PEARY
expedition, we are indebted to Dr, Cour for
the most thorough study that, up to 1801~
92, had been made of the Smith Sound
Eskimos, the most northern representatives
of the human race. Twice he had visited
Greenland and done good work there, but
lack was ngainst him on his third venture.

We do not think that any fears need be
entertained for the safety of Prof. HITE and
the other explorers and hunters who were
Ianded from the Miranda on the coast of
Labrador. There is livtle doubt that the
newsof the wreck will be carried to Hamlilton
Inlet this fall, and that the gentlemen will
have an opportunity to return home before
winter; and in any event, n winter spent at
one of the Labrador coast settlements will
involve no peril nor special hardships.

The Sanctity of Marriage.

Mr. Ssitn ELy, Jr., in speaking of the
muny civil marriages performed by him
while hie was Mayor, referred to the indispo-
sitlon of Mayor GRAXT and Mayor GiLnoy
to ofMiciate at such ceremonies, and ex-
plained it by saying that as Roman Catho-
lics they * take o higher view of the sanctity
and  audissolubility of marriage than
Protestants do." Mayor ELY himself is a
Presbyterian of the old school.

This is & consideration which ought, per-
haps, to recelve some attention in the discus-
sion which Is now proceeding us to the mar-
ringe of Roman Cathdlic glrls, Marriage by
the law and faith of the Roman Catholic
Church is a sacrament, indissoluble except
by death, Rome allows no divorce and it
recognizes none, whatever may be the law of
the State. Marringe, ncconlingly, Is a more
serious matter with & Catholle than with a
Protestant. For ane it {8 a step that cannot
be retraced. For the other it Is & contract
from which there Is escape under the laws of
the State governing it.

Undonbtedly somé Protestant Churches
refuse to recoguize in their own law any
other canse for divarce save adultery; hut
practically all of them tolerate divorce for
nny cause and all enuses allowed in any
State. A Divorce Reform Leagne, made up
of Protestants, has been In existence in
this country for many years, for the pur-
pese of inducing the States generally to
make ndultery the sole cause of divorce ; but
meanwhile members of the Churches repre-
sented in that association’ are obtaluing di-
vorces for other and many different causes,
atl are marrying again without suffering
ecclesiastical punishment or the social dis-
approval of their fellow members 8o far
from creating o sentiment against freer
divorce, such divorce has become more fre-
quent mod less reprobased than before the
orgusiization of this reform movement.

The circle of soclety in New York which
Is inade up of pecple of fashion more pe-
culisrly consists in chief part of members
of the Episcopal Church, the Protestant
in its
canonical requirement that no divorce shall
be treated as ecclesiastically valld which

is obtained for any other cause than
cobjugal  infidelity. Under that law
perdons who marry again after having

been divorced for nuy cause are adulter-
ers; thelr union is sinful; they live in cun-
cublonge, and not in bely matrimony. But
such marringes of divorged people uot oaly
oecur, but are frequent jo that soclety,
Moreover, they are sanctioped and solem-
ulzed by Protestant ministers of other
(Churches than the Episcopal. The society
of which we bave spoken doss not debar
those who enter into them, but grants
ita contioued favor o people whom
ita Church denounces by Its law as
Wving in  asdoltery. Nelther have we
heard of any instance whers the Church
isell has visited upon them apy penal-
ties. Practically, It recognizes as sufcient
sny marviage which will stand the test
of the civil law, The soclgty does not

amume o Interfers with Ite —-t- in
their divorces and marringes so long s
they keep within the legal bounda. I
n mated palr find that thelr tempers-
ments are incompat ble, and that they can-
not lve together withont unhappiness and
bekering, they are not reprobatéd becanse
they go East or go West to get & divores,
and, having obtained it, procesd to wed other
mates with whom they think they will be
more congenial. They cast off old wives and
husbands and are welecomed back to soefety
with new wives and husbands.

Of course, when people make up thelr
minds to be married they are not likely to
be directly influenced by the possibility of
thelr getting divoresd; but when they mee
such toleration of divores all around them,
among those whose opinlon is of the most
eonserience to them socially, they nre not
likely to e Impressed by the feeling that
marriage has any other sanetily than the
love of the pair imparts to It. Their seénti-
ment regarding It s romantie rmther than
religious. They got the sanction of the
Church for it na s conventionnl matter, not
A% an essentinl requisite; and henee If the
marringe prove a disappointment to then
they pay heed to their inclinations rather
than render obedience to the Church in de-
cliding the question of a divoree,

With A& Roman Catholic the marringe
eeremony is not n merely perfunctory con-
cvession to a ocustom of society, but an ohli-
gatory religions sacrament. The sentimen-
talista might not admit that this ia "n
higher view of the sanctity of marriage,”
as Mayor ELY says, for they might reply
that love alone gives marringe ita highest
sanctity : but that, undonbtedly, is not the
religious view, though it seems to prevall
among people of religions associations.

