M. CASIMIR-PERIER.

Pani, Saph 1,—Thia letter will have, in spite
of mysolf, n pessimistio tinge. It s not my
hablt to look at the dark side of things, and I
have loarned to go throogh hard times without
being too muoch frightened at the morrow that
is to coma. But I ecannot help sharing the
angloty of all around me at the dark clouds
gsthering on the horizonof our Internal pull-
tics and our financial affalrs,

Thess dark clouds are not all new ones
Mont of them ecounld bo seen by sharp eyes long
before the tragic death of M. Carnot. Hut his
death, or rather the events which followed |t
have roughly broken into the security to which
we abandoned ourselves, closlng onur  eyes,
Though hardly two months have passed alhce
Casario's crime, reasons for the most serious
alarm have a od In our situatl In the
first moments our republican institutions
seemed to come out with greater strength from
the trisls to which they were subjected. No
ane till then would have thought that
Francs, surprised by such & thunderbolt,
would have exhibited such absolute ealm.
It would have seemed that the sudden disap-
pearance of the head of the State must at least
causa commution and local disturbances, In
Parls, eapecially, where so many seeds of
revolutlon and of disorder are always ger-

minating, whers dreams, aspirations, and am-
bitlons of all kinds are constantly forment-
fng, & momentary outbreak at the receipt of the
pewaof the sudden vacancy in the executive
power would not have beeon at all surprising.
It was a surprise for every one to ses Lhat not
in the capital, any more than in any other part

terna.  'We oan lay our finger st the very begin-
ning on the dangers of Intemperate leglalation,

The Government lteelf must regret what It
has done, It has beon obliged, by Ita own law, 1o
take np axaln, as In old times, the parsuit of
newapaper artielen, and 1t sees, too late, that usn-
ally [ta perseciition only serven toglive Impor-
tanos to ephomeral writings, which otherwise
would have been unnotlesd. Hut the mistake
has been mades, and [ fear greatly that it will
welgh heavily on the whole presidency of M.
Cantmir-Périor. e onght At any rate to loses no
time (n correcting it by changing the Preajdent
of the Connell and entering on & boldly 1ibersl
poursa at the very beginning of the coming ses-
alon of Parllament.

The general satinfaction with which his eleo.
tlon waa greeted hy the whole conntry must not
make him lowe sight of the delleata side of his
personal posftion. The name ho bears is much
more closely identified with the memories of the
monarchy than with the future of the republic,
Private Information enables ins to assert that
slpce IRTE heo has been a hearty supporter

of the politieal converslon for which his
tather then gave the example to the
old Orleanist party. 1 think I may gnare

anteo that the idea of the republic has
no tore convineed discipls than he, and that
he will never take part [n any royaliat lotelgue.
Hut not every one shinres this convietion. Many
watch his actlons with suspicion. Many others,
without really belleving that he has any iden of
renction, take every opportunity to noisily mo.
cuse him, In order to rouss publioc epinion
agninst him, They have already succeeded In
ensting susplelon on his conduct whenoever It
gives opportunity for lll-natured interprota-
tiona, beginnlng the underhand work of arous-
ing antagonisma botween the head of the Gov-
ertument and the conntry.

It s unelena to concenl the fact: the varlous
reanons which I have just glven have Injured
the beginnings of the new Presldency. What
has doge still more lem Is the confusion amd
disorder of deas whilch have been revealed dur-
Ing these two months In all classes of soclety.
The progress of anarchy, In the stricter sense,
frightfal as it Is, would be the least of the evils
It (b were restricted to & class of persons misled
by & barbarous doctrine. But this doctrine,

the smphatio confirmation of the change thas
bas taken place In our manners and our
temperament, which I have more than once, in
late years, had oceaslon to notlce. It waa
& new proof and guarantes that we have coased
tobe the too impresalonable and easily earried
away poople thiat we once were. More astanish-
{ng and more reassuring still was the universal
public sorrow and the general Indignation
caused by the orime of June 24. The testimony
of general sympathy rendersd indirectly to
Franoe in the person of the chief magistrate
who was taken from hor, was at the same time
s happy manifestation of Internatlonal good-
wil. Then came the quict transmission of
power which, after an Interregnumn of thres
days, placed the presidency of the RepublicIn
the hands of M. Casimir-Périer, without an
bhour's interruption or disturbance in the nor-
mal course of either public or private life,

Theas were so many r for fd in
the future. But this confidence has been soon
shaken. The first disappointment was the very
wota given to M. Casimir-Périer by the Congreas
at Versailles. It iatruethat he obtained a major-
ity on the first ballot, but his vota was only 467
out of A51 votea. Now, as almost all the Senators
must have voted for him, It has been caleulated
that the now President can have received at the
outside only 200 to 260 votes from Deputies, In
s0 critical & moment, marked out aa he was
as the only candidate possible, by the country’s
wvolca as well as by political men, we should
bave sxpeotad to see the conservative republi-
cans rally in greater numbers and with more
enthusissm to his name. From the first day It
was seen that not only waa there no break In
parties, but that personal ambitions and petty
rivalrisa were to continue in the future as in
the past. Thia has been shown to be only too
trae; and It Is the more to be deplored that the
men of character, who can clalm the right to
act s part in publie life and have suMelent au-
thority to form a group about them in Pars
Hament, have disappeared one by one, The
second-rate men now dispute with one an-
other the appearance of political importance,

