You havotodo with
men who baro made themselves brutish by their
Mien, whoso moral sensibilities are nearly ex- -
uiE'il'hed, and who can be deeply moved only
through their physical sensations. In thlsde
trr'ptlnn 1 refer not to tho rank and file, but to
t e worst and most debased class of tho prison
c- -; and It Is for this worst class that severe

u islirnrnte must be provided If jou would
rtsit riot and anarchy. Tho question Is, What
irm of punishment Is most elective and least

i, lurlous?
" It Is nlalmeil by Mr. llrockway, and by those

v ho take the same view of the matter, that per
sot. I chastisement Is better adapted than any
i thcr mode of punishment to secure the desired
mil. Tho substitutes for 'paddling' that havo
ltcn used are such as prolonged confinement In
olttude In a dark cell, with a limited supply of

food, but this has been found by experience to
I highly dangerous In Its results. It Is liable
H produce Insanity, as well as serious and last-
ing physical Injuries. It Is a significant fact
that all of the testimony which has been ad-

duced against tho Reformatory and tho utmost
efforts of Its enemies havo failed to rovenl a

I (ingle Instance In which any permanent disfig-
urement or physical Injury has been left as tho
mult of paddling. This In itself Is a i cry strong
argument In support of tho claim that paddling
Is the least Injurious mode of punishment that
lias ever been devised."
"Ila e you seen any evidenco In any Investigat-

ion that Mr. llrockway has ever inflicted this
punishment vlndlcthely ?"the reporter asked.

"I have known Mr. llrockway Intimately for
tiany ears," Mr. Smith replied, "and I believe
Jtt he is incapable of any cruelty.

ing of the Hoard )eterday, In a resolution re-

questing Messrs. William M, Chaso, Augustus
St. Oauilcns, and Stanford White, artist, sculp-
tor, and architect, to submit the name nf one or
more pertons whom they would consider com-
petent to act as landscape architect so that tho
appointment might be mado ns speedily as pos-

sible.
This net Ion of Mr. Hell wns evidently n painful

surprise to lutli President Clausen und Com-
missioner Tappen, tho otlier members of tho I

Hoard who wero Present. Messrs. Chose. St. I

(Inudrns. nnd White constituted a
many representatives of artistic New York

who protested against proceeding with thedrlve-wa- y

without prnjier supervision. Their llrst
protest was received with n snub, but nsucond,
rePnforced by nn urgent resiuest therefor from
tho Ms) or, elicited a reply in which the necessity
for employing a landscape architect was ad-

mitted, and thu prtiststlti!i wns Insde that tho
protittntifs suggest tho nanus of rompetiut
men. Acting on this letter Commissioner Hell
proposed to mako the suggestion nn Invitation
to pnsent names, hut he nut with decided
opposition.

"I object vcr) ttrrldcdl) lo that rcsolutlnr,"
said President Clausen. "1 thought this con-
troversy was rinsed, und I ntn sure I don't want
to reopen It, I have no ilcslro to write any moro
letters alwut latulsca) e gardeners. Wei have
written to Ma)or Oilroythut wo will receive
suggestions."

"Yes, but wp have resolved to npHiiut tho
man they ma) suggest," urged Commissioner
Hill.

"No. sir, not at all," exclaimed Mr. Clausen.
"Wo told the Mn or that we would welcome
names, but wo can and will appoint whom we
plcaso. Wo don't know these people you refer
to In this matter, an) way. Alt our communion
thins on the subject havelicen with the Mn)or's
office. Why should we wrlto to unknown per-
sons asking their assistance? Wo must refuse
to ask Messrs. St. (laudens, Chase, and White
to run thl Hoard. We won't coax them to send
In their unmes of candidates for lnndscuie gar-
dener."

Mr. Tappen was also opposed to Mr. Hill's
resolution, and he nskt tl that gentleman to with-
draw It.

"There shouldn't be nny difficulty aliout get-
ting a landscapo gardener." put in President
Clausen. "The woods nrc full of them. I never
saw or heard of so ninny as I have since this
toniroversy hits Imeii on."

".My Idea." said .Mr. Hell, "Is that this an
imlntment should not liedela)ed unnettssarll),
and that Is wh I have ritfered this resolution.
In view of the oiiHison to it I will withdraw It
for the present.

Commissioner Hell ngutn fell foul of tho other
