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EZETA NOT TO BE GIVEN UP.

JUDGE MORROW DECIDES IN FAVOR
OF THE SALVADOR REFUGEES.

The Tmpartant Extendition Cans Septied
n the Counrts Only Ous of the Men
Weld Alleged Pollitien] Crimen Not With.
inthe Menning ol ths Treniy Stipuiaiions,

BAN Francieoo, Bept. 22, Judgs Morrow, In
the United Ststes District Court, inonded down
his decialon to-day In the onse of tien, Kacta and
othet Balvadorinn refugees, accompanied by an
exhaustive fien. Antonlo Ezeta, Gen.
Bolanos, and Major Bustamente are discharged,
the Conrt declding that no legal gromnd axista
upon which they ean be bheld for extradition, as
the crimoen charged against them wers of &
political and martial eharacter. Uol. Colocho
wis discharged at the conclusion of the trial
severnl days ngo, nn thers was no evidence what-
aver agalnst him. Col. Clenfuegos alons is held
upon the oharge of aitempting to kill Androas
Amaya before the beginning of hostilitlos. The
question whethor or not there I snMolent ground
for his axtradition will now bo referred to the
Biate Department nt Washington, and It is not
thought that be will be given up to the Pro-
vislonal Government of Balvador. The desire
for vengeance Is sald to be strong down there,

This case will becotme a pracedent in extendl-
tion matlers, doubtlesa, and it has caused Lhe
Administration much conoern, The revolutlun
which resulted In the overthrow of the Ezelas
started (n Balvador fn April last. The revolu-
tion of 1800 Lnd placed them at the head o fihe
Government, Gen, Carlos Ezeta belng elected
Presldent aud Lis brother, Gen. Antonlo Ezeta,
Vice-President, The Intter,m brave and suos
ceanful soldler, wis appolnted Commandern.
Clitsf of the army, The late revoit, headed by
thres ofMcer of the army, Gutiories, Ubandin,
and Galan, was begun st Banta Anns on Apeil 20,
a state of slego waa at onee proclalmed, and the
Giovernment mado strenuous efforta to put down
the rebellion. ©On May 8 Gen. Antoulo Ezeta,
while lending his trouvps, was wounded. He waa
reparted dead, and for several woekon 1t was gener.
ally believed that he had boon Killed, He hoad
beon carried off to the house of & felenid and cons
eenled, and after thres weeks of carcful nursing
he was alle to resumo the command of his
forcen. He fought Lils way to La Libertad, on
the western coant, where be arrived on the after-
noon of June &, purstied by the victorious reve-
Tutionista.

The United Btates gunboat Nennington waa
stationed at that time at La Libertad, and Com-
mander Thomus, In reply to s slgnalled messagn
from the Amaorican Consulate, sasking if he
would recelve Gen, Ezota nboard the Benning-
ton and grant him an asylum wntil the arcival
of the Pacific Mall steamer San Blas, which was
expected (o n fow days, bound for Punama, sig-
palled back that he would receive the General,
Later In the afternoon he also took abonrd sev-
ornl of Ezcta's companions, who were being
pursued by thelr encmnies, and afforded them
asylum, The revolutlonists at once demanded
the surrender of the refugees, which Comman-
der Thomas refused: but when the San Elas
arrived a few days later ho declded, after con-
nuitntion with the American Conusul, to hold
the Salvadoreans until the arrival of the next
steamor. Meantime he received orders from
Washington to hold the prisoners,

Gon, Carlos Ezota, the President, convinced
that further apposition to the successful revolu-
tionists was useless, fed from the country on
June 4, on a German ship, and found refoge in
Panama, He reached New York about July 1
and at once engaged Messes, Hoyt & Robens ol
111 Broadway, as counsel to obtnin the relenso
of hix brother, Gen, Antoulo Ezeta, and com-

nlons. During his stay in New York the ex-

Ban Franclseo, met the Hennlngton on her ar-
rival u fow miles out, but they were warnesd off
and not allowed to communieate with theie
cllents on board, a8 United States naval officer
having preceded them and delivered Instrucs
tions to Commander Thomas,

Upon thelr arrest the Salvadoreans were taken
bofore Judge Morrow in the United States Dis-
