Through both 81mm and Doggett
having waiting orders In the Amerlcsn Jockey
(Hub Handicap, the race wai little more than a
dash at a quarter of a mile. Sir Excess bent
tho odds on favorite In the rush through the
homrstreatrh. Tills did not please the specta.
tor, and when Harry Iteed nnd Gotham came
out for their special contett at six furlongs fcr
$3,000 the talent were In the main supporters
of M.F. Dwyer's gelding, llnrry lteeil won by
six or seven lengths, but tho stewards disquali-
fied him for what thsy considered was n palpable
foul committed at the club house bluff and gave
the race to Gotham.

That created a small panic, and there was
more excitement than has been seen anywhere
this year, save ou the day of the famousdcod heat
between Henry of Navarre and Domino or the
occasion of the Btonencll-aicnmoyn- e race at the
midsummer meeting of the American Jockey
Club, when Hamilton weighed In short of w.lght
on (lletimoyne and was promptly disqualified
and fined for his cnrelessness. All sorts of ru-
mors spread, one being to the effect that Slmms
was seven pounds short of weight, and another
story was that M. V. Dwyer, the owner of Harry
Heed, and Chief Steward John Hunter had a
warm discussion In the stewards' stand,
which had ended In Mr. Hunter leaving the
track. Doth rumors were absolutely groundless,
and Mr. Dwyer, who hnd fully on his
geldlnz, behaved liken good sportsman through-
out. It Is well known that tho younger nf the
brothers Is not popular with the great masses of
the racing public, but It Is only common Justice
to him to let the facta In connection with tha
race be known.
