The dispute between Franoce and England
over Madagascar is one of several disputes
in whish thess countrien have engaged this
year upon questions of forelgn policy.

We
have had no oceasion to take part in any of
thene dinputes.

France possesses certaln territorial rights
in Madagasear, and it is in refarence to these
that the relations between the French
and Malagnsy Governments have become
stralned, For both commereial and politi-
cal reasons, England dislikes the ever
inorensing influence of France in Madagns-
oar, even though she found it necessary,
four yeara ago, to recognize the French pro-
tectorate over Madagascar. We are In no
way concerned in their troubles,

" English advisers.” says our London eor-
respondent, “‘are encouraging the Mala-
gany Glovernment to  reslst French de-
mands;" bt we may rest assured that the
Amerfean Consul at Tamatave keops aloofl
from thess advisers, Our interests in Mada-
gasear, which are small, are safeguarded by
treaty, which none of the disputanta ls
likoly to violate,

Franoe, England, and Mldlmr must
sottle the dispute that has arisen between
them without the help of the United States.
The oase Is not one for intervention, or even
for advice, on our part.

The Crowd of Beggara.

The experience of Polies Justice Kool
with street beggars was not at all ugisual.
Ounly the experience of the impudent
he knocked down was extraordinary.

The Increase of beggars of the kind Jus-
tiee Koon encountered in Madison and Fifth
avenues has been very remarkable of recent
years. They are almost invariably well-
clad men, generally young men, whoss ap-
pearance indleates dissipation, but affords
no suggestion of poverty. They are atrong
fellows who are too lazy to work, and who
beg by preference. Thev are also braszen
scoundrels, and apparently their effrontery
in their importunities must be profitable to
them, for they keep it up persistently.

This increase of street beggary has oo
curred, too, at a time when the machinery
of organiszed charity is more extensive than
ever before and when the alms dispensed by
it are greater than aver. The less the ne-
cenaity and the excuse for such begging the
more there is of it.

But is not the provocation to it unusually
great at this time, when hundreds of com-
peting charitable agencies and thousands of
professional and volunteer almoners are
cultivating in people the habit of depend-
etice on  slms and drawing hither the
pauperism of all the Union, to get a share
of the millions of dollars now annually
distributed in charity !

What Japan Is Fighting For,

The Ko-ku-min-no'-to-mo is a Japanese
weekly magasine, whose title In English is
the Nation's Friend. It has been published
for about ten years and hasa high standing
in Japan for literary excellence and intellec-
tual ability. Apparently, too, it is a period-
ical of large ciroulation, for the number of
it which has just been recelved by
us contains A great amount of adver-
tising, much of it of articles produced
in this country. The rest of its advertise-
ments are chiefly of books, many of them
Japanese translations from the English, and
they indleats the remarkable literary nctivi-
ty and intellectunl progress of the country,
and also the readiness with which it has
adopted the methods of our civilization and
how closely parallel with ours are the chan-
nels along which ita thought la proceeding.

0f eourse, the Ko-ku-min-no'-to-mo now
gives Its attention chiefty to the Corean war,
of which it {s an enthusiastic and patriotic
supporter; but it publishes also summaries
and details of both home and forelgn news,
of our great strikes, for instance, and its
purely literary contenta fill many pages of
the magazine. There are three novels, two
of them by Japanese suthors and one
a translation of Torsror's " Shoemaker.'
It also gives much space to literary
eriticisms, discussions of art, financial and
sclentific intelligence, and other subjects In
which only a cultivated and highly civillzed
people would be interested. Its publication
and ita prosperous existence furnlsh strik-
ing evidence that Japan [s the centre of en-
lightened influences ln the East,

The magasine generally is printed in Jap-
aness, but two of the articles are In
English, the one by a Japanese author, Mr,
Kaxzo UcHiMuna, and the other by Mr.
Eowarp H, Houvae, an American writer
onoce well known hare, but who has long been
aresidentof Japan. Mr, UcniMURA'S paper is
entitled *' Justification of the Corean War,
and it is & calm exposition of the
case of Japan agalnst China, reasonable, and
argued with much ability, It lss discussion
which in itsa tone and intellectunl quality
bears witness to the powerful Influence of
Western ideas upon the modern Japanese
mind, and shows how near to us Japan has
come in its civilization, its moral standards,
and Its intellsctual processes.

