At his request the railroad officials had con-
cealed the time ot the arrival of the special, and
there wus only u small crowd at the depot. That
small crowd recognized him in a moment, und
the depot rang with cheers.

The Senator hurried inside. Editor John
Henry Farrell and his son were there, and the
Senator stopped long enough to shake hands.
Then lie hurried out and Into u cab. The cry
"Hill is here! Hill Is here!" was started by the
people, and it ran like lightning every where.

The cab whirled away, A number took after
It, but it was ton swift for them. Two minutes
after the Senator arrived jieople began coming
to thedopot, asking "Where is lie?" They ran
hither and thither, not believing it possible that
he could hove gotten away so soon.

A majority of them believed lie had not come,
and they hung about tho depot waiting the ar-
rival of the regular train on which the railroad
company gave it out lie would arrive. That
train got in at H:l.' o'clock, and in the half hour
the crowd had Increased to at least p.UOO.

In the mean time the Senator, witli Col.
nnd Private Secretary Tim Williams, had

arrived at tbe Keumore. Tho hotel folks had
expected the party, hut not so soon, and there
again theSeimtor succeeded In getting in quickly
and avoiding a demonstration.

He went directly to room lilQ on the second
floor, and for a time denied himself to the
friends who called as soon us they heard he
wa In town. Hundreds of telegrams of
congratulation came to the hotel and
wero sent to him. They were from
all parts of the country, and they were
almost as enthusiastic) as had been the Conven-
tion that nominated him. The first of the
men who called who were admitted to see
him was Judge Hamilton, the Clerk of the
Court of Claims. After him came John W,
L. Pryne, John A, Delnhanty, who was the
Corporation Counsel under Gov, Cleveland,
and who has always been a warm supporter of
the President; Louis W. Pratt, the Collector ot
the Port, an appointee of the President; Senator
Jacob Cuntor, John It. Gleason of West Troy,
and hoi got to Albany
nobody knows how.

Some of these gentlemen were still with the
Senator when the regular Albany train came tn.
It contained fifteen car loads ot shouters and a
brass band. The leading organization aboard
was the Democratlo phalanx, which went to
Saratoga to nominate John Doyd Tbacher.

The S.000 shouters at the depot received the
fifteen car loads, and for a time it was
easy to imagine one's self back In Par,
atoga. The crowd kept constantly in-
creasing. A line was formed Anally, with
the band at the head, and a start wu
made for the Kcnmore, where the Senator was
to be serenaded, Every house on the way was
lit up, every Inch of the sidewalk was crowded,
every window was mini with people, and there
were people on the roofs. The Kenmore Is but
two block from the deit.

Every room Iu It was lit up and an American
flag hung from the balcony. When the en-

thusiastic procession reached the hotel the
Senator was In the act of listening to a message
of congratulation from Mr, John Boyd Timelier,
and a promise of stanch support.

Tbe music of the band add the noise of the
crowd started him up, and with the Lieutena-

nt-Governor and one or two others
he went to the balcony over the first floor
and stepped out. At the sight ot him
the cheering became deafening. The Ben-t-

bowed in all directions, and as far
a he could see the street were crowd,
ed. Men were waving their hats in the
air and women their handkerchiefs, while every
mother's son of them was shouting as it his or
her life depended upon It.

The cheering had continued for several min-
utes before the coterie ot leader had taken their
places on tho balcony, Then Louis W. Pratt,
Collector of the Port of Albany, who was but
recently named by President Cleveland, stepped
forward and said :

Then the crowd below broke loose again, nnd
the Senator wnlted and waited for the applause
to subside. When It did he said :

this generous reception and the compliment of
this serenade, I tender you my Blncere thanks.
This demonstration Is a part of the
unexpected events of the day, that to
me has been one of surprlso and
embarrassment. Tho action of tho Dem-

ocratlo Convention, which is the occasion of
this assemblage, and which was as unforeseen
by you as by myself, m poses responsibilities
and obligations of which I cannot speak to-

night. Unwilling as I was to receive the honor
which the Convention, In spite of my protests,
has sought to confer upon me, I am deeply
touched by the unsought manifestation of con-
fidence and esteem which accompanied the ac-

tion of the Convention, and I can
only express In feeblo language a small part of
the gratitude which I feel toward tlu Democracy
of New York. At some future tlmo during tills
campaign I hope to express my views at length
upon the Issues in till most Important cam-
paign, and I can only. In conclusion, now thank
the Democracy of Albany and this Democratic
phalanx for the honor which you have conferred
upon me by this demonstration. I bid you good
night."

There was another grand burst of applause as
the Senator finished. When it subsided Col-

lector Pratt stepped forward and introduced
Senator Cantor. Mr. Cantor was about
to address the hosts in tho street when
there wus a cry from the rear: " Here
is Mr. Lockwood." Then the crowd burst out
In cheers, and Daniel M. Lockwood, the nominee
for Lloutenant-Unverno- r. stepped to the rail.
