The order Is In pert meant to give Kplscopal
rectors an opportunity to do their parish visit-lo- g

by proxy. It 1 not, of course. Intended to
take the place of that personal acquaint-
ance with parishioners which makespastoral work effective, but to supple-
ment It by that systematlo visiting
which every rector has not the time to do him-
self, nor the means to hire n special assistant to
do. It might bo conceived, for instance, that the
rectors of two or three adjacent parishes, which
were not large mouth alone to hire assistant
ministers, would club together to engage one
assistant between them, to do certain routlnovisiting for all. Just here the new order steps In
and says In effect! '(lentlemen, here is an order
of devout and oxperlenced parish visitors and
Church workers. We can do your work more
cheaply than you could have It done in any
other way. Brother A. can be assigned to the
rector of 8U Alhanaslns's. Brother B. to the rec-
tor ot Ht. Irennus's, and. becauso we all live to
gether, we can afford to do the work at very
reasonable rates.'" It Is possible that such a combination might
prove a godsend to that considerable number of
parishes which have one minister and work
enough for two, or two ministers and work
enough for three, without having the Income to
pay the salaries required to secure the whole
time of ambitious young graduates of theologi-
cal seminaries, to many of whom, it Is to be
feared, are not willing to rough it and to live
such lives of self.sacrlflco and plain conditions
as the brothers will. Then, with Increasing ex-
perience, the value of the services of tho order
would Increase, so that within a few months
they would offer to the Kplscopal rectors
of the city a higher quality of asststantshlp than
the Inexperienced 'deacon,' newly ordained. Is
oapabluof. Their hold upon the people, too,
who are easily won by personal Interest in their
cases would make them continually more valu-
able.

"Another benefit would rome In tho economy
that would bo possible In relief work.

The first work of Brother Hugh for he alone
constitutes the "Community" for the time be-
ing will be the attemnt to lead the youth of St.
Chrysostom's parish In the way they should go;

ing them h pleasant place and congenial
surroundings In which to pass the Idle time
that might otherwise be employed for evil.
The sitting room at the home of the Community
Is small, but It is tastefully fitted, and any young
man Is welcomed there. In this particular tho
community is setting out In the work of the
University Settlement Society, which ha long
maintained rooms in Its building at "tl Drlancey
street for the same purpose. Brother Hugh is
broad In his views, and the young men who call
upon him will be permitted to play cards and
other games at the home

The library that has also been thrown open to
the young men Is stocked with a careful selec-
tion of books, and there will be newspapers and
periodicals on the files. The life of tne brothers
will not be absolutely monastic, because the
young men will be permitted to call upon them
In their rooms at the top ot the house.

Brother Hugh has many plans In view, but It
will take time to get them working. When ho Is
Joined by his friend, Mr. Carpenter, who will
enter the Community as a novice within a fort-
night, he will havo a better opportunity to
detote his time to u consideration of what the
Community shall undertake. For the present,
single-hande- he will confine himself to the
work that Is Immediately before him.

The small Income that Brother Hugh retained
when he turned over his worldly possessions to
his family Is the only resource the Community
now has. It is expected that aid will be received
for the carrying on of the work from persons
benevolently disposed. A scry small endow-
ment would be sufficient for the support of the
Community's home.

New Auspices,
On Monday the school conducted for thirty

years by Mrs. Bylvanus Reed, at 0 and 8 East
Fifty-thir- d street, and becoming widely known
under her direction for its Inculcation of church
principles as well as for a high grade of educa-
tional training, will be reopened In charge of
the Sisters of the Church, to whom It was trans-fsire- d

at the close of the last term. Three of
these members of a new scholastic order had
then arrived from Randolph Gardens. Ktlburn
Park road, London, N. W the main centre of
the work of the Church Extension Association,
having for Its President the Right Hon. the
Earl Nelson. They came to begin preparations
In New York for the first school ot the kind In
this country.

The arrangements for the work are now com-

plete, with encouraging Indications for patron-
age. One of the Sisters, however, candidly says,
that needless fear of what might happen to
the children has troubled the minds of some of
the parents In contemplation of this change In
control. They are assured that the school Is not
to turn their daughter into Sisters, but to train
them up as women.

" We do not In the Ifas t wish to entice them Into
our community," is what the Sister in charge says
In reference to this touch of alarm. For the first
half hour of the day religious teaching will be
given, but even this, as explained. Is " not com-

pulsory In any way." The religious Instruction
comprises lessons In the Scriptures, the prayer
book, and'ehurch history. As to other arrange-
ments hating relation to the Church, such as
the required attendance at St. 'Ihomas's. the
system inyarlabiy maintained by Mrs. Reed will
be continued.

A large proportion of the teachers selected by
Mrs. Keed are to remain on the staff. The three
Sisters in charge of the school are able and well-train-

teachers- - Two of them have the Arch-
bishop ot Canterbury's certificates testifying to
their religious knowledge. They have also (lov.
ernment certificates as trained teacher, which
are given to signify proficiency in theeduca
tlonal department and In the art department.
To obtain a testimonial of this class a teacher
must have held for two rears the place of post
mistress In schools under Got emment inspec-
tion.

