Hhode Island, having given a Democratio
plurality of 185 in 1808, goea Republican In
18604 hy more than 6,000, Oregon, which
elected its present Governor, as a Demo-
ernt, by 05,000 plurality, goes Republi-
ean by about 7.000. Tennessee, Demo-
eratic for Governor In 1892 by 27,000
plurality in  spite of an Independent-
Demoeratic movement which drew off
80,000 votes from the regular candidate, is
Democratie yet, but with the plurality of
two years ago ent just in half. Alabama,
the home of Democreatic majorities of from
#0000 ta more than 100,000, is saved
this year with hardly more than 20,000
to spare.  Arkansas, 40,000 Democratie
for CLEVELAND in 1802, goes down to 25,000
or thereabouts.  Vermont, Hepublican by
14,000 nt the last election of m Goavernor,
doubles her Republican majority this year.
Maine falls In line with the heaviest Repub-
liean majority within the memory of the
present generation, a majority greater cven
than GRAXT'S over GHEELEY, twenty-two
years ago, and more than donble HARRISON'S
over CLEVELASD In 1802, And now comes
Georgin, which went Demoeratic in 1802 by
#1,000 and in 1880 by 105,000, with a vota
#o close that the party mansgers would be
happy this morning to claim with certainty
a beggarly 20,000 in that former stronghold
of Democrnoy.

What does it all mean? It means that
the drift 1s all one way, It means that the
peaple of the United States are gotting their
first opportunity to record  their verdiot of
Good or Bad on the second Administration
of Groven CLEVELAYD. It means that Bad
is having it by a large majority.

Yet in the face of this tremendous wave
of ndverse popular sentiment, rearing Its
crest perhaps for a crushing descent in
November, the fact remains that Democracy
is still alive; Gop preserve it from its
encmles within and without !

Wedneaday's Election in Georgia.

The Democratic lead in Georgla, the Em-
pire State of the South, as it was formerly
called, appoars to have been cut down five-
sixths nt Wednesday's election. There were
large Democmitic losses: there were large
Populist gains, A reduced Democratic and
an increased Populist representation in Con-
gress from Georgia is foreshadowed as the
result of this week's voting.

A reduced Democratic majority in Geor-
gia? Why is this? Various explanations
are offersdl. The Chairman of the Demo-
eratie Campnign Committee atiributes it to
the low price of cotton.  Another Democrat
of distinction attributes it to the high
standard of independence disclosed by the
eolored voters of Georgin as soon as it be-
came manifest that the Democrats were
short of funds. Another man, a Republj-
ean, ntiribntes it to the fallure of the Hon.
Hoke 8MiTi to make more spoeches. Those
he did make for the Demoeratic candidate
mude votes for his adversary, This well-
fnformed Republican believes that if the
Becretary of the Interior haild spoken oftener
for the Demoernts, the Populists would
have carrled Georgia. Nor are other reasons,
pome sound, some specious, some absurd,
Iacking by wuy of explanation.

It is alwnys ensy to give plausible reasona
for a pulitionl reverse, but the fact remains,
whatever the eanse of it, that the Democrats
of Georgla sustained n substantial and hu-
milisting calamity on Wednesday, The
Populists are in high feather, confdent, ex-
ultant, and even deflant over the gains
wlibech they schleved. Why sttribute to the
prive of cotton, an important matter, or the
foolishness of Hoke Ssuti, an insignifleant
persanage, o result, the reason for which s
ns plaln s n pilkestaf *

When the Democrats in Congress adopted
the sdious income tax usan article of Demo-
crutle political faith, they elevated to im-
portance the Popullst party, which makes
an mssault on the leigal secumulations of
thrift to be lts foundation stone, starting
point, luspiration, and essence. By this act
they look away from every Democrat in
Gienrgln the power to confront and confound
the Populists, whose pet project the Demo-
erwts huve made their own.  This humilist-

Mexleo and Guatemala,

A war between Lhe two republies must e
eapecinlly harmiul to Mexico, even if it were
toend in the Mexiean conguest of Guate
maln, After n half eentury of turhulonce
and clvil wars, Mexien has hivl A period of
pence unider Prestdent DAz, and she has
made very good tise of the time, The Gov-
ernment has boen constitutionally conduet-
ed; the relations between the Federnl and
Htate nuthorities have been much improved ;
the hostility of the rival partles to each
other has greatly decronsed ; the resotireos
of the country have been developed; the
credit of the Troasury has heen strength-
ened ; there haa heen a remarkable exten-
alon of commerce: very Important pihlie
works have been projected or completed ;
and Congress hias had the opportunity of nt
tending to other business than that of war,
Mexico has been quieter and more progres-
sive under IMiaz than it hal been at any
other time sinee the formation of the repub-
lie, Tt certainly was in need of repose.

In the breaking of this repose, and in the
stirring up again of the belligeront spirit of
the Mexlenn people, there Is very great din-
ier to Mexieo. The elements of civil dis-
cord still exist thers, nid the manifestation
of them Is prevented only throungh the con-
stant exercise of military power hy the Pros-
fdent. Lesa than two years ago bands of
rebela were in the field near the Ameriean
border, and there is reason to fear that like
bands will again be seen in case the Govern-
ment shall be involved in a foreign war.
That wonld be a very bad thing for Mexico
and for Mexican Interests,

Guatemaln is a petty power as compared
with Mexico; but there is not m country
anywhere that has more bellicose inhabi-
tants, It Is only for short periods of time
that they ever stop fighting, either among
Athemselves or against their neighbors. Wao
have no doubt that Mexico will be nble to
reduce them, If left frea to do so: but
Mexieca's most serious peril, in the case of
hostilities abroad, is within her own bounds.

The immediate purposs for which a
Cabinet Council was convoked on Thursday
is Indicated by the orders subsequently
{ssued by the Admiralty anid the Secrotary
of State for Indin.  The London newspapers
were all wrong in attributing the meeting of
the British Ministers to n threatening dem-
onstration on the part of France, or to the
rumored design of the French to enforce
and emphaosize their protectorate over the
Hovas in Madagasear, It was the Interests
of Great Britain in the East that caused the
Cabinet Council, but precisely how those
Interests are supposed to be mennced is n
matter for inference from the movements
announced. Is it simply the lives and prop-
erty of Hritish residents in Chinese treaty
ports that Lord ROsEBERYV'S Government
recognizea the duty of protecting? Or is a
contingency foreseen in which it would de-
clide to interpose on one side or the other of
the quarrel between China and Japan *

The facts scarcely justify the assumption
that England has notling further in view
than the shielding of her subjects sojonrning
in China from depredation and assault,
Japan is understood to have agreed not to
molest Shanghai, and she has thus far made
no sign of an intention to attack any of the
other treaty ports in China. The sole
