The first Important problem which had to be

solved was how to get all tho room there was on
the lot for a drill room and still have more for
rompany rooms, officers' ruoras. administration
offices, rlilo ranges, boiler and cngino rooms,
sml janitor's apartments. The handsome
Itono front shown In tho nccompamlng Illus-
tration bears about tbe same relation to the
whole building that the fulso fronts of board
Used to do uhcro they figured as n second
ttory in the earlier dajs in this town upon
many a one-stor- y building. Such n front
Is arhcltecturallv possible upon the building
snly because the site is in the body of a block.
This front Is upon Fourteenth street. Just back

f thn Fourteenth struct front the aide wall in-
dicates by steps upon Its top the spring of an
arch. There is on arch within. It will be formed
of elo en great steel trusses, which spring In a
clear span from justwtlhtnthennllof the front
stone building clear across tho block to Fif-
teenth street. These trusses oro 184 feet 4
inches from centre to centre along the armory
floor line, and are 01 feet high at the centre of
their curve. They leavo under them, and el-

s' elusive of the side walls of tho building, n clear
J drill room floor, 183 feet 0 inches deep by 220

feet 10)1 inches wide.
Although the site Is smaller than that of

i many armories in this Slate, the drill floor will
' bo next In size to that of the Seventh. Around

three sides of this great room on tho north,
east, ami west-w- ill run a broad gallery, ap-
proached by stairways in each corner of tho
mom. This and tho spaces between the feet of
the arch trusses will accommodate visitors, and
in all will hold 1,333 orchestra chairs. Again,
abovu the north side of the gallery and on a lino
with this across the south side, and bnnir from
the trusses, as will be the galleries, will bo two
sols of rooms, each with a narrow gallery run-
ning in front. This is the not el method by
which has been solved one of the problems,
that of providing the company and staff off-
icers' rooms.

Hung like bird cages Id the twelve spaces In
between the eleven arch trusses and the two
outer walls will be twelve company apartments.

Xaeh will contain two rooms, ono above the
other. The lower tier of rooms, opening upon a.

men sin Kers are to be. Kach of these rooms
will totitnln nlnetr-sl- x lockers, and each lorker
will be connected with a ventilating plpo, which
will Insure the proper drying and airing of the
uniforms, even if they were all hung up topping
wet.

The floor of the armory will have no connec-
tion with Its walls. It will bo laid directly upon
the ground except at the Fifteenth street
side, whero It will retupon masonry arches con-
taining the ride ranges. The floor Is to be pe-

culiar. It will Consist of a bed layer of con-
crete over which will be a layer ft Inch thick nf
an elastlo cement, and bedded In this a wood
mosaic flooring made of blocks of yellow pine
20 Inches long. IH inches wide, and 1M Inches
thick laid In a herring bone pattern.

The ride ranges will be In three separata
arched tunnels running along the whole length
of the Fifteenth street irout. Kach tunnel will
be nine feet wide In the clear and will contain
three firing points and targets. The range will
have three Iron masks In lie length and will be
lftO feet long from firing points to targets.

Tbo
roof Is to be of plostlo cement.

The drill half will have three sally-port- each
twehc feet wide In the clear. Two of these will
open directly upon Fifteenth street. The floor
of the armory will be upon a let tl with the side-
walk of that street. The other sally-po- rt Is the
entranco upon Fourteenth street, teen to the
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right In this picture. Fourteenth street Is about
two and a half feet lowr than Fifteenth street.
A slope will lead from the sidewalk here to the
armory floor. This will bo the only nrmory In
the Htate which can be entered or left without

up or down stairs. The Fifteenth streetfolng will bo comparatively plain and incon-
spicuous. It will be built of brick and terra
cotta.

The main front will probably be of granite,
although Major Lorrlgan would like to have it
nt red sandstone. Excluding the tower this
front building will bo three stories tall and
about twenty feet deep. The first floor will con-tai- n

at tho east end the Board of Officers' room.
171.10 feet in dimensions; a central room for a
general meeting room. Ilx34s feet: and two
sqnsd drill rooms to the south, ono 17x20 feet
and the other 13x'l0 feet.

Although of Puritanical origin, the society
that formed what Is now known as Christ's First
lresbyterlan Church, in the village of Hemp-
stead, L. I.. Is looked upon as the founder of
I'reabyterlanUm In America, and next week
Presbyterians will devote three days to celebrat-
ing the 250th annh ersary of the society's organ-

ization. The exercises will begin on Sunday
next, and will continue until Tuesday night.
They will be held in the church, in Fulton
street, Hempstead. Many prominent clorgj men
from distant parts will be present to take part
In tho ceremonies.

