They quarrelled three weeka ago, and she left
htm and secured work In the family of cx.Judge
William F. Ilmwno at .1,005 Third avenue. Ho
called on her several times and urged her to re-

turn to htm, and each time she refused.
Lost night Oehmann called nt Mr. Hrownc'a

house, and Annie opened tho door In nnswer to
tho bell. Oehmann again urged her to return to
him. and told her thnt ho still rctntned their
rooms In 164th street, near Thin! avenue, to
which they had remoted Just before they sepa-
rated, Mie refused to lite with him. but was
persuaded to admit him lo a room back of Mr.
llrow nc's office, on tho ground floor.

There Oehmann driv n retoltcr nnd fired nt
her. She threw up her arm to sate her head
nnd the bullet passed threw her wrist. n

fired agnln and tho bullet struck Annie In
the left brenst. It took nn upvtnnl cnursn and
the wound Is nut dniigr rnus.

Or liiunnn thought It was. andltnrned the re-
volver on himself. He fired nt his leftside nnd
fell to the floor iinionstlous! Sergeant McCar-
thy nnd three policemen heard the pistol shots
and the screams of the injured woman and
rushed to the Mene. A hurry mil brought Dr.
Osw nld from Harlem Hospital In an ambulant e.

His illness was mslnlv caused by his old trou-
ble, heart disease. Intensified by the excitement
of his attempted murder and suicide.

The
complaint was made by Acting llrltish Consul-ficnir-

Fr.uer. Freshney ndmttted his guilt
and turned over the proceeds of his forgery.
He was taken to Ludlow street Jail to await ex-

tradition.
Frcshney was employed by Forster, Freres

After committing the forgery he sailed for
Hat re and took passage for this country under
the name of Charles Johnson on La Ilourgogne,
which arrived nn Sunday. United States Deputv
Marshal Ilcrnhard identified him. hut had failed
to procure a warrant for his arrest. Freshney
lumped Into a cab Hnd was drtt en rapid I) an at .
Deputy llernhard hailed the nearest tab with
Instructions to follow Krrshney. The latter ttus
drlt en lo the Hrnadway Central Hotel, where he
registered under his own name. After Deputy
Hernharrl had satisfied himself as to tho man s
destination, he returned and procured a war-
rant from the llrltish Consul. General. They
returned to the hotel, but Freshney was found
strolling on Ilroadway. He was arrested and
taken to Ludlow street jail.
