URITUARY.

Charles Francls Durston, the Warden of Sing
Sing Prison, died at 0:50 o'clock yesterday
morning. He contracted his fatal Hiness about
two weeks ago while he was stiperintending the
removal of some old bulldings on the priscn
grounds,  Hisslekness flest appeared In the form
of malarial fever, but soon developed into ma-
lignant typhold. He was born in England Afiy-
four years ago, and came to this country when
alad, He began his education In the old Au-
burn  Academy. Auburn, N. Y. He was
admitted to the bar in 1862, and prace
tised in Auburn for many years. He became
the leader of the Hill wing of the Democracy in
thatdistrict.
