Peter Re Lacy, who used to lie the king of the

pool room keepers In this city, but who has been
practically frozen out by the enforcement of the
Ives law, which prohibits the making of be(s
upon races except at the race tracks, has come
out In an open letter In favor of the proposed
amendment to tho Constitution which will make
it Illegal to carry on any kind of gambling any
where in this State.

"Among those who condemn the proposed
amendment," ho says, "are John A. Morris,
Michael F. Uwyer, Phil Dwyer, James R. Keene,
James Galway, and August Belmont All these
persons are members and beneficiaries of the
race track trust, a 'combine' almost as profit-
able and quite a greedy as any other in the
State All but one of them are heavy bettors
and enjoy advantages by which they are en-

abled to be often heavy winners as well.
Their opposition, lie says. Is based upon the

assumption that if betting on races were stopped,
tho attendance at race tracks would dwindle to
nothing, tho tracks would be closed, and the
stock farms would be abandoned. This, Mr, De
Lacy says. Is a false pretence.

" Mr. Relmont says," he continues, " that bet-
ting on races ' Is a vice of a very small portion of
our community,' and that the betting man Ms
outnumbered more than twenty to one by tho

ir man at the rares llnwiln Iia
reconcile this statement with the plea that to
ston racing would close the tracks f

"Tho plain fact Is that the pools sold and the
books made on the races at the track form thegreater part of the large receipt of the trust,
and hence contribute the principal part of themoney realized by the members of tho trust."

He gives an Interesting compilation of the re-
ceipts from the five prlnclnal tracks.

This Income, he says, consists of $100 a day
each from seventy bookmakers! per centage on
mutual pools, $2,000; premiums over from odd
cents on mutual pools, $200: cash paid for tele-
graph privileges to pool rooms,
$1,100; programmes, $1,000; gate money, $10,-oo-

bar privilege, $500, and prhllego for sell-
ing fruits and other things. $:i00. This makes a
total of $28,100 a day, and for tho thirty days
each track Is open. $Ut)3,000, or for tho live
tracks $3,315,000 a season. There are other
chances, too, for some of these persons. The
Dwyers, for instante.be says, own one track
and hae largo interests In others, name their
own handlcapper, and aro thus enabled to llx
the weights to suit their own horses. Themoneys received from tho bookmakers, he
says, more than cover all expenses. He adds ;

"The Ives hill Is said to have cost the trust
$.150,000 for Its passage through the IjCglsln-latur- e.

The sole object of the bill was to com-
pel the bookmakers to yield to the greedy de-
mands of the trust, and to drive them to the
tracks.

"They are Indifferent to the fact that their
enormous gains are wrung from tho slaves of
the gambling passion; a lre worse than the
passion for drink, dragging thousands and lens
of thousands of men and women down to pov-
erty, suffering, and even death.

"Have not the race-trac- k owners, in their
greed for money, established separate betting
books and slates for women ? Are not the most
degrading scenes enacted around these stands?
Is ft an unusual sight to see women on the grand
stands, with their hands filled with bills, yell-
ing, cursing, and swearing at the Jockeys in a
clnso finish ?

" Can anything be conceived more vile than to
hold out Inducements to weak women, afflicted
with the gambling mania, to steal their hus-
band's money, set aside probably for the rent,
and to squander It on the raco track 7

" Yet these members of the Track Trust,
devotees of the national sport, and enthusiastic
advocates of the Improvement of the noble
thoroughbreds, are virtuously Indignant that
the law makers should propose to Interfere with
this vilest kind of gambling, and threaten to
close their tracks and abandon breeding unless
permitted bv law to amass large fortunes by
such methods.

"The new constitutional amendment would
remove from the State the disgraceful scandal
of accepting a bribe to legalize crime: put a stop
to the degradation of women, and the ruin of
men on the race track; deprive dishonest turf-
men of the power to swindle the public through
crooked races; prevent the Track Trust from
making hundreds of thousands of dollars out of
the gambling passion of the people: do away
with a corrupt law, which legalizes In one sjiot
an offence declared a felony In any other spot,
and make the turf an honor Instead of a re-
proach to the country. The amendment com-
mends Itself to the favor of the American peo-
ple and should be approved by their votes."

The agreement which the striking cloak-make- rs

propose that the manufacturers and
contractors shall sign as a condition to settling
the strike was said yesterday to be in the hands
of all the employers. About nine of the smaller
employers. It was said, have signed the agree-
ment, and their employees, numbering about
3,000 or 4,000, are to go back to work, but not
until Tuesday or Wednesday, as the Hebrew
holidays are In full swing at present.

The published report that the women's branch
of the Cloakmakers' Union had gone Into the

business was authoritatively
denied.

"We have other things to think of now be-

sides politics," said Miss Lizzie Mahoney, the
leader of the Kngllsh-speakln- g strikers.

