Taestox, N, J., Oct, 18, —In the New Jersey
Preabyterian Synod to-day & commssion of fif-
teen laymen and minlsters reported on the com-
plaint of the Rev. Dr. Charles [). Haley over ths
action of the Newark Preabytery in adopting a
resolution implying that the Presbytery did not
belleve that a judicial decision of the General
Assembly was binding upon the Church. The
resolution was incldental to discussion of fea-
tures of the Briggs rase. The Commission
unanimounly sustalned the Haley complaint, so
far as it refers to Newark Preshytery’s inform-
ing its members that Genernl Assembls's
judicial decislons are binding npon the Church,
“unlessa and until reversed by s subsequent
Amembly.” The Commission held that the
wards quoted ought not to have been adopted by
the Preshytery, as an Assembly cannot reverse
s judicial decislon of & previous Assembly, all
Jurisdiction ceasing with the dissolving of the
Assembly which tries the case.
