Bom of the most eminent of the medical
practitioner of New York, with tome distin-
guished visitors from Philadelphia, uaembled
in Bryant Park yesterday afternoon to assist at

ceremony not only new In New York, but
never beforv observed. It Is said. In the world.
It was to unveil and present to the city of New
York a bronze statne of the 1st Dr. J, Marlon
films, which Is said to be the first statue of a
member of the medical profession ever erected.

, The fine October day helped to make the occa
sion a bright one. Women were on the plat-

form and were numerous in the audience.
Others remained In their carriages along the
Forty-secon- d street side of the park. The doc
tors afforded their patients among the spectators
various examples In the matter of protection
from the elements. Dr. Bhrady and Dr. Munde,
who made speeches, wore fall overcoats and
derby hi. Borne of tho elder physicians were
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clad In great driving cloaks, while others wore
no topcoat at all, and some had on white waist-
coats.

The statue stands on a huge granite pedestal
on the n side of the park, about half way
to the Croton reservoir, and face the corner of
Forty-secon- d street and Blxth avenue. The
ceremony of yesterday drew several hundred
people to the spot, who, upon arrival, found the
statue hidden by a huge American flag. About
it wore rows of park benches, which faced a
speakers' stand built some distance away. Upon
this stand were, among others. Dr. D. B. St. John
Itoosa, President of the Academy of Medicine;
Dr. II. Marion Rims, son of Dr. Sims; Park Com-
missioner A. B. Tsppen, Dr. A. B. Jacobl.

of honor. It was proper tn this case that theprofession Itself should take the lead in com.memoratlng such a man aalt had dene. The

Tho fund of nearly 310,000 raised for the
Sims statue was completed nearly ten years
ago. hut there was great difficulty In securing a
satisfactory model In a competition among local
sculptors, and nut until lHU'J was the accepted
static made by the sculptor Von Miller of
Munich. It Is of bronze, herolo size, and stands
upon a granite pedestal twice a man's height.
Dr. Bhrady said yesterday that the statue pre-
sented an excellent likeness of Dr. Blms. It
represents him In a frock coat, buttoned, and an
overcoat thrown back. Therlghtarm ts crooked
at the elbow and extends across tbe chest. The
left hand. In natural position at the side, holds
a manuscript mil. The hair is thrown up from
thebmad brow, and the brad Is slightly In-

clined forward and to the right. An open rolling
collar reveals a firm-se- t neck.

On tho front of the pedestal Is tho Inscription

J. Marlon Sims, M. D., LI.. D. Born In South
Carolina, IH1M. Died In New York city 1883.
Burgeon and Philanthropist. Founder of tho
Woman's Hospital. State of New York. His
brilliant achievements carried the fame of
American surgery throughout the civilized
world. In recognition of his services In the cause
of science and mankind he received the highest
honors in the gift of his countrymen and deco-
rations from the Governments of France, Portu-
gal.

The bronze bust of Beethoven, which was won
by the United German (J lee Clubs of Brooklyn
at the great Heventeenth National Saengerfest,
held in this rlty last June, was unveiled yester-
day In Prospect Park. It rests on a ten-fo-

granite pedestal in the flower garden, near the
bust oPTom Moore. Preceding the exercises in
the park, the Qerman singing societies, Bcliuet-se-n

corps. Turners, and other societies, to the
number of forty or more. Joined In a parade.whlch
has never been surpassed by any similar demon-

stration In that city. Peter Bertsch, the grand
marshal, the assistant marshal, and the aids
were all mounted, and if massed together they
would have formed a splendid cavalry battalion.
The procession was reviewed by Mayor Schleren
and the Members of the Hoard of Aldermen,
while passing across the square In front of the
City Hall. On reaching the Bower garden in
the park. In and around which several thousand
s Dec Utors stood, the societies Joined in singing
Beethoven's song, "Die lllmmel Iluhmen."
The bust was unveiled by William Lang. Chair-
man of the Muslo Committee, and J, K. Hanger
made the presentation speech.

If It be true that German vocalists enthused
the American people to song and music, then
we might weir be satisfied with the result. It
was an American lady, who, only a few weeks
since, was chosen to take an important part in
the Wagner plays at Bayreuth. In one-o- f the
most famous art Institutes of Europe. The success
of that performance waa a pronounced one.
And if we have not as jet produced a Beetho-
ven among our home talent, the compositions
of our masters have, nevertheless, been favor-
ably received, even where once stood the cradle
of Beethoven.

