The Com-
mittes of Seventy had declded that no speaker
shonld take up more than that length of time,
Carl Schurz stayed away and wrote & letter,
Only three minutes was required o resd the
letter,

The speakers foiind the tenominute gag rule a
linrd one, Some exceedod thele time, Others, per-
haps, might have hut for the very evident sentl-
timents of the audience on the matter, Throughs
out the performnnce the audience took & prom.
inent part. In fact, it was a moet disonderly
meeting, more than one of the speakers belng
obliged to stop because of the howly and yells
Just odiside. Firat the distirbance woull bhreak
out at ome door and then at shother, ns If &
crowil of disorderly persons were guing from
place 1o plare with the intention of disturbing
the meeting, The police seemed to make Hitle
effort to quell the outbreaks, Thspecior Willlams
wis in charge, and it wibs remarked that he kept
the crowd In the penr histes, Insteal of allowing
them to eome down into the rndinting passages,
as wasdone ot the ocension of the hig Hepabli-
can meeting last week, {(nce the awdience
shouted for the police to put an end 1o the dis-
turbance and hissed themn for thelre apathy. At
another time a speaker gadus] the disfavor of
Bin hearers and was allowed o procecd only
alter the intervention of Chaleman Laregue.

The hall was crowded tothe very doors when
Joseph Larocque arose and rapped for order,
which he didn’t get. William L. Strong, Charles
