Rabbi Herman Lustlg Is pastor of the congre-
gation Ueth Israel lllkor Cholem at Seventy-aecon- d

street and Lexington avenue. He owns
the five-stor- y flat house at 171 East Seventy-sevent- h

street. He lives in the second flat on
the west side with Ills wife, and lets the other
flats. On Monday night the police of tho East
Blity-sevent- h street station entered the flat un-

derneath Ills, and, armed with a warrant, ar-
rested the two young women who occupied ltoi
the charge, of keeping a disorderly house.

Rabbi Lustlg has been In a state of mind ever
since. At first he was Inclined to believe that
his tenants wero victims of malicious persecu-
tion by some person. He soon learned, however,
that two policemen In plain clothes had visited
the flat and secured sufficient evidence as to the
character of the place to enable them to get a
warrant.

The rabbi's disorderly tenants were probably
some of the women who were driven out of the
Tenderloin last spring. At that time, when tho
police were making frequent raids on the flats
In Thirty-eight- h and Thirty-nint- h streets, tho
occupants of many of them secured other flats
In hitherto respectable parts of the city by va-

rious misrepresentations.
About eight months ago a young man and wo-

man called on Rabbi Lustlg to hlra the first flat.
Tho man said he, was Louis Sillier, a travelling
salesman, and hn Introduced the woman as his
wife. He said they hod formerly occupied aflat
In Thirty-eight- h street, and he prod need a ref-
erence from the owner of the Hat there.

Itnbht Lutslg was satisfied. Shortly after
his tenants moved In nnother young
woman appeared, who. Sirs. Sillier aald
was her sister, SIlss llerthn Davis of Philadel-
phia. Tho first letter box In the vertlbuln then
bore, the names "L. Sillier" and " II. Davis."
Rabbi Lustlg's name was on tho box nlongslde.
The " travelling salesman" was awav a good
deal of thettme. Tho rabbi says that he never
saw or heard of anything out of the way about
the flat.

Capt. Strauss says that ho was Informed of
the character of the flat through an anonvmnus
complaint. Ho detailed Policemen Grlftln and
Kdward J. Looney to lnvestlgale It. Thev visit-
ed Sirs. SIHIcr'S flat on Wednesday evening last,
and had no trouble in securing the necessary
evidence. Sirs. Sillier went nut and got some
beer and charged them SI for It.

The women were arraigned In the Vorkvllle
Court yesterday morning. Sirs. Sillier was
plainly dressed In black with a gray astrakhan
cape and a Jaunty hat. The Davis woman was
also plainly dressed. Sirs. Stiller said she was a
cloak model, 22 rears old, and the Davis woman
described herself as 21 years old, of Philadel-
phia, and said at one time that she was a cigar
maker and again that she was a dressmaker.
Justice Sleadft was not satisfied with the evi-
dence against the Davis woman and discharged
her. Sirs. Stiller was held in S.'inn ball for ex-
amination this morning. Roth women pleaded
not guilty and did not seem especially concerned
over their arrest.

Capt. Strauss, in speaking of the case yester-
day, said: "It Is rather embarrassing for Sir.
Lustlg, but any property owner Is liable to bavo
a similar experience In these times. These per-
sons get Into respectable houses nowadays."
