Tioctor Mignsl, Prussian Finance Minlster,
has been appointed President of the Council
and to Prince von Hohenlohen-Shilllngsfurst,
Governor of Alsace-Loraine, lias been offered
the Chancellormhip.

Hefore offering the ('hmenllnnhlp to Prince
Hohenlohe, Emperor Willlam eonsulted with
the envoys froth Bavaris, Wartemberg, Saxony,
and Baden. 1t ls reported that Prinee Hohen-
fohe declined the offies, owing to his age. The
Emperor has summoned Gen, Connt Walderses,
the politioal soldier who wis consplenous o the
final intrigne seainst Blamarck, The general
{nfersnce is that be intends to make him Ca-
privi's aucoessor.

CHANCELLOR VON OAPRIVL.

Bhould Waldersea becoms Chancellor, the
offive of Prusslan Premier probabls would be
glven Lim shortly, and thus the division of the
two posts which was sffected at the time of the
Sgohool bill crisls would be ended. There is &
rumor that Gen, Bronsart von Schellendorf ls s
candlidats for ths Prussian Premleraship and the
Chancellorship. Elther of these Generals would
Le acceptable to the Conservatives, who have
bscomse totally estranged from the Government
under the Caprivi régime,

The |mmediate causs of Chancellor von Ca-
privi's resignation is not entirely clear. It s
known, however, that the differences belween
lim and Qount Botho su Eulenburg had grown
too sharp to be lgnored or compromised. Caprivi,
at first, was strongly opposed 1o severe steps
agsinst the Boclal Demoocrata and Anarchista,
wills Eunlenburg favored extreme mcasures.
Under pressure from the Emperor the Chan-
cellor s sajd to have ylelded several pointa early
in the week, but his master only got him inte
trouble with the Federal Minlsters, In whose
council he yesterday. Several Minis-
ters opposed his proposal that the Relchstag
ameni the penal code so as 1o deal more severely
with the Soclallsts, The Individual States, they
sald, should be left to leginlate within thelr own
vorders for the supprefslon of the Soelal Democ-
racy and Anarchy,

The Chancellor was squally embarrassed when
the question of financlal reforms was bhroached,
The envoys made several domands for changes
fn the Annnelnl relations of the States to the
empire, but the ("hancellor was manifestly out
of sympathy with all of them.

Caprivi I8 belioved to have besn crushed be-
tween e Emperor and the Federal envoys, not
going far enoukh to sult the former, and golng
too far tosuit the latter. The difficulties of his
powition were Increased, moreover, by the In-
trigies of Miguel and Eulenbuarg, who, for more
than s year, have spared no effort to diseredit
Lis policies and diminish his influence with the
Crown.

One of the Chancellor's last acts befores offer-
fng his resignntion was to notity the Relchs-
bank that the decroa prohibiting sdvances on
HRusalan stooks had been cancelled, sa no longer
neoessary on elther econowlo or politioal
grounds,

The Emperor had arranged to leave Porsdam
to-day 1o hant in the neighborbiood of Hlanken-
burg, bug he gave up the trip in view of the dis-
ruption of his Cabinet.

Loxpow, Ogt. 28.—The Central News cor-
respondent in Berlin sends this despalch con-
cerning Caprivi's reslgnation :

Connt von Caprivi resigned on the 234, but
ths Emperor ealled upon him and persuaded
him to reconsider his resignation.

THE COUNTY COUNCIL RESTRICTA
THE EMPIRE'S LICENAE,

Tte Promenades Barred to (he Demi-Monde
~A BLAsemme Withoant This Hestriction
Sranted to  the Alhambra-A Grent
Frayer Mecting Teld Noar By During
the Cennell's Measion All Loadon Ex.
elted Over the Decinton Betting on the
Slook Exchnnme—The Empire May Clone,

Loxpown, Oct. 28, —The fate of the Empire has
besn hanging In the balance today, and all
London has been fting the declalon in tip-
tos excltement mors eager than that on the eve
of & general election. The situstion becomes
almoat lndicrons when It In sxplained that the
momentous question at lssue was the fate of the

mpire Musio Hall at the hands of the London
gllmty Couneil, and not any of thegreat political
questions which threatened to smbrofl the nation.

