line of white water and mount tn the higher
level, The white water, of course, was made by
the higher level giving way at this point and
tumhling over in s little cascade into the ocean.,
1t was one of the most curfous nautionl things [
ever saw, though the explanation of It |s per-
fectly simple. The tremendous volume of water
from thw Urinoco back« up the sea water, and
the pressure from behind ralsea the level, until
the point is renched where the river must give
up she fight, and the highor water rolla grace-
fully over Into the ocean.

“*You see by the map how the northesst cors
nerof Venezaela juts out, like n warning finger
pointed toward Europe, nivl how the upper part
of Trinidad lles slmost at thie tip of Lhis Anger.
The distance betwsen Venezueln and Trinidea
there I3 not more than two or three miles, mond
this nfrrow clunnel is the northern entrance to
the Galf of Paria, 1t isdivided by soanll islands
fnto several parta, to which the olil Spanish
name of Boea, or mouth, still clings. One of
the chanasls is the Boca Girande, which s plain
