Getting Votes for Apportlonment,

It in & nice little scheme which some of the
Republican politiclans have devised to put
through the proposed constitutionsl amend-
ment in regard to apportionment.

The apportionment article is to be sub-
mitted to the voters, by iteelf.

In the thirty or more other amendmentas,
which are to be submitted together, there
are two which are exciting s good deal of
sllent but widespread opposition,

The racing people are very bitter against
the antl-gambling amendment.

Many corporations are striving to defeat
the amendment which allows & verdict of
more than $5,000 in negligenee cases result-
ing In death.

Here ls an opportunity for trading in votea
which unscrupulous Republican leaders
have long ago appreciated, but as to which,
of gourse, very little has been said. They
are prepared to drop and defeat the great
body of amendments, including the two
which we have mentioned, if they can only
procure the adoption of the apportlon-
ment measure and thus {osure Re-
publican ascendancy In the Btate for
voars to come. They will exchange Re-
publican votes against the omnium gather-
um lot of amendmenta, for Demoeratic votes
in favor of apportionment; and they expect
to fod many Democrats who care less about
the apportionment than they do about racing
or the proposed removal of the money limit
in suits for negligently eausing death.

We hope and belleve that these Repnb-
licans will be disappainted, and that there
fs not a single Democrat in the State who
will vote for the apportlonment schemo
under any circumstances whatever. But it
ia just as well to keep n keen eye on the
enemy and be prepared for him at his worst,

Calling Out the Reserves

Democrats, usually good eitizens, do not
shirk the first duty of patriotic electors,
that of voting on election day. The number
of stay-at-home Hepublicans, especially in
off years, so called, i larger than the num-
ber of stay-at-home Democrats, But until
& fow weeks ago it seemed as If the number
of stay-at-home Democrats this year, as
last, would be considerably in excess of the
previous record In New York. SBome were
disappointed at the fallures and errors of
the national Adminlstration; some were
dispirited by the cowardice and selflshness
of ita chief in falling to respond to the call of
the party in his own Btate, when he was not a
candidate for election. Bome Democrats
were dissatisfied with the local appolot-
meunts made by the Federal Adminlstration.
Bomes were tempornrily diverted from their
allegiance to Democraoy by the hard times,
others by the declining scale of wages since
March 1, 1808, others by lack of employ-
ment, others by the vagus notion that a
change in party rule would benefit them,
and others by the convistion that a political
party, which does not stand by Its pledges
and promises, forfelts thereby the support
of Its most sealous members.

The spontaneous and enthusinstic nomina-
tion, diffidently and reluctantly sccepted, of
Davip B. Hity for Governor not culy put
life and hope into the Democratio campaign
in the Empire State, but it forced into oves
shadowing prominence the suprems lssus of
majority rule in New York slections, here
after monsced by the proposed Heopublican
constitutional smendiwent on the subject of
apportionment.

The peeuline wording of the resolution with
which the Park Board haa decldad to asso
cinte a landrenpe architect with the Harlem
River Driveway doserves somie attention, It
4 s follows

Pesndoed, That Mr, Fienpseen Law OLseren s
Teeted and nvived (o sxamine and report (o thin Board
on the snhijeot of Tandscape architecture In connection
with the Wartem River Driveway.

This resolution was either framed out of
eomplete ignorance of what landseape archl
tecture or park making s, and of the trie
function of a landseape architect, or it s
devies of insincerity.

