The
connty falrs may continue to have Lhelr horse
trots, and it Is possible that some other minor
meetings will be able to survive without betting,
but that the Buffale and Rochester clubs ean
continue to offer the large purses which for
yoars past have attracted the fastest horses in
the world to their tracks, [ do not balleve.
