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The Bame Thing Everywhere,

The shocking revelations of the LExow
sommittes have filled and embittered the
minds of New Yorkers In thelr preparstion
for the late election,

Yet thers was no LEXOW committee In the
Btate of New .Jersey, whieh has alected o
solid Republican delegation to Congress
Kight Republican Congreasmen will go to
Washington after the fourth of next March
from New Jorsey,. the Btate which alone of
all Northern constituencies remained Demo-
eratic throughout the eivil war.

COutaide of the metropolis there was no
LEsow committes In the State of New
York, but, exeepting the five Democrats
elected here by small majorities, New York
has chosen only Republicans for Congress.

There wan no LEXOW committes in Ohlo,
where four Demooratic Congressimen are
elected out of twenty.one, and where the
Biate goes Repnblican by 120,000,

There was no LEXOW committes in Pann-
sylvania, now under a Democratic Gov-
ernor, but which electaonly fonr Democratic
Congressmen out of twenty-sight, and
maken a new Hepublican Governor by a
majority of 200,000 or thereabonts,

There was no LEXxow committee in Ten-
nessee, which elects four Hepublicans to
Congress: or in Kentucky, which elects four
Hepublicans also; or in lows, which,
bavins eleven Congressmen to choose
in all. elected eleven Republicans; or
in Kansas, which elected seven Republi-
eans; or in Michigan, which, having one
more (bngressman to elect than lowa,
embraced Its opportunity by electing
one more Republican Congressman than
Jowa: or in Connecticut, whose four
Congressmen are alsouniformly Republican ;
or in Delaware, another Democratic State,
which takes {ts Congressmen at Large from
the Republican party: or in West Virginia,
which also for four Congressmen chose four
Republicans, including one for whose benefit
it rejected the Hon. WiLLian L. WiLsoy,
the father of the present dishonorable and
anti-Democratic Tariff bill, by & majority of
nearly 3.000. T

It is to be said of the LEXoW committes
that no legislative Investigation in New
York ever revealed such vices or achieved
{ts revelations with more impressive affect.
Nuvertheless, the political results in other
States, where the national issnes were in sole
control of the fleld, are practically the same
as [n the State and city of New York. Every-
where the Democratic rout is terrible, but
Lexow didn't do it.

The Wreck of Democracy.

To get at the primary canse of this coun-
try's revolutionary return to the dominion
of the Republicans, we must first look at
the part played in the election by the Popu-
lists. Populism is a mixtore of Socialism
and insanity. It is either hostile and repug-
nant to the spirit of this Democratic land, or
it ia forelgn to it. We have not reached
the intellectual or political degradation at

which Populism can prosper. How great s |

factor it luw been in producing the recent elec-
tion, will be seen from a study of national
politics as it Is revealed after leas than two
years' control by an Administration, which
has dealt to public confidence the blow of
repudinting the Demooratic principles it
stood for when elected, and of setting up
un-American and inflammatory Populistic
standards in their stead.

The Republicans have now swept back
into their fold all thelr recently wandering
Northern and Western States, with majori-
ties in some instances greater than ever, the
four Northern States, Indiana, Connecticut,
New York, and New Jersey, where, after the
war, the Democratic party finally rose in
strength sufficient to restore itsell to the
control of the Government, and in addition
the Bouthern States of Tennessee, Maryland,
and Delaware. This is the situation in 1804,
It is pot diMeunlt to seo the reason for it

In Nebraska, for example, the Democratio
party this year endured the unknown hu-
miliation of being no longer oue of the two
parties contesting for the control of the
State. The voters who desired to protect
the politics and the busineps of Nebrasks
from the disgrace and destructiveness of
Populism, and preserve the main ideas with
which, ax Democrats or Republicans in-
diseriminately, they had always been asso-
clated, found the Republicans to be the
party to which they must turm for suecor,
The Democratic citisens of Nebraska had
to join the Republican ranks. Thelr own
organizgation had been disbanded for the
benefit of the Populists, and there was no
other way of resisting Populism,

In Colorsdo the movement to eject the
Populist WaArre of the " bloody bridles"
was for the same reasons consolidased under
the Republican flag.

In Nevads the Hepublicans again were
left ax the sole defenders of the essential
aod clemontary ideas of American polities:
snd all Democrats who fought the Populists
had to wear & Republican bedge.

In North Dukots, where the Hepublicans
Nkewise presented their regular party froat,
the single Democrat on the Populist ticket
ouly served to exhibit more unmistakably
the rvpulsive character which had been
given to his own party. What Democrats
iuthese States were themselves confronted
with Democrats elsewhere from Maine to
Califoruis were forced o see and to blush
for, and to acknowledge o other onlookers,
a8 proof of thelr party's vitiation.

While these four States form the most

pleuous inst of the Democracy's
degrading alllance or pusillanimous sur-
render, they surmount & wass of evi-
dence to similar facts spread throughout
the country in Congress districts and in
canvasses for State Loglilatures.

party with his atrocious apology for the
erimes of Homestead and then prostituted it |
to the income tax plank of the Populist
platform. No man, whether President or
mere politician, and no party, whether
Demooratie or Republican, can trample un-
der foot the most vital sentiments of the
American  nation  without belng  over
whelmed by its weath,

In another respect the influence of Grover
CLEVELAND upon national politics has been
ns potent for the emasculation of his party
as his enltivation of Popalisin. A man with. |
out a party, like CLEVELAND, must be |
backed by a mob or be without following, |
and that mob must be mixed and uneertain,
and, if loyal to his capriciousness, which
neither recognizes nor understands party
allegiance, it must be Irresponsibie |
and necessarily offensive to the com- |
munity at large. The people in this conn-
try are governed by parties, and just as
their respect is great for the principle of
party polities, so is thelr aversion to sny
effort to displace it with the despotism of |
o personal conceit using power given to
it for other purposes. The CLEVELAND
idea affronts the universal Democratic prej-
udice. and the party associnting itself with
it must surely suffer after the first spasm
of coherency has passed away. While |
CLEVELAND Is at the head of the Democratic |
party, the general instinet tends toward
the organization which still holds high the |
spirit of Americanism, and that, nnlnr-f
tanately, is the Republican party.

In the same way, CLEVELAND has stam ped |
on all American feeling in his foreign
poliey. In this intensely partisan republie,
domestic partisanship has stopped st the
border with every Administration which has
ever governed it before. Our foreign rela-
tions show one general purpose to sustain,
to preserve, or, aa occasion arose, to extend
the interesta and the prestige of the United
States. The CLEVELANYD Administration
is the one exception which has suhjected
even the foreign Interests of America
to ita personal spite against ita politically
antagonistic predecessor and to its craze
for the sensational and fantastic. It
wasn't the actual hauling down of
the American flag in Hawail which made
the American public feel asbamed and
cheated and indignant and vengeful agninst
the party whose name had been made to
cover the deed: but the utterly ontrageons |
repudiation of fair play and honesty in deal-
ing with the struggling Hawailan Govern-
ment, rejoicing to see the flag raised, and
hoping to see it wave forever, and the in-
tolerable folly of sattempting to restore a
disgusting monarchy, So with Samoa, or

In mhort, the first effect of CLEVE-
LAND'S Administration has been to strip the
Demoeratic party of even the ssmblance of
upholding American institutions and Amer-
fean traditions and American pride, and to
force the national flag, at home ns well as
abroad, into the keeping of the Republicans,

This extraordinary transfer has been wit-
nessed once before. The Republicans first
became the sole keepers of the national
sentiment in 1861; and they held power
for twenty-five years aftorward.
