In additlon, every one who jolns
must pay an inftiation fes and duss, This
probably the only politieal pariy in the world
that requires anything of the kind, and it Is the
only party that is not desirous of Incrensing its
membership by enrolling every voter ft ean in.

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THE GOOD GOVERNMENT CLUDS,

The combined forces that attacked and beat
Tammany Hall last Tuesday wers led by the
Commities of Beventy. Thoy included the He-
publicans, the Good Government clubs, the
German-American Reform Union, the Indepen-
dent Countles or Htecklerites, the Latin Ameri-
oan Demooratio Unlon or Hot Tamales, the
Hiate or Grace Democracy and the Antl.-Tam-
many or Jimmy O'Brien Democracy. They are
meationed in the order of thelr palitical value
as ascertalned on election day. The returna
show ihat the last four organizations comblinel
polled less than 30,000 votes. The Committes
of Seventy did the nominating, and It held four
meslings. lts share in the campalgn in addition
to these acts wasthe ralaing and distributing of
mooey and the operation of a literary burean,
one object of which was to report dally the state

mind of several members of the committes.
committes spent all  ita  mopey
through the organizations named, and the Good
Government clubs got less than any of the
others. The work assigned to the organlzaticna,
exclusive of the Good Government clubs, was
the getting out of the voters.

ennnell; that the councll should be an nl visory
oy nnly. One reason for clipping the councll's
wings was the desire ta make It Impossitile far
any ¢luh ever to lose ity Individoal independence,

The halding of conventinne and the ranning
of candidates were not at first eontemplated,
Tha professed object was to secure better gov.
ernment for the city by forclng nld parties 1o
nomiinats men who came up to the standard of
excollence which the Giood Government lub
llea demanded, [t was believed that if s club

WHO IS THE OWNERY
Do These Mountaine of Conl BMelong te the
Miner or the Mins Owner

Hoxespare, FPa, Nov. 10.—-An interesting
question has been ralsed in the anthracite eoal
reglons which, If It is earried to proposed settlee
ment in the couris, will Involve the declsion of
some entirely now and Important pointa in the
righta of coal miners and coal mine owners,
Untll within recent years the percentage of
waste in the mining of merchantable conl was
supposed to be aboat 50 per cent. This waste
resulted In the plling up of the mountalns
of colllery refuse, o famlliar In the anthracite
reglons, known as culm. But the discovery was
made some years ago that these culm plles con-
tained alarge percentage of coal of small sizes
which could be recovered from the waste and
placed on the market ata price equal to thag
obtained for the then merchantable slzes. This
coal Is of three grades, buckwheat, bird s-eye,
and poa cosl. Many hundreds of thousands of
tons of these grades of coal have been recoveresd
in the different anthracite districts, and the de<
mand for them is now greater than the supply.
There are many scores of thess mountainas of
culm which hllvo not :’:lt been worked over,
