M'EANE JUROR THOMAN'S DEATH.

His Wirfe Magn e Never HMecovered From
the Siraln of the Trinl,

Hobert U, Thomas, who was one of the jnrom
when the ense of John Y. MeKane came up for
trial before the Brooklyn Court abonut a year
agn, dled at lis home, 202 Bouth Flmt street,
Willinmsburgh, early Wednesday morning, of
whint is supposed to linve heen the result of the
cluse conAnement necessitated by the telal and
the subsequent rendering of the venlict, He
was in his 35th year, The trinl lusted tweniy-
five days, and Mr, Thomas was completely pros-
teated afterwarnd,

The ultimate catse of his death was Bright's
disease, but he never koew a well day after the
trinl came to on end. 1o was was n sahipfolner,
in the employ of Thaddaus SBoott in Weat street,
thin city, but he had not been able to work
steadily for more than a year, The funeral took
place on Friday from his late residence. The
Interment was in Cypress Hills Cemeotery, and
Mr. 1'1-n5-p and two other MeKane jurorm accoms
panled the body 1o the grave,

Mra, Thomas, his widow, ssid sestorday:

“Sinrce the Meliane trinl my husband never
wns the same man,  \When he came home after
the verdict wan rendered nll of us notleed the
l'mt chango in him,  He had sged not only in
the expression of his face, but in his walk and
hin entire manner, My husbaod wies plways a
very redleent maa and talked but Higle of the
teiad, midd it was through a feiend we learned
that dnrim&lhr trinl he had vequired medieine
In order 1o kevn nr.

JURY VENALITY CHARGED.

The Trial Agatust the Teancasee Lynchers
to Me Postponed Summarily,

Muspiis, Nov. 11,—After being at work for s
week, the Criminal Court of Shelby county yes-
terday bl secnred eleven jurors to try the
murder cases of H. N, Smith and W. 8, Rich-
ardson, charged with leading the lynching party
that killed six negroes near Kerrville two
months ago, Now the work of the week lato
go for naught, for Lo-morrow, npon what seema
sufMclent grounds, the wvrosecuting attorney,
M. R. Patterson, will move for the discharge of
the entiro panel, as well as for the tem.
porary removal of Sheriff A, J. MeCarver,
whiose personal friendsiip for the accosed men
seems to linve led him into a remarkable conme
of procedure. Yosterday the Attorney Gieneral
moved for the discharge of one accepted jurer,
named Harris, on the groend that before belng
summoned e l'l{,lr belief fn the inno-
cenee of the defendants and lmd made thn
further nssertlon that Le would not conviet
white men for killlng a negro.

It develops to-day that this sssortion was
made within the knowledge of the deputy shor-
1 who snmmoned him, Neverthelesa the man
was suminoned, amd after going en the stand
He showed o dls-
coused If gullty.
ue to the hearing of the

rosecuting attorney that all o nunrl‘y nll of
Pha ) men summoned for jury service were
selected along the same line. It v s first ascers
talied that thes wers favorably inclined toward
the neoused b fore Ing summonod. An aM-
davit to this effect will e presented to the Court
in the morning, and the discharge of the entire
panel will be gaked.
