When the new school law of New Jersey
went into foree on the firek of last July the
management of the publio sehools passed from
the distriet system of thres trustees to Lhe
townahip system, with & Board of Kdueation of
nine members. This change caused & groat
deal of contention in Bergen county, but In no
pection waa the agitation mors exciting than In
Franklin townahlp, which has seven schools
with 701 ohildren of school age. Under the naw
law the taxpayers must provide free text booka
for the children, Including special books on
Rygiene and the effects of aleohol on the human
aystem. Fallure to carry out thess require-
ments deprives the delinguants of the Biate ap-
propriation, which ln Frankils township would
mean the entlre salary of the meagrely pald
corps of teachers, who recelve an average of
$20.89 per month.

The trustess under Lhs new law are James D.

DWELLERS IN THE TENEMENTS,

Fresideat Wilson sud Dr. Tracy on the
Denslty of Pepulation.

Preaidont Wilson of the Board of Health was
the first witness yesterday before the Tenement
House Commission. He sald that by the census
taken in 1868 It was found that 1,003,701 peo-
plo live In tenement houses, which was 65 68-100
per cent.; ln 1801 It was found that 1,225,411
lived In tenement houses, which was 40 41-100
per cent. of the entire population. These fig-
ures did not include those living In apartment
houses of the better claas, In 1803 the nom-
ber living in tenement houses was 1,942,771, or
about 70 46-100 of the entire population, There
were 030,707 tenement houses, and of these
2,340 were rear houses.

01514, and the death rate 18 73-100, With
A population of 68,1353 in 1800, the death rate
had decreased 1o 17 14-100.  The death rate in
the Eleventh and Thirteenth wards, which had
