BROOKLYN'S WATER BCANDAL.

Ry Declnlon of the (onrt of Appeals the
City Need Fay Ouly 85709,000,

The prolonged lilgation growing out of the
proposed purchase of the franchise and plant of
the Long Island Water Supply Company, which
was atarted by Willlam J. Gaynor in Brookiyn
durlng Mavor Chapin's second term, may now
be regarded as ended. Yesterday the Court of
Appeals handed down a decislon sustaining the
award of $370,000 which the Commlssion
determined was the price the city should pay
for the property.

Justice Pratt had set the award aside as inade-
quate, but the General Term had sustained it.
The company then took the case to the Court of
Appeals. Althodgh W. C. De Witt, counsel for
