The Russinn man of letters who writes
under the name of STEPNIAK (s generally
regarded not only as a trustworthy spokes-
man of the Nihilista, but ns singularly wall
informed about the ioterual condition of
the great northern emplre. It Iy, therefore,
with considerable interest that we find him
expressing in the new number of the North
merican Review the conviction that the
peace of Europe is not likely to be disturbed
by the change of rulers in Russia,

No clalm, Indeed, Is made by STEPXIAK to
the possession of mny esoteric knowledge
voncerning the prepossessions and inten-
tions of the new Cgar., For him, as for
everybody else, the young man suddenly
called upon to relgn over 110,000,000 hu-
man beings is an uoknown entity, o living
enigmn. Two reasons, however, are given
for belleving that, whatever may be the prl-
vate Inclinations of NicioLas 11, he will be
constrained by dynastic Interests of the
wravest kind to follow his father's example
and avold engaging in any aggressive war.
The reasons are that Russia’s finances wonld
Lo unable to bear the strain of a protracted
contest; and that, ns experience has
shown, the hostility of the edueated classes
to  the antoeratic systern  could not
be repressed amid the popular excite-
ment ¢ A by the exasperating deloys and
grievous losses incldent to war on n great
scale. Touching the Iatter poiut, we are
told that, when the news of the relterated
disasters bofore Plevna reached St. Peters-
burg, the city seemed on the eve of a revolu-
tion. In the streets, at public places and
gatherings, people reviled the Government
fn n way unheard of in Russla, and the
police pretended not to hear, not daring fur-
ther to provoke the populace by interference,
At such junctures no polles foree conld
ninke the people silent. They wonld speak
ot thelr mind, and in so doing they would
hiring to light a common bond of ideas and
aspirations which would prompt them to
mora declsive steps,

Vs regards Russin's military capacity,
HIEPNIAK Is disposed to think that on her
wwn soll, for defonsive purposes, she might
Lie nble to put into the feld, though some-
what slowly, an army equal to that of the
German empire.  But he insists that she
conld not muster oue-fourth as large a force
for a war of invasion, which is mueh more
expensive, and which alone can trouble the
{inagination of forelgn politiolans. A con-
olusive test of Hussin's fitness for an ng-
Kressive contest was fumished, he thinks,
by the last war with Turkey, usgainst
which power ALEXANDER 1L could send

only about 800,000 combatants.  Sinee
that time things have goone from
bl to worse in o tinancial way. The con-

tlusion is that the uew Caar cannot, unless
b loses bis mind, think of embarking on an
spgressive contest.

The Tyranny of Soclalism,

Mr. Epwanrp M, Suxpann lectured |n
Brooklyn  on Sunday evening  upon
“The Liberty of Law,'" and poluted out
that the principles of Sociallsm substitute
for it a distinctive tyranny, under which
no vestige of liberty remains.  “ Soolallsm,'”
wild Mr. Sueeann, “wonld order how each
man shinll work, how he shall lve, what

he shall do  nod  earn, nand  how
he shall  spend his  money.” The lib-
erty of law  now enjoved by soclety

“ives us lberty to eat, dress, and in gen-
eral live mocording to our conscience and
our interests, subject to such wholesome re-
straints as are necessary for the common
liberty mnd welfare'" Law protects every
man from the interference of all other men
in the enjoyment of his own. Tts purposs s
to guard the rights of the whole by com-
pelling every wman to respect the rights of
every other man.

All this Is true, and it was put very clearly
by Mr. SuerARDp; but forthwith he pro.
ceeded to exhibit the very socialistic splrit
against which be had inveighed, by assail-
ing a particular part of the communlity
simply because in thelr own lives they exer-
clse this liberty under the law enfoyed by all
the rest. Here isn what he said:

“We can better endure the ignoranics or even the
meanness of the comparatively few rich men who fall
to di thelr duty ta the community than to prevent by
taw wholesome freedom of sffort. We must punish
the rich who fall in thelr public duty by pablic scorn.”

