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BEAUTIES OF THE EAST RIVER.

Tnwpiriting Views to Be Caught from thes |
Helghts Heyond Avenus A,

One catches Inspiriting views downward on |

| the East River from the heights beyond Avenue

A, betwesn Forty-ninth and Fifty-ninth sireets, [
and both upward and dowonward from other
helgtita boginning In the Sixties and extending
to Hell Gate, The elements that go to ennoble
anl diversify these views are the slze of (he
great estuary, flowlng, as (L does really, through
the heartof & great clty, since the clties on the
two banks are one In fact If not In name; the
ever-changing varioty of the water surface; the
dignity of the twin citles seen through o moag-
nifylng baze, compound of smoke and vapor,
and the inextinguishable splendor and Interest
of shipping.

The bluffs betwesn Forty-ninth and Fifty-
ninth stroets are easily approschable Inndwand,
and are for the moat part overhung by gardens
or by comfortable dwellings., The blufl breaks
Just at the northern edge of Fifty-nloth strect,
and from that point as one looks northward,
the clothes w-lrying in the rear of tenementa
just beyoiud seem o be Auttering smong the
masts of Lthe abipping below, while the vessels
look as though one might easily leap ubon the |
decks from the edgo of Lhe cliff. Northward |
one sees the raw, unkempt New York shore, with |
waorkmen busy preparing for the tima when it
shiall be edged and defined with continuons
wharves; the Long Island shore, even in wintor |
beautitied by depse trees, and the imovewent of
many vessels, oncoming or reireating. The length
of Hisckwell's Island, seeming within s stone's |
throw, oocuples the foreground, and the Lon
Island shore beyoml secms near from the hn»nf
in the continuity of the water surface. One has
