The toserved meat bieor before the fire some farina
moro closely resembles sawdust than anything-
else and to follow the repast some Paraguay
tea The number of plates iI five all of tin
Jnere are our fOrk to cut up tie meat each
man uses hits sheath knife Four tin cups and a
kettle complete dinner service To complete
the general effect there Is always an appearance
anti atrnosphern of dirt over both house and food
from which the most carelesa cottager in Enlland would shrink In blank dismay

It was In the shearing season when I maemy acquaintance with this ranch and
meal time came round It brought Into the house
the superintendent his assistant and two fore-
men

¬

fresh from the sheep yards They were
coated with dlt and grease from head to foot
anti their hands and clothes were plentifully
bespattered with blood lhlnlwaA luxury
they seldom Indulged In they down to
gnaw and tear at their food like 10 many wild
beasts and yet all these men hail more or Iless
been brought up among civilized surroundings
and hud simply degenerated Into their present
modo of life from force of long habit

The hauls working at the shearing were
1 rlnclpally Indians The knowledge these men
have of any kind of work except live stock Iis of
tho most limited description and the way they
thenr sheep would drive an Australian pquatter
out of his senses They first tie down be animal
anti then cut and slash It about aIf determined-
to tao off as much hide as wool In Patagonia
it 13 necessary to employ these men because
not enough Europeans can be found tu taco the
privations of life in the far south

I saw hlla dozen sheep men together In Oat
1lego had come to the settlement partly on
business and partly for the pleasures of society
With a dozen villagers they were seated at A
