Flan of Orgasization of the Americam

Gunrd,

The mdwisary council for the Introduction of
military «drill In the public schools of the clties
Of this State met at ¥ o'clock last night at the
Granil Central Palace to present and act upon
the report of ita Executlve Committes. (‘ome-
missioner of Edueation J. A. Goulden presided,
The mavisory council reported that at ita meet-
Ing on Dec, 22 it was resolved that the name of
the public schiool military organiration be known
a8 "The Awerican Gasrd,” sod that the unit of
military organization be s squad of eight and
the numerical streugth of & company besix
squads, properly ofMcered.

A school regiment shall consist of thres bag-
talions, numbered in the order of thelr forma-
tion, and made up of four companies each. I8
was also resolved that the new United States
army drill regulations be the tactical text book.

After these resolutions hsd been adopted by
the bady of the council, Col. H. I*, Butler read
thedraftof a LIl which it Is Intended to sub-
mit to the State Legialature. Thin bill provides
for the expenditure of $100,000, or s much of
It as will be necessary to equip every organisse
tion of the Americar Guard with military ao=

cotutrements, including books of instructio
catdet riflem, caps, and regimental insignia au
tield bhand instruments,

One section of the bill provides that the prop-
erty is to be lssued by the Chief of Drlnance
upots the arder of the Commander-in-0 hief
when the school principals make reaulsitions
for them, ‘The sccontrements are to remadn the
property of the Staste amd be acconnted for by
the school principain. The Commander-in-Chief
may reqguire security from the princlpal i1 he so
desires,

There was some discussion as to what a
shonld N'I.T'I!i:! a pupil to enrollment in _the

guard, but wis decjded that those of 11
years and upward wers entitled o become
metnbers,

The principals of the schools are, linwesver. to
prescribo the conditions ul)lm which the mom-
bersliip shall be permitted and retalned by the
pupils, The companies are to have cacli ong
Captain, one First Lieutenant, one Second
Lieutenant, one first sorgesnt, one gunrtsriins-
er sergeant, four sergennts, fonr corporals, &
drummer, & ffer, and twenly-eight privaies,
The company Hlimit {s ta be ity -six privates,
Tne sclhiool principals wors not omidtted in the
conferring of milltary titles, and such as oome
mand the battnlions are to be Known s " Comes
wanidanta™

Tor add a furthier military touch to the general
scheand, the organizations are to be auunnlly ine
spected by the Inspectordienernl of the State,
wlio is to pepert to the Commands=r-in-t " hief on
their condition sod eftlciency. When s pupil
leaves n school in whilch he has heen a member
of the Amerlcan Giuard. e 18 0 receive s
certfionts atating the time he has servesd and
thernnk he hell In the battalion.

The bill was renil by sections and approved
after a few changes, and it was resolved that (o
should be referred to the Legislative Committes
of the Hoard of Edncation and n committes of
ten of the Advisory Councll for presantation to
the Legisiature within two weeks. ['rincipal E.
W, Hoser reported that uniform Llouse and
