“1 Hike flowers," sald Mr. Goslington, ** but 1
don't know much about them; I suppose yon
might say 1 don't know anything. 1 bought, oh,
1should say n year or two ago, a package of
geranium seeds, Mrs. Goslinglon told me that
the way people raised geraniums waa by plant-
ing slips;: that when you planted seeds It took
much longer for them to grow; but 1 had
bought the seeds and so 1 planted them.

Ished and their powers merged in  anoilier
tribunal—the Suprems Court, Theso three
tribunals ara the Superior Court. established in
IR, the Court of Oyer and Terminer (for the
trial of criminal cases) colneldent in age with
the Buprame Court, ana the Court of Common
T'leas, which is the very vldest judicial tribunal
in the State, dating (te origin to 1646 in this
ell&. 1t wan url:lmllr called the Mayor's('ourt
and it corresponds with the County Court in
other parts of the Suate, " County Jidges'™ else.
where being Common Plens Judges here,

The Superior Court has long exercised aub-
stantially the same powers us the Supreme
Court, except In orimiusl uatters, and hence
the change provided by the Constitutlon,
whereby Superine Court Judges boconie Suprems
Court Judges, will bo o change in name and not
otherwine, Many of the Judges of the Superior
Court, too, have by special desighation, served
a2 Supreme Court Judges in the past, notahly
Judfol Heach mand Trusx. The former was re-
elected [n 180015 the latter was defoated for re-
Glection in 1864,

With the Julges of the Court of Commnn

Ylens, however, the case (n different, They

avenever had anything wo do with the business
of the Suprems Oourt, elrflurluitr-llun havin
been hrl. reparate and distinet. Afear Jan,
they wi lhlm:uluo supreme Court Jsﬁlgu for the
rest of thelr respective terms.

Much Stunding Herr,

Culifornia olive ol 1s #old by & few grocers in
Lhis city, but the larger part of the product is
cunsumed wost of the Mississlppl.,  The Califor-
uim olive crop cuts no  particular figure in the
prorerved ollve trade, though there has heen
talk of Callfornia olives these twenty years,
The climate of southern California fs well
suited to the olive tree, and so for that matter (s
tho climate of sonthern Georgin, The beautiful
{aland estate on the Georgln coast voted to the
HRevolutionary General, Greene, and now owneid
by Mr. Thomas Carnegle, has about three hun-
dred enormois olive troes, Their size astonishes
European olive growers that have hoard of
them. They are stii! bearing and oll is crudely
pressed from the fruit, though only for the use
of persons living on the pluntation,

The Califoruia olive vil is probably nnadulter-
ated, This bs not true of most of the imported
olive ail, The Hordeaux oil s & manipuiated
product, but much of the Itulian oll Is pare,
Public taste, however, prefers the Bordesux oil.
The pure Italian ofl hns o allght flavor of the
olive. and persons ncoustomed to the Hordeaux
oil dislike this, Cotzonseed oll is one of the adnl-
terants, but there is not so great an economy in
uring it ms is commonly supposed. Cottonsesd
oll has excellent gualities even for salad dress-
fng, and it s not cheaply produced. One impor-
tant reason for its use ns nn adolterant of olive ol]
is that it tends to prevent the joint prodoet from
lwnmln! rancid before a bottle can be con-
sumed, Pure olive oll cannot be purchused o
ail\ml'l.miv- by mimnll familles. because if bought
In considerable quantities, atd thersfore nt o
comparatively low price, it becomes rancid be-
fore It ean be consumed. Even a so-called ping
baitle is likely to spoll on the hands of persons
thnt use oll only in nixlermtion,

The French olive-oil mnkers are mdonts  at
adiiteration, while the best of the [talisn mak-
ers are vspecinlly skilled ju rrmltmin n pire ofl
of high quality.” At least three qualities ot ofl
are made from ench lot of olives, Some makers
content theniselyes with making two grades of
oll, nnd then sell the refuse to the makers of &
third grmale. Doubtless thls last is adulternted,
