. Wa notles with intersst that some of alr
contemporaries are adding to the varions
pletures, which habitunily (usteate w0
many daily newspapers, by printing in eol.
orsdesigns of a deseriptive, deamatie, and
aven queer and fonny charaeter,

Thesa colored pictures belong to the multl.
farious schemes which have been in
vogue for A few years past, AS & menns
of selling the newspapers which employ
them., These methods, we are happy to
say, nre now much less varied and extra pro
fessional than they wera not long ngo.
Wa no  longer see  journals  of repute
promoting their circulation by advertise-
ments of fishing tackle, pocket knives, per-
fumed soap and the like, to be delivered gra-
tinto purcharsers of the paper; amd it is but
rarely that we find one newspaper clubibing
with another, so ns to obtain subseribers for
both by the atteaction of redueed prices,
Indeed, thess colored pletures are almost
the last remainaof the widely extended mere-
tricions syatem of which we hre speaking.

We find no fault with any of our con-
temporaries who still make use of thess
wonderful devices, but we are encouraged
by their decline to think that thelr eMoncy
cannot be relied on much longer.

The best way to get n large cireularion for
A newspaper i to fill it with reading of
genuine Interest and real value: to mnke
it necessary that every one who wishes tn
be well informed respecting important oe-
carrences, should study that newspaper:
and to render it attractive in a literary
senise hy giving to it columns an intrinsic
character and an engngingintellectunl qual-
fty. Then the earientures, colored or not,
can be omitted without danger of loss.

The Last State of Lilluokalanl,

When the monarchy was overthrown in
Hawaii two years ago the Government
which snceovded it, then as now recognizel
by foreign powers, songht annexation to the
United States. The agreement drawn up
for that purpose treated with great ennsid-
eration the deposed Queen, making n most
liberal pecuniary provision for her.

Mr. CLEVELAND, however, withdrew that |
treaty from the Senate, and sought instead
to restore LILITOKALANI to her throne. The
attempt failed utterly: but while it was
going on, the Queen, whose hopes hind heen
excited by CLEVELAXD'S interference, still
further discredited herself Ly refusing to
agree to pardon her enemlies, preferring the
privilege of liehicaling them.

Let the Populists Be Gentle With

It is to be hoped that the Populist leaders
in Washington have not put pressure on
President CLEVELAND to quarrel with So-
licitor-General MAXWELL for promoting an
advance, on the calendar of the SBupreme
Court, of the income tax cases so that they
can be argned next month. MAxweLL did
only what hie should have dong.

The Populist party is fndebted to Mr,
CLEVELAND for its recent rapid strides to
power in Congress, but it shoull not push
its friend too far.

Escapes from the Sherif,

Two senautionnl escapes from prison,
closely following each other, were the occa-
sion of great public oxcitemfent in this town
LWENEY-0ne YOars nio,

On Nov, 10, 1873, Wirntas J. SHARKEY,
who had shot Ropent Dess and hued been
convietad of the erime of murder and was
under sentence of death by hanging by the |
Bherifl, was a prisoner in the Tombs in the
enstody of the Commissioners of Charitjes
and Correctlon. At that time it wis one of
the regulations of the City Prison that all
the female visitors should be furnished
with red cards, and all the male visit-

ors  with white cards. It is n  fact
thnt the manifestation of affection  or
olleginnee of women towarl those in

distress 4 much more constant, sincere, anid
heartfelt than is the friendship of men for
ench other wnnder similar ecirenmstances,
BIARKEY had been an active New York pol-
Itician, but in his imprisonment, after sen-
tence, the majority of his visitors were
women, and twao of those who ealled upon
him on Wednesday, Nov. 19, carried ped
cards. They ware Mrs. MART ALLEN, the
wife of one of SHARKEY'S friends, and Miss
JORDAN, his sweethenrt. Visiting honurs
nt the Tombs ceased at 2 o'clock in the
afternoon, a8 s the cuse now. It wnas
hetween the hours of 1 and 2 when
Mra.  ALLEN and Miss  Jounax called
to  sea SHARKEY, and showed to Dep-
uty Puiiees at the door their ved eards
of entrance, A few minntes liefora 2
o'clock, ns visitors were about to be dis-
missed, it was discovered that SHARKEY'S
cell in Murderers’ Row was vacant. Upon
a wooden shelf nt one side of it were a shav-
ing cup and razor recently used, SHARKEY
was gone.  Miss JORDAN was gone. Mrs,
ALLEN stood alone in the corridor, She
had no ticket. The explanation of
this was simple, SuARKEY, through the
counivance of his sweethenrt, had donnel
femaleattive. With a razor he had shavedl
off his blnck maustache, and, thus changed
in appearance, he had, under the garh of a
woman, passed out of the Tombs into lib-
erty, presenting Mrs. ALLEN'S red ticket as
he departed. The escape of SHAIKEY was
for a time a matter of public interest and
also of rigid official investigation. There
was A great outery against the Warden's
neglect, and the Commissionera of Chari-
ties and Correction adopted stringent rules
which have been in force ever kince to pre.
vent the escape of prisoners from the Tombs
or from other jails under she jurisdiction of
this department.