The Centreboard.

The London Dally Teleyraph saya that
* the erratio behavior of the Vigilant's cen-
treboard will not raise that adjunet to speed
in the esteem of English yachtsmen,*

We can mssure the Telegraph that the
centreboard was mnever worshipped very
idolatronsly as an adjunct to speed by
American yachtsmen. The boat which
took sway the cup the Englishmen have
been for so many years endeavoring to re-
cover, had no centreboard. She was a typi-
cal American racer, with no concession in
one single line to the English model. In one
of the memorable races for the Amerien's
Cup, the worst beating that a British yacht
ever received in these waters was given
to her by a Yankee keel mnchooner,
The nnme of that schooner was the Sappho,
and the name of the Britisher was the
Livonia. Moreover, the best boat probably
that HERRESHOFF ever turned out, the Wasp,
has not that delicate pleee of furniture
at which the Telegraph sneers,

It is known here perfectly well that the
keel can be fashioned to do all the work
of the boand, and whether it can do
more still remains an undecided point.
To find the origin of the board one
would have in all probability to go
back to the earliest days of the Vi-
kings, The Duteh used les boards many
years before America was known. As a
matter of fact the centreboard fs to a great
extent only a makeshift for a keel, ren-
dered necesasary in localities whers the
water on the coast is shallow. We
have never pinned our faith entirely
npon it s an “adjunct to speed;'* neither
have we ever cried down its usefulness or
belittled its advantages. But it s just as
bad, if not worse, to have too much board
as to have foo little: and it takes care, ob-
servation, and experience to discover just
how much a boat should have,

The several defeats of the Vigilant in her
English races will only stimulate Yankee
ingenuity in lines. It may be that the spoon
bow, which isall the rage hers at present,
will go out of fashion, and something en-
tirely different from the HERRESHOFF
mordel may be selected on its merits to de-
fend the America's Cupin the next contest.
On the other hand, the next bow mnay be
spoonier than ever. The Vigilant's imper-
fections and hanl luck must certainly have
the effect of giving us n larger variety of
models, and the chances are that freaks and
monstrosities will not be trusted.

What Is the True Administration
Programme ?

The Hon. WiLLiaM L. WiLsox's recant
speech at Martinsburg calls for some an-
thoritative statement to supersede and re-
move the disagreement between the Dem-
ocratiec programme as lald down by him and
President CLEVELAND by his last and con-
sequently most significant statement, We
therefore blow again the bugls blast with
which the President waked the echoes to
Gen, CATcHINGS, denouncing the present
tariff as so unfit to exist that he wouldu't
put his name to it:

“The millions of our countrymen who have fought
bravely and well for tarlT reform, should be ezhorted
0 continue the struggle, hnidlr onu-au u-n-.
warfare and constantly
and balf beartednoss in l.lmuaw

It is because Mr. WILSON proposes to en-
1ist recruits for a contest of a noticeably dif-
ferent characier that we offer his plan of
campalgn for comparison :

*“The fight will go on, Not, it may be, In such & gen-
eral engagement and profracted struggie as we bave
Juat passed through, but in that steady and reslstieas
prressure that will take one after another of the strung-
bolds of priviiege."

When the hend of the Administration
bents the war drum for his following mil-
lions to " continue the strugkle, boldly chal-
lenging to open warfare," aud keeping thelr
eyes peeled for “half-hearted traitors," whils
his first lieutenant proposes a canmipaign of
" popguns,’ or of a few little surprises on a
few little selected polnts, new orders must
be lasued or the army eannot advance in
the unison necessary for efeetive resulta.

Surely it is high time for certainty on
this important question. Are the Demo-
eratic forces to be incited to anolther gen-
eral tariff engagement and ruction, sugh
as Mr., CLEVELAND seemed to think
of when writing to Gen. CATCHINGS Y
Or are some protected industries to
be stricken this year, with the ex-
pectation  that others will be stricken
next year, aud so wider * If this Iatter, or
WiLsox, plan is adopted, will the particular
victims for immediate saorifice be selected
by lot, or by Presidential decree? How
loog » time will the commaotion of captur-
ing all the strongholds of privilege endure?
What are we to expect ¥ 'What does the Ad-
ministration thipnk it wants any way ?

Not, however, ln asy recent Ume bas there
bees & more presming call for whas s righily
called “practical sympathy * than that which
comee from Lhose Stales of the Nortbwest, vast

areas of which havs besn ravaged by fire dur.
ing the .past few days. The loss of 1ife, the
wreck of homes, and the destraction of property
In Minnesota, Wisconsin, and Michigan within
a week have been appailing. The generous peo-
ple of the West have hastened to the ald of the
sifferers; some contributions for their rellef
have been sant from this clty, and at least one
kindly Englishman has transmittsd & neat sab.