Thisdearth of men of note, fitted to hold
power and conduct affairs, explains why M.
Casimir-Pérler, after some hesitation, accepted
as his Minister M. Duouy and his colleagues In
the former Cabinet. It would have been more
regular and better, from his polnt of view, to be-
gin his presidency by the formation of a new
Miniatry. It wasexpected all the more because
AL Dupuy had had the bad taste (o appear as a
candidate before the Versallles Congreas, glving
& new proof of his blundering and lack of tact,
which will soon becomns proverbial, Naturally,
the only result was to appear openly aa the
powerless oppunent of M. Pérler. It was, no
watter why, another reason for the latter to
select another Presldent of the Council. But
whers to find one in & House which contalns
only Intrigulng mediocrities, who for the most
part have become Deputles by some accidontal
cirenmstances, and linagine that they can he-
come statesmen over night? The President,
who for many years had been a Deputy himself,
and had presided over paritamentary debates,
knew betier than any one else that whatever
cholee he made would arouse hostility to him
without giving him the assistants that [ assume
ho wishes. He has preferred to get along with a
makeshift and to put off till later any attempt
at earrying out & programme arranged with
new Ministers,

1 do not know whether he has done right.
Not averybody haa interpreted his conduct aa
do here. Many have seon in it Irresolution and
lack of will power. Others have drawn the con-
eclusion from the retentlon of M. Dupuy that
M, Casimir-Périer preferred him for his well
known objection to every new ldea and the
almost brutal energy he displays in opposing
{nnovations, even when they are proper aiul pe-
ceptable. M, Dupuy was s university professor
bafore becoming a politician, He has brought
10 the Minlstry the stiffness of the schoolmaster
teaching his class, It i3 the worst form of gov-
ernment, especially In & time) like this, which
demandas of the moat conservative pliability and
the spirit of concesslon, Nothing more injurions
to his popularity or less apt Lo create ednfidence
could have happened to M, Castmir-Périer than
to seem to draw close to him a policy like this,

The Dupuy Cabinet has lncreased this bad
Impression by saking the Parliament as & be-
ginning for & law to represa the Anarchisis,
which looks in some of Ita provisions like a law
to repress the liberty of the presa, and aliost to
restriot Individual freedom, Perbaps the cir-
cumstances demanded some measure of Lhis
kind, though, in my oplnlon and that of many
others, the (iovernment has already all the
power it needs in the existing laws, Laws made
for the oecasing, passed hastily under the influ-
ence of an excited public sentiment, generally
§° beyand their object. lun the present case, with
the best of Intentions, | sm sure, and without
wishing o do more than repress the orimes
that every one condemus, the ministry has
caused to be given 1o it unlimited power,
which, whenever & Goverument chose, would
put at its discretion the life of cilizens,
thelr right to write, and even thelr right to
think. In & counlry so subject o political
changes as France, where you cen never tell
with certainty in what hands the enfurcoment
of & law will be slx months after It haa passed,
it is an lmprudence, greater than it would be
soywhere elte, W luosert iG iU articles which may
open the way for such conseguonces. Past ex.
perience has shown this more than ooce. The
new law haa Lherefore aroused general ovin-
plaing, | might almost say outcries. Lu Par-
lament it met with s opposition over.
comes only by the obstinacy of M. Dupuy,
who liweally forced I upon the wmajority;

Witk the public the dis-
spproval s becoming more and more general,
botwithstanding 1the prevaling seatiments of
fear and bhostility w auarchy lunders snd
wistakes made by L police in making arrests
snd searclilng houses vontribule 1o bring oul
the unpleasant fuatures of ke law, and make
poople talk of tyranny. where generally ihere
s saly as sxcess of seal on the part of subsl-

worked fta way Into minds which one would
bave supposed it never ecould have en-
tered. It only Inspires horror when It
nhiowa (ts effeets by some erime like the assas.
sination of M, Carnot, Otherwise It no longer
excitea reprobation; it Is discussed as the result
of an opinlon more advanced than others, but
one which, after all, can be excused, or at least
explained, by the Inequality of social conditions,
by the misary consequent on this inequality, and
by the resentment It causes on those who suffer,
This theory, sincerely adopted by some who do
not reallze (ta consequences, skilfully made use
of by others to I thelr propagands, has
glven rise to what may be called the " Annrchists
without knowing It"; Anarchists above, who un-
consclonaly preach rebelllon: Anarchists below,
who become accustomed to consider 1t the
exercise of & lawful right, It Is In this party
that are produced the hundreds of vislonaries
and drnkards who shout on any oceasion " Vive
Uanarehle ™ 1t 1s here, also, that the juries are
obtained which no longer know what they must
condemn, or what acquit.