Mr., UcHiMurA exhibits s remarkable
familiarity with European and American
history, whence he draws many precedents
to justify Japan in making the present war,
He shows that from 1888 to 1804 that
country bore patlently the Insulta and out-
rages, the perfidy and diplomatie trickery of
China, pursued with the persistent purpose
of destroying Japanese influence and over
throwing Japaness comu.relal rights in Co-
rea, and then proceeds to argue that when at
laat the Mikado resented them with war,
Japan became the champlon of Eastern
progress generally, aud not merely the de-
fender of ita own interests In Corea. " We
labored to open Corea to the waorld,” he says,
* China labored to close it, and by imposing
the Mongolisn régime upun It endeavored
to keep It part of ltsown, &' It nation,'
like its own bulky self, allef to clvilizs-
tion and the world's progress.” * The Corean
war," ba procoeds, “'is to declde whether
progress shall be law in the East, as it has
long been in the West, or whether vetro-
gresalon, fostered once by the Persian em-
pire, then by Carthage, and again by Spain,
and pow st last (last in the world's history,
we hope) by the Mantchurian empire of
Chins, sbhall possess the Orient [forever,
Japan's victory," he declares, " will mean
free govermment, free religion, free educs-
ticn, snd free commerce for 600,000,000
souls who live an this side of the globe. "’

Mr, UcHiduvna, it will be seen, justifies
Japan on the highest groungds, claiming that
the war for the emancipation of Corea from
Chicese mepression is & contest waged in
bebalf of humanity. * We only wished,” he
nays, ' that we were not the firet Lo ralse our
voloe agalust this evil, thal more Christian
Ballous than we bad taken the matter into
thalr bands long before we did ;"' but haviug

now smtered upon the conflioh with the
world's most backward nation, ' as lovers of
fresdom and reverers of human righta,’ the
Japaness are asking for no outside help.
“The stroggle Ia too glorions to be shared
with other nations. Wae rejolce to fight it
single-handed to the end.” “Bympathetic
neuteality” 1s all he asks for, and he claima
that as dne to Japan from the ofvilization
which it fs striving to push forwaed in the
East against the hatefnl obwtacle of Chinese

lethargy.

Tt is the appeal of a high-minded, en-
lightened, and patriotle man, who s
doubtlesa justified in describing the ambi-
tlon of Japan as the Iaudable ambition of
leading and monlding the future of the East
as the most enlightensd of the Oriental
natlons, Japan's alm, he says, in not to
erush and destroy Chios, but to compel it
to asalst In this movement for liberation
and advancement. * We shall exact no
more than the just price of the blood we
whed,” exclaimas Mr, UcHIMURA, never doubl-
ing the issue of the war, but having brought
ber to ** conselousness of her own worth and
duty," her " friendly cobperation with us
in the raformation of the East” will be re-
quired. Japan is fighting for at least moral
supremacy In the Orlent.

** Never before In our history,” he con-
cludes eloquently, ' has the natlon been
firedd with a nobler aim, and now as ohe man
we march to meet our foe, knowing

Government Life Insurance a Fallure
in England.

It would be hard to find A more Impressive
proof of the futility of the State's interfer-
ence with lines of businesa occuplied by pri-
vate enterprise, than the miserablo col-
lapse of the attempt made In England
to furnish life Insurancs to the masses
through the machinery of the Post
OfMces and postal saviogs banks. The
experiment had among ita most ardent
advocates such men ss Mr. GLADBTONE and
the late Prof. FAWCETT, and it has been
prosecuted for some thirty years. How
utterly it has failed, while, at the same
time private competitors have attalned as
tonishing success, is deseribed by Sir JuLius
VoaxL in a recent Hoglish review.

Not until 1864 did the British Govern-
ment formally invade the fleld of life {nsur-
ance, although since 1809 it had engaged
in the annuity business, and aince 1858 had
permitted persons who purchased deferred
annulties to contract for payments on
death, it being stipulated that the latter
should not exceed the sums paid for the in-
suraoce and the anonuity taken together,
and should in no case exceed 8500, It
was Mr, GuapsToNe who in 1884 man-
aged to pass an act removing the re-
striction of insurance to persons purchasing
deferred annuitles, and authorizing the
Government to Insure any one, provided
that no policy should be Issued for less than
$100 or more than $8500. No surrender
values were to be allowed until after premi-
ums had been paid for five years. It was
further enacted that the Postmaster-General
might receive through the Post Ofices
money on account of such contracts, The
purposs of fixing the maximum policy
at $500 was to disarm the opposi-
tlon of the private eompanies, and
it was supposed that this limit, although
low, would give the Government a virtual
monopoly of the insurance business, so far
as the millions of artis ans, petty tradesmen,
and people of small incomes were concerned.
Mr. GLADSTONE sald at the time that never
in his public life had he received so many
letters of approval as he had concerning
this one bill, and the Times expressed a
conviction that thero were few of even the
poorest classes who would not be able to
take advantage of it.