In their new work these Sisters will take al-

most entire! tne Uacblng of the youngest
pupil a well St the train ng In English of the
advanced classes. 1 heir plan is to provide much
individual Instruction iu tlow of thedissiml-larltiesl- n

the mental equipment of children.
A kindergarten, conducted entirely apart from
the other divisions of the school, receives pupil
from four to eigut) ears of age. The colleirUto
course requires four years, and this U made in
part elective according as pupils wish to pre-
pare for the Columbia, Harvard, or other uni-
versity examinations.

An excellent course Is to begin at the
school on Friday of next week. .The ftrlt seriee
La literary study of Homer by Prof. William
Cranston LawWa; other Uctsiwta UJs worse

are by Charles Sprarue Smith. John FIske. Prof.
HJalmar II. Royesen. and Miss Hapgood, who
are to cover special fields In history, literature,
and art. The graduates of the school who
reside in New York generally, form a part
of the audiences attending theso courses.
Any of the studies ot an advanced class may
be taken also by girls who study at hornet but

tho guidance of professors In special
ranches. This school provides means for

a thorough knowledge of French and
and the course In painting and drawing

Includes modelling and study from lire. The
studio In the building Is equipped with a

series of casts. The class singing Is In
charge of Mr. Frank Dnmrosch, and expert In-

structors direct tho practice In several kinds of
instrumental music. By spccUl arrangement
Wlthone of thp college of music. Instruction
Is provided for this school In harmony, orches-
tral practice, and the higher hranchcsof the art.

As few changes as possible havo been made by
the Sisters of the Church cither In the courses of
study or the arrangement of the rooms. Even
the school time table Is almost Identical with
that of last ) ear. The former head of the school
maintains n warm Interest In its welfarp. In
the lower part of the building Is tho handsome
drawing room, and a great sitting room across
the hall for the uso of resident pupil. At the
rear of this Is a lecture hall, with sliding doors
between. The polished floor of the sitting room
Iscovercd only with rugs, and dancing there,
the Slstsrlsnld, will bo sometimes the enter-
tainment of tho pupils. F.tenlng recep-
tions sre to lie held weekly as a meant
of social education. On one afternoon In
each week also tho pupils may recclte their
tiarents and friends whom parents may Intro-
duce. The feeling of thelrrerlous rcsponstbllttr
In their new duties In America Is beet expressed
by tho Sisters In n pnrt of their announcement t

"They have set before thrmselvesaatandard of
education farnbove the mere acquisition of learn-
ing and accomplishments. They recognize tlm
necessity of teaching thn girls of this generation
to know the duties which they owe to them-
selves, toothers, and to God. In the hands of
women lies the conservation of the dignity and
purity of society, and even tho prosperity of
the country, and the Sisters 111 do their utmost
to Inculcate a patriotic ambition to attain, as
American women, tho highest Christian ideal.
The pupils will be taught that true happiness
ran only bo found in the exercise of divinely
bestowed gifts, and that surh gifts will bo
doubly blessed when emplojcdto the glory of
God and the good of others."

The guardianship of the resident pupil Is as-
sumed by the Sisters, and they will share the re-
sponsibility with no cno who Is not accountable
to them. They are to net In the belief thst tho
home Is no less attractive nnd comfortable

surroundrd bv wholesome restraint".
Their method, however, arc not of the pastor
of tha cloister, but arc adapted to the life of to-
day In Its best phases. These have been tested
with HUccess tti n score of English school, from
the elementary up to the high-clas- s schools, ntiil
In half a ninny moro In India, In Australia, and
in Canada.

Thn foundation of this sisterhood as n feature
of the Church Extension Association in the de-
partment known us tho Education t'nlon is
considered by many persons ns an epoch In so-
ciety. The attcndHticf will bo hardly affected
In nny way, though thn fact I known that one
new pupil coming from Florida placed In tho
school In consequence of the dinner. The move-
ment to establish such an educational system In
the United States is heartily commended by
Bishop Potter, by the Itev. Dr Morgan Dlx, the
Rev. J. W. Brow n, and others of tho clergy.

, At various times Mr. Comstock bos inade
charges against Kelly, nnd tho latter has re-

sponded with attackson him. Once Comstock de-

clared he was going to have Kelly legislated out
ot office, and had a bill introduced In the Assem-
bly for thst purpose. Kelly resigned his place
some time ago.butwas reappointed by the Town
Board at an Increased salary. Ho Is also Justice
of the Peace, and Is often called Pooh-Ba- h Kelly.
Comstock made war on him because he did not
close up tho barber shops and new spaiier stands
on Sundays. The latest development of tho bit-

ter antagonism occuned last Tuesday evening
at a session of tho Township Committee. Mr.
Comstock liad previously sent around 100 copies
of a letter to resident in Summit. The letter
read as fallows:

The .murdered woman was about forty years
old, Hcrattiro was neat, and she was carefully
dollied. Her dress was a black tricot with
three black plrat two Inches wide upon the
skirt. About her neck was a black ribbon with
white stripes, suspended from which was a
locket in tho form of nn Imitation watch. One
tldoof (he ornament was bent. The crystal had
been shuttered by the bending.