I The committee in charge of the celebration
nre the Rev. Frank Mclvlllo Kerr, pastor of tho
chnrch, and Elders J.Edward Davidson, I.uko
Fleet, Charles II. Ludlum, I'ercy II Ilromfleld,
William F. Conklln. and ThomM F. Gilbert.
On Sunday morning there will bo a historical
address by the pastor. On Monday the visiting
pastor will be entertained. Tuesday, the con-
cluding day of the ceremonies, will be devoted
to the Christian Endeavor societies.

In letl a sturdy band of about fifty pioneers
headed by the Rev. nicliard Denton, a Presby.
terlan clergyroanof Coly Chapel parish, Halifax,
England, punhased from the Dutch Govern-
ment, then In control of Long Island, a plot of
ground In Hempstead village fpr church pur.
poses. According to tho original deed, which is
on record, tbe society was formed for the pur-
pose of promulgating tho "Reformed Religion."
On the sito acquired then the first Presbyterian
church In America was erected.

It was twenty-fou- r feet square, and for twenty
years it served the double purpose of a church
and meeting house. It stood In Fulton add
Franklin streets. The site is now occupied by
Robert A. 8eabur)'s residence. Hna.ll tho
building was told and removed, and a larger
structure was erected south of the present Epis-
copal church.

When England took possession of Long Island

all the churches and church property was
turned over to I lie Church of England, and for
a time the Prctbj terians found themselves
without a place of worship. Krvk es were held
indifferent housesof the little fines:. Many of
the Irrbyterians became members of the Epis-
copal Church, which Is attended by their de-
scendants y. In 176.'. thirty-eig- years
after tho seizure of the church proiwrt). the
Presbyterians got together and erected a small
church building near the site of the present
structure In fulton ttreet. Here the Itev,
Abraham Keteltas preached until the breaking
out of the Revolution, when the place was ap-
propriated by the British soldiers, who used It
as a stable.

At the close of the war services wtre resumed
in the church and continued until 1803, when
the butldlug was destroyed by Are. In 1818 a
new church was put up and a regular pastor,
tbe first In 12.1 years, was Installed. The

Increased In 1844 the old church
became too small to accommodate the members,
and the present structure was built, and the old
church was movM and turned Into a parsonage.

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Latest financial Statement of the Ameri-

Justice Lawrence of the Supreme Court
granted nn attachment yesterday against the
property In this 8tat of Coffin A Btanton, lim-

ited, of London, the New York branch of which.
Coffin & Stanton, was placed In the hands of a
receiver by the United States Circuit Court on
Thursday, This attachment Is granted at the
Inttancoof the Martins Bank, limited, of Lon-

don, In an action brought to recover $12,500,
being the value of a draft made by Coffin A
Stanton, llml'ed, of London, on June 20 last,
payable to the order of the Martins Bank, lim-

ited, upon Coffin & Stanton of this city.
Justice Lawrence has granted a motion for ths

appointment of a receiver of $100,000 of bonds
of the City of Ironwood, Mich., which were In
the hands of the Arm of Coffin tt Stanton under
a contract for their purchase. These bonds
were Issued about a year ago by the city of Iron-woo- d,

and are known as six per cent, publla Im-

provement bonds. The firm of Collin & Btanton
agreed to purchase the bonds for $145,000.
Upon their delivery tho Arm paid $25,000, and
agreed to pay the balance of the purohase price
In Installments until the full amount was paid.
The city of Ironwood claims that nothing fur-

ther hot been paid by the brokers, and that the
balance of the purchase price Is still due.

Mayor Schleren of Brooklyn yesterday made
this statement in reference to the $148,000
worth of Gravtscnd bonds which the firm ob-

tained from John Y. McKanel

sralinc schooners Kelllz Deebkls and Columbia
returned from IlebrliiR Sea yesterday. The
Deehkts took 1,031 and the Columbia 40 seal
skins. The poor catch of the latter Is attributed
to the fact that she went too fur north, acting
on the advice of one of the patrol officers, who
asserted that they would find seals in the higher
latitude In enormous herds. Instead they
found very few. ami tho Indians freeli assert
that they wero sent on a wild goose chase for
thepurposonf jrhlntstho wlilta ttulers a better
chatioe.

The Indians ascribe the enormous catch of the
Ilrltlsh schooners lo thu RraumllnK of the United
Htates var rhlp Adams, went ashore
In a dense fog and was compelled to fire
several hundred signal shots from her big
guns before the Yotktown heard and came
to her assistance. The firing scared the
seals from the rookeries, and the schooners
that happened to be in tbe lclnlty reaped
harvest One Victoria schooner took 4.000 In
less than half a day. The Alaska Commercial
Company that has leased the islands did not
take anywhere tbe number that the contract
with the (lovernment calls for, and they are
threatening tu sue the Uovernmeut for heavy
damages.