A large meeting of the women's branch was
held yesterday afternoon. Miss Mahoney pre-
siding. It was reported that thennn-unlo- n girls
employed hy Meyer Jonassen & Co. had Joined
In the sympathetic strike.

Miss Mahoney wished it to be known, she
said, how many girls In the room earned $10 a
week, and directed all such to hold up their
hands. No hands wero held up.

" How many havo earned $U and $4 a week ?"
she asked.

About one-thi- of the girls present held up
their hands.

To Tiik Son reporter Miss Mahoney said that
It was a fart that starvation wages were driving
women to the streets every day.

" I am ready to stand by that statement," she
said. "I know of many Instances of honest
girls being driven n tho streets for a living. It
ran be proved. What is a girl to do earning $.'
or $4 a week If she lias to support her parents,
as she often has to do? There are many such
cases. If a girl who Is so circumstanced com-
plained to her employer, ho tells her she ought
to be glad to get enough to keep her from starv-
ing."

Miss Mahoney said that many girls who were
earning good wages had struck out of sympa-
thy, hue made the singular statement that she
was one of these, and that her employer had ad-
vised her to strike.' I want to say also." she said, that I saw
tho police pushing and shnvingthegtrls brutally
at Rutgers square. Some of the i hlldren had
to be pulled out almost from under the horses'
hoofs."

Joseph Rarondess was the authority for the
statement that the men who were under agree,
ment with Meyer Jonasson & Co. had gone on a
sympathetic strike. Ry doing so, he said, they
had forfeited $'--! a week which they had de-
posited under their agreement, and which they
were tn lose if they went out. Their wages wero
from $10 to $1H a week, and some of them
would lose the $'J a week for nine or ten months.
When the strike was over, he said, the union
would demand that this money be restored,

A mass meeting of the striking shlrtmakers
was held at New Irving Hall. A proposal from
tne employers to abate 10 per cent, of tho 60 per
cent, advance demanded vy the strikers was
submitted. Action is to tie taken on it

WH.KZSBAKRK. Pa., Oct, 13. In the mining

village of Wyoming, six miles from here, a
drunken Slav, Michael Paloski, began a quarrel
In a saloon and was ordered out. He went home
and procured a shotgun. On hjs way back he
passed the house of a man named David Ryan,
who was standtngoutalde with his wife and with
a young girl named Mzzle Lefotki and anotheryoung girl named Morse. Ryan stopped the
Slav and advised him fa return home. The ad-
vice enraged the man, and raising his gun he
shot Into the party.

The two girls and Mrs. Ryan received most of
the shots. Ryan also was hit. The two young
girls fell and Ryan and his wife staggered into
tho house. The shooting attracted a crowd ofperple. and one of their number, a young man
named John Jenkins, made an attempt to arrestl'aloikl, who fired with the remaining barrel of
bis gun. Jenkins fell mortally hurt with a
wound In his abdomen.

Two of paloskl's countrymen came to his as-
sistance and with revolvers covered a retreat to
a Slav boarding- - house. Here the men barri-
caded themselves in and defied the crowd.
While the crowd In the street were standing be-
fore the house one of the men deliberately fired,
and Michael SobeekLa fourteen-year-ol- d boy,
was shot through the head and fell dead. Ter.
rifled by this murderous work the crowd fled,
and the Slavs mads their escape to the open
country, Jenkins will die and the two girls are
In a dangerous condition. Mrs. Ryan la not so
seriously injured.

MASTS TORN OUT OF 'HER.

After a Coastlast Hleaaser Had Cllvea tke
TVreek tke Oo.hy the Tea Carrier Plac
Haey, from .'asms, Circled Aroamsl Her
Alt Nlaht, aaa Towed Her to This rort.

The British steamship Ping Busy, a bl tea
carrier from Japanese ports, brought Into tho
bay, early yesterday morning, the dismasted
Yankee schooner B. It. Woodslde, which got
caught In the West Indian twtrler that stirred
the waters along the Jersey coast on Wednesday
and Thursday, Tho Woodslde It k three-maste- r,

or tern, as nautical folk express It, and was
bound from Philadelphia lo Portland with a
cargo of coaL

Bhe was tacking tn shore, far off the Jersey
coast, when the cyclone came along. All sail,
except a shred of reefed canvas forward, was
taken In, and the schooner was headed Into the
blast. The seas lashed up by the hurricane
were, according to Capt. McKown, the schoon-
er's skipper, bigger than any combers he had
ever seen. They pounded heavily under tho
Woodslde's bluff bows and carried away the
bobstay. That loosened, tho jlbboomand bow-
sprit. Then the forestay gave way, and the fore-
mast snapped off close to the deck. The pitch-
ing of the vessel helped to loosen the main and
mlzzen masts, and they broke off and went
crashing by the board. The schooner fell Into
the trough of the sea. The wheel was smashed
by a falling spar, and the mate and one of the
men were Injured.