As Brooklynltes. especially, we mar look
with Just pride upon two of our fellow citizens,
whose compositions have been appreciated far
beyond the limits of our country, and I trust
that I do not violate the rules of etiquette by
referring to Dudley Buck and Harry KoweShel-le- y.

May we soon be able to place alongside of
Beethoven's bust that of an Amercan composer,
thereby honoring our Uerman-America- n vocal
ists and glorlf ylngour beloved city and country."

In accepting the butt on behalf of the city
Mayor Schleren said :

Evidently this country Is the land of progress.
Whatever Is Introduced here, the American
genius and native push and energy soon grasps,
and not only conquer, but generally excels In.
Bo It is with music. To me It seenis but a

few years since Theodore Thomas
first organized bis famous orchestra and com-
menced ta Introduce classical a well aa a higher
order of music. We know how well he suc-
ceeded, and how be educated tne publlo mind,I and bow popular became these concerts. Yes,
w owe a debt of gratitude to him for
tbe' cultivated taste which be created
lor good music, so that y the American
audience tt considered one of the meet critical In
tfc !!, aid art acd good jaiulo are uot

only highly appreciated, but generously patron-
ized. The best talent in tho world comes here,
and finds welcome and favor from our people.
The masses nowada) s demand and appreciate a
higher order of music. We realized It at the
concerts given In this park during the summer;
they were greatly enjoyed and appreciated by
the publlo because they were of a higher order
than heretofore given.

"The generous gift of your trophy to the city

In
which opinions diverged widely, the majority of
the Ministers have begun to lean toward the
ncceptanceof the Chancellor's policy, Tho semi-
official newspapers therefore express the hope
that the differences between the reactionary
Prussian Premier, Eulenburg, and the more lib-
eral Chancellor will bo removed at once. In
official circles, however, there is little confidence
that the hope will bo realized. Eulenburg ha
made such a decisive stand And has committed
himself so completely that, If thwarted, he
could not consistently keep his office. The

and Toryjournals seem confident that
Eulenburg and the reaction will triumph ulti-
mately. They believe that he will get Emperor
William' sanction to apply special repressive
laws to Prussia. Tho Tory Krtututlung, san-
guine of victory, makes this argument:

"If tho scope of the repressive legislation be
left to tho Individual States, why should not tbe
Prussian Landtag deal with tho Anarchist ques-
tion Independently of tho imperial Chancellor?"

The Hamburger .Viichrlcnftn, Bismarck's
mouthpiece, published on Thursday an article
evidently inspired from Varrln. Its argument
Is that the Chancellor, not being President of
the Prussian Council, could not nssutno the Ini-

tiative of Prussian legislation. The A"ordoVu(ie
AlXgtmcint Zrflung replied for Caprlvl yesterday,
quoting at length from Bismarck's speech tn
1873, when, as now, the Chancollor was not at
thehcad of the Prussian Council. Bismarck said
that tho Emperor must rely upon tho Chancellor
for the maintenance of constitutional relations
between Prussia and tho empire, that the Em-
peror could not nllnw the Prussian Ministry to
adopt n policy which would weaken the Chan-
cellor's authority, and that tho Prussian Council
must subordinate its policy to that of the Im-
perial Government.

The shifting front of tho National Liberals
and many Clericals, whose cooperation was ex-
pected by tho Coii'ervatlv os. Is one of the most
peculiar phones of present politics here. The
Kfllmiteht Ztitung. National Lllicrnt, Indicated
the chango of prngrnmme by declaring; "The
remedy lor tho revolutionary disease Is not to
be found In exceptional Ihws as to tho liberty of
tho press and public meeting. The law on tneso
subjects must not bo touched. Nothing Is needed
beyond changing thoso articles of the code
which treat or Incitement to murder and pillage
and hatred lietwcen classes, or. In general to tho
offences committed in tho spirit of tbe criminal
propaganda."

Other National Liberal organs have begun to
criticise tho Conservative programme as ex-
treme. An alliance with thu partisans of such
reactionary tendencies, they say. Is clearly Im-
possible

Dr. Llebcr, leader of the Clericals, announces
now that a largo portion of tho Clerical party
will adhere to tho Chancellor's moderate policy,
and he scoffs at the Conservative demands far
sev cro special laws. Everything Is pointing to
the defeat of tho Reactionists.