The matter had, howover, developsd (nito &n
issue of the first publio Importame, for upon
the action of the Council depenasd the policy
of the world's metropolis toward the social
evil. This question, readers of Tix Sux know,
haa, during the past two weekas, bean paramnount
in London, Thars has been & marked clinnge
the lsat few days In the terrific struggle
which has been waged upon the very un-
pleasant, but very real, lmue in all publis
prints, and In most religious and publie meet-
Ingn of the metropolis the storm of mogry pro-
test which at first greeted the actlon of the
Licensing Committes of the County Council. in
refusing to allow the musio hall to continue on
fis present linea, has bronght about & reaction.

The atiscks upon the licensing body becam s
#0 bitter and threatening thnt they deteated thelr
own ahject. The full power of religlous bodles,
not only in London, but in sll England, hins been
brought to bear this week in defence of the
Couneil, and the agitation spread throughout
the country. Then the opposition took such de-
fiant tone that most of the members of the
O i1, when it bled to-day, were In such
an exmsporated statoe of mind that they wore
detormined to resent the attempted dictation at
any cost. The reault was the most Incousistent
action whioh could have been taken.,

Crowds thronged the Councll chamber and
the vieinity all day. The crush wae so great
that it became necessary Lo close the gntes
of Bt. James's Park, through which the
main entrance to the Coupcll chamber is
reacned. Nothing elso seomed 1o be dis
cussed on the streets. Even the business of the
Stook Fxchange was seriously interfered with,
and there was more bettlng on the result
between brokers than on Derby day. The cur.
rent odds were six to four In favor of the
Council's granting a license to the Empire with.
out restrictions,

The manager of the Emplre announced (n the
morning papers that the question whether the
theatre would be open to-night would be decided
after the declsion of the Councu was made
known, The debate in the Counoll lasted from
10 o'clock {n the morning until nearly & o'cloek,
One hundred and tenout of one hundred and
thirty-six members wore presont,

The question of renewing the lrense of the
Alinmbra, a rival music hall in the same square
as the Emplire, came fiest. This house presents
preciscly the same class of entertalnment, and
1t promenades are thronged nightly by mem-
bers of the demi-monde equally with the Em-
pire. In this point of view of morality it {s not
a whit superior to the other house. Two mem-
bers of the Councll emphasized this fact, and
maved Lo postpone the question of renewing the
Albambra's license until the case of the Empire
was decided. The Counecll refused, and slmost
uannimously voted to renew the Alhambra's
licenso without restrivtions,

The debate which followed on the Empire was
not sdifylng, aud it Is quite plain that resent-
ment agninst the t for what the
Connecll regarded as its bluffs and manufactured
agltation waos a more potent Influence than con-
slderations of morality, The Council finally
voled, 76 to 42, to uphold the restrictlons recom-
muended by (ts Licensing Committee, which the
manager of the Empire declared would compel
hilm to close the theatre.

A great prayer meeting was held all day in
Ft. Martin's Town Hall, elose by, where religions
leaders have hoen imploring Heaven to gulde
the conncil to a wise decislon. When the vote
wad made known, the mesting resembled o
politieal ratification more than a religlous
gathering.

Despite the threats of the management the
Emplire was open to-nlght, and it was crowded,
the deml-momnde being consplcuous as usual.
When the curtaln fell Manager Edwardes
stepped forward and, amid chewrs and groans,
anponnesd that, much as they regreited de-
priving poor people of thelr means of Hvellhood,
the directors had decided to close the place after
to-night, The general Impresaion ls, however,
that this is also part of the game of blufl,