Does 1t mean honestly that this new
park whieh s to cost milllons is to be de-
slgned by a competent park muker, like
every other park which graces any eivilized
eity, and that Mr. OLMeTED Is asked to
furnish & plan for It, in which chse the
Invitation shonld have been n stealght-
forward  requiest  for  wich A plan ?
Or is it an ingenious Invitation to Mr.
OLMsTED to deliver r lecturs on landscape
architecture, and under eover of that to
fasten on the elty the Park Commission-
ers’ old plan of their own, which they have
made ita personal lssues to sustain againat all
Interests and desives of the public, and for
which they have thrown overboard all sem-
blanee of official olligation? 'The President
of the Park Department has already proved
bimsell capable of mnking n dishonest
statement in his report to the Mayor that
the Commission had only done certain pre-
liminary work upon the speedwny, when,
as on mntter of fuer, every finnl lne of Its
ronstEnetion was fixed and contracted for,
This invitation to Me, OrvsTeD looks miore
than anything else like a deviee to gain
time, wo that the destrnetion now  belng
wronght on the deivewny tract, in the name
of subservient engineers totally Ignorant
of park making. may be earvied to the polit
where It will e heyvond the power of &
Inndsenpw architect to alter,

Every dollar's worth of needless destrie-
tion with which the Park Board in its reck-
lessness s now indulging itself on the drive
way tract, or of construction which an ex-
pert. would not approve or justify, is so
much money put fnto the pockets of the Com-
missioners in the shape of gratification to
their craze to carry out this work on the
lines conceived in their original prejudice,
And every day of this outmge grows more
costly as it grows more offensive,

Has the Chamber of Commoerce Fore
feited Its Chartor 2

Wi have no hesitation in saying that a
more reckless and unworthy statement was
never before put forth to the public by men
elaiming to be lenders in publie sentiment,
than that just dssued by the so-called
specinl eommittes of the Chamber of Com-
meres on rapid transit. It boldly and de-
liherntely ignores the real issues, nnd puts
forth eajoling  mssurances  ealenlated 1o
misleand the taxpayers of this city
Into & vote of submission to a re-
sponsibility which they are not allowed
to comprehend, and a taxatlon possibly
ruinous in its extent and effect. These gen-
tlemen clainy intelligence, which sabjects
them to the imputation of knowing the
truth which lies eoncealed under their de-
Inding representations. It will not be a
matter of surprise that the important and
indefatignble Mr. OR fignres in a dunl ea-
pocity : first, ax the irrepressible moving
spirit of the Rapid Transit Commissioners,
and seonndly, as 4 memberof the committee
of the Chamber of Commeree endorsing his
official eonduct in the former inglorious role,

The seruples of these gentlemen are indl-
eated, among other things, by signing Mr,
Anraym 8, HEWITT'S name to the paper, al-
though he has been absent in Europe dur-
fog the entire period of our exposure of the
reprehiensible scheme in all {ts deformity
and nakedness. There may be equal ab-
sence of justifieation for the use of other
names appended to the document. A good
deal of bogus business Is done in these days,
We ean concelve of no greater hlow that the
clty could recelve than from the taxpayers'
voting a carte blunche of expenditure for this
project of an underground rallroad fraught,
as it s, with such unlimited consequences
of evil.

These gentlemen know that the first great
question involved in the niasure s the ex-

pediency of subjeeting the clty to a contenct |

abligation for an experiinental work of un-
known cost, beginning with fifey millions of
dollars as n starting polnt, and possibly as
much more in the finality, to be pushed for
ward regularly, step by step. They know
that the limit of the borrowing eapacity of
the city is fifvy-seven millions of dollars nt a
rate of valustions which should not be con-
tinued. They know that when this enor-
mous new burden Is put on the backs of the
taxpayers, with its cortainty ax to respon-
sibility and its uncertalnty as to amount,
no other lmportant munlelpal or commer-
clal improvement dependent on the city’s
credit can be undertaken. They know that
there ins boon n deliberate nttempt to mis-
lead the taxpayers by the representatives of
the Commissioners, who have nnserupilous-
ly proclaimed that the city is not to be made
responsible for elther principal or interest
of the amount to be expended for the rash
experiment, when in truth the city must
stand the full brunt of pecuniary accounta-
billty for all the consequences. The attempe
in to delude the taxpayers into the trap
of votlng away thelr rvights In order
that a few gentlemen may pasa the
rest of their lives in the enjoyment of
the emoluments and tho unlimited patron-
age which such & vote would make perpetu-
al under the extraordinary law creating
the Comminsion