Why has not a rich man as much right as
A poor man to " eat, labor, dress, aud in gen-
eral live according to his own conusclence
and interests,’” without the interference of
other people, ko long ns he obeys the lnws *
Why has he not as much right ns anybody
else 1o be *ignorant and mean’ in the man-
agement of his own money? Has he less -

erty than the rest of the community,
and  simply because he is rich is he
under an  obligation, peculiar to the

rich, to dispense his money in n way to
suit the commuunity rather than himself »
Because a man gets rich does he forfeit his
right to spend his money s he plenses, and
does the community acquire a moral right
to Interfere in his management of his
own which they do not possess  in
the case of men who are not richt
If n rich man has o duty to the com-
mnunity beeauses of his riches, which is
to be determived by the community, the
community has a corresponding right to
compel him to perform it, and consequently
his property becomes common and no longer
individual. That is the square Socialism
against which Mr. SUEFAND started out by
Invelghing.

The teuth s that duty to the community
is the same for all its members. 1t is toobey
the laws which protect the rights of each,
nnd which express the duty of the com-
munity toward the individunls com posing it.
Those luws secure all the citizens, rich and
poor, in the undisturbed possession of their
property, The community has no more
right to interfere In the use of a rich wan's
than n pour man's possessions. It has no
more business to have {ts say as to the dis-
position of the furtune of the greatest mil-
lionaire thao to cast * public seorn' on the
depositors In the savings banks. The prop-
erty of the one Is just as sacred under the
law as the property of the others, and there
s no duty to the community applylug to
one which does uot apply to all.

The duty of the Individusl in the use of
his own, within the restrictionsof the law
estabilished for the benefit of all, s & matter
of consclence which liea between him and
Gon, The community has no right to In-
trude into that sacred province. If onece
it arrogated to itself the function of settling
that question of consclence for the indi
vidual, all the rights of private property
would be destroyed, sud we should be under
the terrible tyranny of the Socialism de-
seribed by Mr. SHEPARD 50 nocurately

Hoke smith and the Five Tribes,

Secretary Hoke Ssiru, in his annunl re
port, does not fully sanction the exteaordi-
nary scheme of the Dawes Comlsslon for
abroguting the compacts entered futo with
the five clvilized tribes of Indisus; yot le
Lolsters it up to a certaln extent.

The DawEks Commission proposes to lm-
pair in two ways the Government's treativs
with these Indians. The first is that of
placing them under & Territoria! Govern-
weut, upon the theory that, although howe
rule was pledged to them, they have shown
that they cannot govern themnselves The
second in the destruction of their land sys
tem, on the plea that their lands were given
ta them under sn implisd trust to bold them
for the equal benefit of all, whereus o few
members of the tribes are allowed to fence
in and cultivate, or else use for grasing, a
large part of the tribal domains.

T'he Bevretary of the Interior protests Lhat
Lo “ would not take frow the ludians of the
five clvilized tribes one foot of land whick
belotigs to thew," yet he adds that * there
can be scarcely auy doubt thst the time has
about beeu resched when the United States
wust preservo law and order throughout
the lodiay Territory ; and if the right to de
this cannot e obtalned by sgreements with
the tribes, it must be voforced as & matier
of duty withous regerd 0 the wishes of
those who control lu the respective tribos '
This view ho bases ou the ruport of 1he
Dawes Commisslon sod un otier informa-
tion from the Indian Burcau

But the Governmont's right 1o preserve
law sud order in sny lawful way does not

sevii 10 be disputed by che tiles, as wo

understand the matter. On the conteary,
United States marshala ean go through the
Indian Territory, and If Congresa should
provide for the tribes a greater fores of
niarshals, there Is no reason Lo supposes that
the telbes woull object. Beerstary Byirn
woys that lie s not prepared to declare that
the Government needs o organies the five
triles ms a Territory, under the rales and
Inws governing other Terfitories, hut that
hie feela aure that the jurisdiction of United
States econrts onght to be extended over
the lndian Territory by placing the courts
thertln, Instead of in Arkansis aml Texus
e now.  Ho far an we have lenrned, no ob-
Jeotion has been mmde by the teibes to this
project.  One Federal conurt was established
In the Tndian Territory under the net of
March 1, 15580, and v has long been urged
that the nunber of its Judges should be in-
crensed and s Jurisdictlon extended. When
Juriuliction was given to the court in Fort
H=mith, Arkansas, to try residents of the
Iadlan Terrltory for offetives punishable by
death or imprisonment at hard Inbor, thers
wera few whites in that reglon.  Now thers
wre many whites, and on severnl acconnts
there mny be less reason for crossing the
bomier into Arkansas or Texas for the trial
ul offences