Notwithstanding the commotion eanised hy
the SHARKEY incident, on Sunday, Dec. 21,
1878, about n month later. Hexny W,
GESET, n well-known New York politiclin,
who had Been convieted inthe Conrt of Oyer
and Terminer on Dec. 19 of obtaining unler
false pretences the signature of the Miyor
of New York to a warrant, eseapmd fram thi
custody of the Sheriff while in charge of
two deputies, SHIELDS sl CAmiLL,  He was
to have heen arenigned for senience b |
fore Judge CHAKLES H, DANIELS on Monday, |
Dee. 22 Thore were no German- American
Reform Union deputies in those days, sud
hence escapes wers of  rare  oecnrrence.
GENET was taken to his home in Harlem on
Sunday evening to take lenve of the mem- |
bers of his family,  The deputies walted for
him in the parlor, GESET went up stairs,
He returned later, snd then CAMLL, the ns-
sistant depnty, went home, leaving SnigLos
incharge of the prisoper, They remalned
together for some time, ond GENET went up
stalrs a second time,  Harlom being in thoss
days i drowsy and semi-roeal locality, and
not the bustling section of town which it
now s, the deputy lay back 1o his chair
In GENECS parlor and nodded and dozed
aud then fell asleep: and GENET wsoaped.
I'he next moroing in conet, HARRY GENET
was missing  The Sherilf, MArruew T, |
Buessax, promptly offered s reward of
85,000 for his recapiure

This wscapw of GENEY, following clossly
upon the escape of SUARKEY, eaused great
public excitement and dissatisfaction. The
fear was then expressed that such evasions
of justice might become epldemiv,  The
publie demand for greater care aml wateh-
fulness on the part of public oMeers had lis
elfect when Judge DANIELS, onJan, 8, 1874,
heard the motion to punish Sherlf Buaes.

Radeliffe College and Harvard Uni-
versity,

The most interesting fenture of the veport
of the President of Harvard College for the
neademienl yenr 1893-91 s the account nf
the relntions established between Rodeliffe
College, intended  exclusively for women,
andd the unlversity anthorities. It has been
assumed hastily in some quarters that these
relations are identieal with those which
exist between a college at Oxford and the
university of which it forms a part.
matter of fact, they differ in three impor-
tant particulars,

A college st Oxford has absolute control
of Its propecty, and, so fur as discipline i
concerned, of the nndergraduates within its
walls, or on its hooks. There are lectures
given by university professors: bat the work
of instraction, s fur as it fsnot done by pri-
vate tutors, is performed almost exclisively
within the college by tenchers appoiuted hy
it and responsible to it alone. A college
may and usonlly does subject {8 under-
praduntes to examinations with which the
university has nothing to do: the examina-
tions at Balliol have been long noted for
their thoroughness. The only examinitions
which at Oxforil are conducted by the nui-
versity are those to pass which is indispen-
suble for the attaimment of n degree; they
ara familinely kunown as responsions, mol-
erntions, greats, mnd seeond schools, A el
lege nt Oxford has no power of conferring
degrees: this is exclusively the funetion of
the university,  On the other hand, the
hienil of every oollege hins o elose a connpe-
tion with the government of the univerairy
that e o ‘o8 by rotation the office of
Viee-Chancellor, and thus hecomes the resi-
dent hiead of the university,

Now let us mark wherein such an institn-
tion ditfers from  Rudeliffe College, the cor-
poration which has grown out of the Society
for the Colleginte Instraction of Women,
formerly known as the Harvard Annex. In
the fivst place, Radelitfe s anthorized by its

| eharter not omly to hold real estate and 1o

offer the opportunities of colleginte instrie-
tion to womien, but also to confor degrees, a
fupetion not pertainlng to an Oxford col-
lege. In the cose of Radeliffe, the power is
qualified by a proviso that no degres shall
be conferved except with the approval of
the President amil Fellows of Hurvard Col-
lege, given on sntistuctory evidence of such
qualification us is necepted for the same de-
gree when conferred by Horvard L niversity,
Hy the practieal sreangements sdopted in
pursinnee of this proviso, all the instene
tors and exnminers In Hadeliffe are Haore-
vaed teachers, designated by 1he Presiilont
wnl Fellows of Hurvard College, “Uhat is 1o
say, Hodelile, thongh noming!ly Possessing
the power of hestowing degrees, resembles
an Osford callego in exerpising wo enntral
over the exnminations Indispeasable fur the
nrtninment of degrees; bue it difers Lrom
bes Oxford annlogue In having absolntely