The Government {tself In dazed In this moral
chaos, and has shown that In asking Parlis-
ment for the law of which 1 am speaking, It
will furniah the opposition with an argument
agninat {ta own {ntentlons rather than galn sny
more power agalnst the Anarchista. It haa
made another blunder in organizing with the
utmost publicity s great trial, in which the num-
ber of the ncoused was no less than thirty. Five
of them fled, but twenty-five appeared before
the Criminal Court. It was announced that the
inveatigation would bring out terrible reveln-
tions aa to the existence of & powerful mssocia-
tion of criminala In league agalnst soclety.
Nothing came of It save the verification of the
extent of the Anarchist epidemic among people
who do not even pect the exl of the
moral diseass which they are spreading, Of tha
twenty-flve persons accused who were present,
twenty-two were acqultted by the jury and the
other three were only found gullty of theftathey
had committed, The verdict, so contrary to the
resulta promised, was only logical on the part of
the jury, as the prosecution had brought no
serious proof to support (ta accusationa. At
most it had proved against the accused vision-
ary opinjons and intemperate words, but it had
falled to establish either a conspiracy or any
connection between the defendants. The pub-
lio was taken aback on seeing a prosscution,
which had been made so much of, result in
almost nothing. It s a serious check for M.
Dupuy and the officials who act under hia
orders. The flasco has furnished s new argu-
ment to thise who maintain that there Is noth-
ing but danger, without any practieal benefit, in
putting arbitrary power in the hands of the
Government. The vigor of the attempts
made to suppress anarchy Is undeniable. It
would be unjust, too, not to admit that
appreciable  results Lave already been ob-
talned; crimea of violence become more rare
and more difficult of execution; the bold-
ness of demoralizing preachiers somewhat re-
strained ; the fear of arrest and Imprisonment
hoas diminished the number of the pseudo-An-
archists, who took the hame to galn notorlety, so
long a8 they saw no risk to themselves, and
thus Increased the apparent strength of the
party. Hut there have been too many fallures,
like the ono 1 have just mentioned, too many
mistakes, too many Incldents that have been
unduly exaggerated, from which nothiog haa
resulted. In matters of this kind a govern-
ment must strike only when it (s sure that It
has the right to strike with vigor, o inspire fear
In the guilty and confidence in the public, Other-
wise it disconcerts the first part of the natlon
and gives Its sdversaries occaslon to acouse It
and to take all strength from [ts acts by dis.
crediting them.

It is to this end that the tacties of the Anarch-
Ists are aimed, That had been seen during the
Inst semsfon of Parllament, when Hadicals and
Sacialists had combined 1o prevent all useful leg.
{slation In the House, by multiplying interpella-
tions and turning all discussions into endless and
stormy political controversies. The opposition
press of all abades I8 now coutinulng the same
wamae, and it I8 easy 1o Toreses that the autumn
sesslon will furnish us with the same apectacle
na the last, the same stormy meetings, the sambe
fruitlesa discusaions. The Soclalists were, Lthey
sald, on entering Parllament, to bring up the
questions which they say they alone can solve,
In point of fact they have introduced & new ele-
ment of confuslon and nothing more. Though
Immeodiately after great crimesa, like those of
Vaillant., of Emile Henry, and of Csserio,
they affect to repudiate all connection with
the Anarchists, they are, nevertheless, thelr
allios and sanistants. It is the same with the
Radicals. in spite of the apparent dissimilarity of
their programmes. Under all thelr plirsses is
found the common idea of an unceasing attack
on all that ealsts, in which all mesns are per-
misaible and all alilances accoptable, so long. st
least, as it is morely & guastion of overthrowing
aund destroying. This bad been felt only vaguely
until the tragic removal of M. Carnot, whose
personal charscidr seomed instinctively to offer
& guaranioe against all possibiilties.  Since lie s
gone the real extent of the dangers Is seen which
have grown wunder the cover of the soecurity
which he lospired. Unessiness is incressed by
the fact that so far M. Casimir-Pérer's posi-
tlon b vot definitively detsrmined o the oplulon
of the public.

The situstion must not be Judged by the calm
which we are now enjoying. This peciod comes
every year durtug the vacation of Perllamoent
and the half-forgetfulness of care that summer
briogs. Bot with the month of October Lhore
spyears o the horizon & mass of dificulties
which it s belleved the Mioistry will be uuable
to ward off, asd men sak themmaelves whetlior
the Presldent will e strong snough to kold out
sgainst them suocesafully. He will wave 0 re-
straln the extreme partles Lhal have bewn let
looss aa they bhad oot beoen sinee L1671, aad &
divided Housa, which, though 1§ contains the
elewnents fur & clear moderate majority. s sl
the mercy of s winorities. Bo much for Wee
political side. As regords Bunanoe, the budget
fur 1500 s barely cutlined. & deflcit s sapecied,