In 1848 this act, from which s0 much had
been expected, was amended at the instigs-
tion of Prof. FAwcerT, then Postmaster-
General, so aa to permit the system of Gov-
ernment life insurance to be worked through
the postal savings banks, which had been
recently Introduced and were proving a
great success. [He also got the minlmum
ningle insurance reduced below $100, and sur-
render values allowed after two years' pay-
ment of premiums, instead of five. From these
changes, and especially from the new work-
ing machinery applied, Prof, FAWCETT an-
ticipated the happlest resultsa; but how far
the facts aro from answering his hopes ia
shown by the atatistles which Sir Junivs
VoogL has complled. Undoubtedly there
was an immense amount of life insurance
business to be done with the maximum
Hmit of policles fixed at $500, but the
Giovernment did not do it. At the end of
the period 1865-18u8, inclusive, the
whole number of Government policles in
force was but 9,085, and the tatal amount
of insurance for which the Government
was liable was less than $2,850,000. To
appreciate the completeneas of this failure,
we shonld compare the business done by the
Prudential Life Assurance Company, & pri-
vate corporation selected because it deals
chiefly with people of small means,
and  was  deemed likely to  be espe
clally Injured by Government opposition.
We find that at the close of 1588
the Prudentinl Company had in force
10,811,689 policies, repressnting a total
amount insured of pearly $700,000,000.
Figures could scarcely be more eloguent.
The British Government, with its unap
proachable hold on public confidence, and
operating up to 1883 through 2,000 selected
Post Offices, and since that date through an
average annual number of 8,500 postal sav-
ings banks, has not been able during twenty-
nine years to do as much business aa in
transacted by s single privats company, the
Prudential, in asingle year.

This s an object lesson for those who
would have the State meddle with functions
which are already effectively discharged by
private intelligence and energy

Pluck has been one of the characteristios
of the Ameérican seaman, and [t was never
scen to better ndvantage than in the herolo
defence of the American privatesr General
Armstrong against a British squadron In the
harbor of Fayal, which took place elghty years
ago to-day. This affalr never has been sur-
passed for the herolam shown by the defenders,
anid the hopelessness of the struggle with the
odds agalonst them. The General Armstrong,
commanded by Banvel O Rmn, had put Into
Fayal for water, and a few hours later the Hrit-
Ish cruisers Plantagenet, Carpation, and Rota
appoared. Fayal was a nentral port, but
tha experionce of the Essex at Valparaise
led Capt. Rmip to belleve that le would
be aitacked, and he made his preparations
scoordingly. There being a full moon that
night, the American lookout readily discov-
ored four boata flled with armed men, which
left the Hritiah vessels and pulled toward the
General Armstrong, Capt. REID warned them
off several times, but the British pald noattention
to him. The Americans then opened a heavy
fire and compelled the boats to retire. This, how-
over, only served to anger the British senior
officer, Capt. Vax Lrovn, and he prepared for a
more determined attack. At midnight fourteen
British launches. each carrying about Aifty men,
approached the General Armstrong. This time
Capt. Rin did not walt for them to come
within speaking distance before firing. but
opened on them with overy gun that bore as
soot &s they ocame within range. The Ameri-
cans fired with their usoal accuracy, and sev-
oral gf the boata were sunk before reaching the
wide of the privateer; others were badly
shattered, and many of the men were
killed or wounded. Two or three of
the Britlah launches succeeded In getting
alongside, and their men clambered over the
bulwarks, The Americans then left their guns,
and seizing eutl and pistols, fell upon the
onamy with the energy of despalr. Bome of the
Englishmen had their hands chopped off while
selzing the bulwarks to draw themsel ves aboard.
Soarcely s man that endesvored to board the
Genoral Armstrong was left aliye, and the re-
maining lagnchea pulled back to the British
squadron. Delieving that the English ahips
would now open upon him with thelr broad-
sides. Capt. Ruin destroyed his vessel, and es-
caping with Lis men to (he shore, fortified
himsslf In an old convent, declaring that he
would defeud himself to the last. The Hritlsh
did not make any further demonstrations
against the Americans beyond firing into the
{ieneral Armstrong until she was destroyed.
They than selled away with a loss of 120 killed
and about 90 wounded. The American loss waa
two killed and soven wounded. The General
Armatrong carried only fourteen guns and was
manned by fewer than 100 men.