The three big sticks, with sail and rigging at-
tached, floated on the port side of the wreck,
held by the shrouds, until the Ping Buey sighted
the hulk. The mishap occurred on Thursday
morning, and three hours later a steamship,
bound from Philadelphia to Boston, passed the
Woodslde almost within hatling distance. The
schooner's skipper and her crew were huddled
near the after deck house, shouting and waving
their coats and hats. Cant. MoKown says he
saw the passengers and officers of the steamship
levelling glasses at his craft. He wonders: why
they puBed him.

On Thursday afternoon the Ping Suey hove In
sight. Tne schooner was then about eighty
miles st of Sandy Hook, rolling In
the trough of a heavy sen. Uor crew had rigged
tackle In place of the broken wheel to steady lliu
rudder and prevent the Beas from earning It
away.

At Mrst Capt. Davis of the Plng Suey thought
the dismantled coaster had been abandoned. As
the tea ship drew nearer he saw a scarann
standing near tho stump of the schooner's

waving the Yankee ensign, union
down, from a long stick. The steamship
stopped within a few hundred fret of the
wreck. Capt. Davis called for volunteers to
man a life boat. Second Officer J. R. Barter and
four men responded. Their boat was alongside
tho schooner an hour later. Capt. McKown
said that the Woodslde was seaworthy and that
he would not abandon her. He said he merely
wanted to be towed to New York, The lifeboat's
crew took a hawser from the schooner to the
Plng Suey, which started ahead when the
haw ser had been made fast. The lino snapped,
and the schooner fell Into the trough of tho sea
again. Tn o more lines were tried and they also
broke.
n Night had come on. and the wind from the
Sorthweat had Increased to a gale. The Plng
tuey'asklpner shouted that he would stand by
lhe mastless shooner through the darkness. A
Ight was set on tho stump of the schooner's

mlzzenmast, and the big ship circled around It
all night.

The schooner had drifted fifty miles to the
southeast by dawn. Then the sea and wind had
moderated somewhat, and the Plng Suey's
sailors, without Incurring much risk, passed a
steel hawser to the Woodslde. and with It they
brought her to tills port. Her men had hauled
oil her tangled rigging and broken spars aboard.
She anchored yesterday in (Jrave-en- d Ray.

While steaming through tho Indian Ocean on
Sept. 7, on her voyage hither, the Plng Suey
passed the Oerman steamship Erllnger stuck on a
coral mf of an island near Ceylon. The Captain,
rrew, and five passengers of tho Krllnger were
living in tents on the Island. The five passengers
made up a little Oerman band which had been
In Australia. They were taken aboard tb Ping
Suey and landed at Port Said. They paid their
passage by playing " Die Wacht am Rheln " for
several weeks.

Wreck la the Oairof Mexico.
One of the oldest American clippers, the Titan,

is drifting, a wreck, in the Gulf of Mexico. The
steamship Lampasas fetl In with her about S70
miles west of the Florida coast on Tuesday.
Her mlzzen mast and all topgallant masts were
gone, and her yards were adrift and her sails
flying In tatters from them.

The Lampasas's Captain, seeing signal lights
flying from the majn and foretopmast heads of
the Titan, indicating that she wanted "Imme-
diate assistance," ordered a boat lowered. Tho
ship had been abandoned. A bark near by
set the signals D. J. P.. meaning that the ship's
crew had left her, and were, presumably, aboard
the bark. Tho bark was then lowering a boat,
with the intention of boarding the wreck again.
The Lampasas proceeded.

The Titan was bound from Navassa to Car-
teret, N. J., with a cargo of guano. She doubt-
less got caught in tho cyclone that battend this
neighborhood on Wednesday while she was ap-
proaching tho Florida straits, through the fiiilf.
She was built in Krnnebunk. Me., ny J. Henry
Sears & Co.. In IHHll. She is a double-deck-

nnd measures 1,170 tons. Charles H.Allen Is
her skipper.

tody of the man would iss Into his hands, mi
that ho could lie srred at any time with a writ
of habeas corpus. Dodge said that ho had orders
to deport Howard on Wednesday, presumably
on the American liner Paris. Dodge promised
Mr. Piatt esterday that he would romo to the
city on Monday, mi that Mr. Piatt would havo
no trouble In serving him with any writ.

Saratoga, Oct. IS. Mr. Chauncey Kilmer

has formally transferred possession of his paper
mills plant at Rock City Falls, In this county, to
Its recent purchasers, but still has a personal
Interest ln.tho new organization, which has
adopted the name. "The Rock City Falls Paper
Company." Mr. and Mrs. Kilmer left hero to-

day for their home in New York. Refore taking
his departure Mr. Kilmer invited all of his em-
ployees to a farewell reception and presented to
each one a gold coin of generous denomination.
He had personally conducted these mills for the
long period of forty years. Some of the present
employees had been with him from the begin-
ning.