The signers of the Chamber of Commerce
know perfectly well, also, that It s ntter
fuolhardiness to arrest all permanent im-
provements of regular municipal require
ment st this time, such as for docks
and wharves, to maintaln the cominer-
clal position of the city; the development
of the new parks, so necessary to the publio
health and the sultable recreation and coms-
fort of the populstion. They know we
need publie buillings of every charmoter,
frum a Clty Hall to adequate selioollionses
for the young whosre crowded out from that
physical and intellectual shelter.  They
kuow the demands nocrulig for water sip-
ply in the magnifleent reservaoirs and storage
places now under way and in econtempls
tion, and for the purchase of lund aloug the
walerways to guand the purity of the water
on which the health and lives of our people
depend, They Know that the water supply
nnd protestlon expense, nlthaugh without
limit, must add 1o the debt »0 as o
exclude further Uability tn the directlons
to which the egnstitutivoal Hmit applies
They know that in order o make sucoess
ful the schame of borrow which they

! called & mesting at the A
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derground railroad, interest must be pald
by the city on the bonds during the yoars of
construetion, and this will At ones add a
heary welght to our present severs bur
den of taxation. It the money s ol
talned it will only be on the faith
of the city being pledged to pay the
Interest, if the grantees of the fran-
chise do not. In the one ease, In addi-
tion to all the financial eminrrassments
which will be produeed, the city must st
once mdd to the tax levy to meot the Interest
requirenient as we have stated ; and in the
other It will be compellsd to pay principal
and interest to the bitter end, and to an ex-
tsnt which no one ean now aaleulate.

Knowing these things, Is there Inngunge
too severs in censure that ean be applicd to
the signers of the eertifieate of recommenida-
tion whieh does not fuenish tothe taxpiyers
a word of enntionary explanntion in regard
to all these things ¥  We confess we cannot
think or write of the attitude which mon
claiming to be respectable have deliborataly
nastimed before the publie upon this ques-
tion, If suoh & manifesto as that just ls-
st were put forth by Tasamany Hall what
n shout of denunelation wonld go up
to the heaveus from the pharisees of the
Chamber of Commeree!  Theso gentlonon
know, too, that the sehoms would bo de
nouneed by them as simply infgnitons i
an attempt were made to put it in opera.
tlon Wy any other than their partiouinre
coterle, A scheme which, in addition to the
enormities to which we have reforred, cone
fers on the Comminsioners the right to give
w contract, Involving the unlimited expendi-
ture in question, and the right to operate
the franchise ot thelr own supreme will!
The farce of Inviting bids s to ba gone
throngh, but it secures no rightsto the low.
vst bidder. Ny an artfully contrived plan
the Commissloners and  their  lawyers,
englnvers, and estaldlishment of assistants
nre o e kept in office for life, practicnlly at
the piblic expense and withont limit as to
the amount to e expended. Taking the
project, together with  fts hivden-hoaded
evils, could anythiig be more urasping, wn-
fule, nujust, aned injorious to the taxpayers
of this city * Wao shall not dwell further
nupon the hurtful and hinteful details of the
schems. But we woulidd ask whether the
attempt to convert the Chamber of Com-
merce into a politleal elub, and to subject it
to the interested promoters of such wildeat
schemes does not involve o forfeiture of fts
charter !  And we would recommend
Meases, On & Co, to inquire cnrefully and
nnxionsly of the anonymous * highest legnl
authority," which they quote in their highly
respectabile  confidence  circular, on  this
point.