But, bé this as It may, the DAwes Com.
milsslon seems to have Lusied itself chiefly
with trylog to persnnde the five tribes to ac-
cept & Territorinl Government, and to sell
thelt surplus lnpds to the United States
Unguestionably it was directed to do this by
Congress, Imt its fallure to accomplish
vither purpose shonld not produce a ree-
ommendation to  resort to  fores, The
outrages of the COOK gang are seiad upon
to illusteate thie lawlesaness prevalling in
the Indian Territory, whorens the five tribes
inwist that a great partof the erime com.
plainied of s due to the fact that the United
Statex Government will not execute lts
pledge to expel fntruders, thus leaving the
country overrun with a large popnlation
for which the loeal (GGovernments ure not
responsibile

Mr. DAWES, who hns been a conapiouous
friend of the red men, s yer a pardonabile
pride in his panacea of severalty allotment,
which may prevent him from looking with-
ont prejudice at the condition of the Indian
Territory. The rejection of that remedy for
existing evils and also of his proposal to buy
surplis lands for  the Government, may
seem more  helvous in his eyes than it
does to others. Even Secretary HoORE
SMITH thmks the severalty allotment sys-
tem a most  gquestionable  resort, wher-
ever the Indisns have not  progressed
sufliciently to ntilize it, He believes, how-
ever, that if the lands of the flve triles
should be brought under an ordinary Terri-
torlnl Government, and allotted 1n sever-
nlty, n limit should be placed upon the

|, quantity that could be sold by each owner.

But the real difficulty Iy in enforciug sever-
alty allotment upon the tribes if they do
not want it, they having been expressly ex-
cepted from the operstion of the allotment
law, In conformity with existing trenties,

The guneer theory of the DAWEs Comnls-
wion is that sioee the offence of the fve
tribes s in not really holdiug their lands in
common, they wre Hable to be compelled to
hold them in severalty,  Perhops they can
show how they avoid certain taxes on their
people Ly using instead the proceeds de-
rived from the loases of thele common lands
under legislative grants, and can also give
facts in refutation of the DAwEs theory that
they cannot govern themselves, and that
they have forfeited the right 1o self-govern-
ment which has been pledged to them.

The truth seems to be that severalty
allotment wonld be a good thing for the
five tribes, aud also, perbiaps, o Territorial
Government, provided the Federal author.
ity should first exclude people who have no
right to live within the tribal domuains,
But we must not take from the Iudisus any
rights that belong to them: nor has it yet
been shown that Congress cannot provide
for the maintenance of lnw and order with-
out encroaching upon those rights,

Insurance Against Lightning,

Acconling to the editor of * Familiar Quo-
tutions," PUBLIUS SYHUS declares o Lis
Hibth maxim that it s in valu to look for a
defence agninst lghtoing, If old Pontics
had lived in New York in the last deende of
the nipetesnth century he might have modi-
fled this maxim =o ns to make it declare that
it Is in vain to look for a defence agninst
lightning in the standard New York lusur-
nnee policy.