The Chamber of Commerce is an organi-
zation founded in the days of the royalists,
the fine old colonial Tory time when
Grorce 111 was King, in the year 1774,
It was chartered solely to promote the inter-
estys of commerce.  In their humble petition
to the King the suppliants for the privilege
presented for his Majesty's consideration,
among other things, the * numberless ben-
efits that have accrued to mankind from
commerce; that they are, In proportion to
thelr grenter or lesser application to it,
more or less opulent and patent in
all eountries.”  Therempon his  Majesty,
of  his  specinl  grace, certain  knowl-
edge, and mere motion, willed, ordained,
and  granted  to Jonx Cnveer  and
seventy-two associstes authority to be a
body publie snd corporate *'by the name
and style of The Chamber of Commeres in
the city of New York, in America:" “to
carry into executlon, encourage nnd pro-
mote by just and lawful ways and means,
stich measires as will tend to promote and
extend just and lawful commerce, na to pro-
vide for, ald, and assist at thelr diseretion,

stich  members of our corporation as
may be  hereafter reduced to  pov-
erty and  their widows and ehildren.”

Among others of the grantees there were
names of worthies associated with Jonx
Crrcen who subsequently beeame {denti-
fledd with the oity, through their descendants,
ns lenders in fes socinl and Intellectunl rela-
tons, such as PHILIP LIVINGSTON, BAMUEL
VERVLANCK, LAWRENCE CORTWRIGHT, JA-
coBts VAN Zaxpr, WiLLiam  NEILSOX,
Nuwnoras HorFrsmax, PETER and HEXRY
REMSEN, AvGUsTi's VAN Honxg, LEONARD
LisrEXAKD, and SAMUEL BAYann, Je. The
barriern of class distinction were not so
high or severs then as at the present period,
for there was avidently n strong admixture
of the common people as represented by such
names na PETER HASSENCLEVER, WILLIAM
STirrLE, aud the like, Jonx CRUGER had
lwen Mayor of the city under the colonial
Government. He appesrs to have been o
sturdy old Tory, for In the succesding spring,
when a tired and dusty rider came gallop-
Ing Into the city to announce that the first
blood of the Revolution had been shed at
Lexington, his nnme does not appear on the
roll of the patriotic Committes of One Hun-
dred organlzed in sympathy with the cause
thus conseernted. The city of New York
hidd then a population of 88,000

In 1754 the charter was revived under an
act of lucorporation from the Legislature of
the free State of New York., Some new
names figure ln the rovived charter, among
others that  of Joux Bracre  Joks
HLAGUE'S body lies mouldering in  the
ground, but, so far as the present Chamber of
Commerce I8 concerned, his soul isevidently
“marching on" in thelr company. Whas
ever the spirit of * blague" fully material-
feed more manifest than at the present time
in the persons and demonstrations of
certain of the present dominant mem-
bers of the Chamber of Commerce
in  this movement? The benevolent
abjeots of the Chamber have long been lout
sight of in the growlng pretenslons which
hiave culminated In thess sucerssors of the
good old days of real commerce, when mer-
chants were actual handlers of merchan-
dise, and pot mere cipherers of margins,
caleulations, and deals,

Now, what haa the pressnt Chamber done,
ar what [s It dolng, in practical efforts for
the city of New York, In a commercial point
of view, for the promotlon of the object of
its creation? For the last thirty years it
has been the groat struggle of supcessive
municlpal administrations to develop the
doek and wharl resources of the olty, so that
they may correspond with our commercial
position and requirements. The only body
which during all that period has done any-
thing of usefuluesa in that direction was
the * Citisens' Association,' unider the lead
of gaedd old PerEn Coorcine In 1567 he
rohanis' Ex-
change of all the commercial interests of
the vity to tuke intu consideration s general
system of lmprovement of the wharves and
plors of the city to meet the requirements
of that period and the future necessities of
cominercial progress. This meeting was
Iargely attended by ropresentative wen.
Mr. Coorgn followed It up by many well
considerad communications to the publie,
never losing sight of the lmportance of the
subject By the absorption of the borrowing
capacity for this underground scheme the
important work absolutely necessary io the
.S _—
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be arrentad and in final effect entirely ter
minaterl. The fine Improvement on the
North River from Canal street to Tenth
street, furnishing sucha grand avenns along
the dock front, shonld be extended from
the Battery to Beventy second strest.