The ordinary lightning elanse in the New
York standard reads thus:

“Lighining. It ls understood snd agreed that this
polley shall cover any direot loss or damage catissl by
lightning (meanimg theroby the commonly wevepted
e of the term Clightolng.' sad o no case (o Inelude
lows or damage by eycloue, tornade, or wind storeni),
not ¢ xossding the sum insured. nor the intorest of 1he
insured In the property, and subject in ail other re-
apects o thie termas sud conditions uf this policy,™

Mr. HENRY L, BEAKES wis the owner of
two barns which were situnted on his farm
about a mile from the city of Middletown,
in Orange connty, On a warm Suuday in
August a severe thunder storu visited that
locality, and both the barns were struck by
lightning. The barns and thelr contents
hand been insured by the Phenix Insurance
Company of Hartford, in s policy coutaln-
ing the lightuing clause which we have
guoted, Mr. BEAKES sued for his insurance,
clulming thav the barus aod everything in
them hwl been destroyed by lightaing. The
insurance company defended on the ground
that it was & violent wind storm, or tornado
ar oyclone, which effocted the destruetion,
and ot Hghtning st ull.

Upon the trial, It appeared that no eye
witnesses saw the barns when they wers
wetually belng demolished, and there wos
uo evidence thut fire bad been one of the
agencles of destruetion. The confllct in the
case  related chiefly to the question of
whether there were any indieations that a
thunderbolt had fallen, According to the
plaintiffs witnesses, there was miuch to
show that there had been a stroke of Hght-
ning which fell upon the barns, and that it
bad been immedintely succeeded by w high
wind.  According to the defendant's wit-
neases, Lhere weore uo traces of lghiniug,
but the wind whick followed wus unusually
high aud destructive ln its effects.

The Judge who tried the case nstreted
the jury that If the lightning wus the pri-
wary cause of the destruction they might
allow the defondant the whole of the loss,
sithough the wind cansed more damage.
e refused to lustruct them " that if light-
ning struck the bulldings, and did wome
damuge, and the wind came o and did the
main damage, the jury must strictly confine
their verdict to the actual damage done by
the lightuing. aud canvot give s verdiet for
the damuge done by the wind. "

The plaineff recovered & verdict for
#1,100, which was upbeld by the General
Terwi of the Bupreme Court, but has just
been reversed by the Court of Appeals st
Albany. lIn the opision of the latter tribu.
bal, ths trial judge erred iu allowing the
jury w give the plaioti® soythiog, except
for the damage actually done by the light-
Blhp, e distiuguished (uw tbe subseyuest

damage done by the wind to the baildings
in their weakensd condition. It matters
not that this weakened condition war due
to the effecta of the preceding thunderbolt,
nor does It make any difference that
the burden Impossd npon juries in such
canes |a onerotin.  The conteact of insnrance
must be enforesd sccording to ita terma
Here in what the Court of Appsals says on
this subijeet :

One thing Is made plain enough by the
Judieinl construction thus put upon the
Hghtuing elanse in policles of fusuranee, If
the Hghtning glause conlid be interpreted as
it was upon the teial in the Orange county
case, it would be of somoe value to the
policy holder, As interpreted by the Conrt
of Appeals it is practically valneless,

Bad Management of Trotting,

eredit continning over the Ameriean trot-
ting track while the Board of Review of the
National Trotting Association, the final
court of trotting sports, stands responsible
for two fnexcusable fnults,  Bome years ago
i frand was perpetrated by a group of driv-
ers %0 plain and wo outrageons that no sen-
timent or influence conld pirevent the expul-
wion for a time of one of the guilty partles,
Dax Mace, MACE lived in s time whén the
few leading drivers were in themselves
drawing cards. He drove horses for some
Impartant owners and was friendly  with
others.  He was o mnan to know un the
teack, mnd before very long e was  par-
doned and put back in his olid supreminey
ngnin, although the staln which hnd been
fustened on his  shoulders was theraby
necessarily transferred to the track itself.
Binee  then, another frand, as clear if
Dot s extensive, was proven against a
driver named Npeisox, and he was ex-
pelled, and it was hoped he would never
be seen again on any trotting  course
Inviting the public to its contests on the
pretence of insisting rigidly on the stand-
ards of honesty, But within a year NELsOS
hns been able to rally enough influence to
wet the pennlty of expulsfon taken off, and
now he {5 free to drive alongside of any
man without aspot on his name.

Yesterday's report of the transactions of
the Board of Heview reached o cnse of np-
parent fraud, involving Bupb DobLe, one of
the few remnlning members of the old gal
axy of drivers of the Mack era.
