THE CONDEMNED MEN.
Facts About the Leaders Who Have Been
Sentenced to Death,

The men sentenced to death were tried by
court martial on Jan. 14, All were accusel of
tresson, and Nowleln, Bertelmann, and Wilcox
of open rebeliion in addition. The latter threo
plonded guilty, while Gullck and HRickard
pleaded not guilty.

The teatimony in the trial developed tha fact
thiat the active rebels numbered only 210, Now-
leln was in chiof comnpmnmd, with Wieox umler
Liim, On Jon. 6 they met in the negeliborhood
of Bertelmnnn’s liouse.  Finaing at nightiall
thint the police had gathereid nu the hoase, Wil-
cox sent nosgtid of ten nrmed men with orders
to surround and eapturs the policemen. This
sogund was reénforved by two ot her squads, mak-
ing forty In all. Shots were exchangel with
the police, aud two of tho Iatter were Killed,

Nowlein was in command at Palolo. He had

sotne omibs and distelbmted thein among his
offlvers Tew of these thiug by hand gave the
frapression that the eebels Lad cannon, which
they hod not.

The fustlietive sense
Gf vropriety and conscloliisness of stuperiority
nnd greatness which hedged Washington was
nbsent in him. The test of groatness s the
wenrlng of the halo, It destroyed Nipoleon, it
rulned two-thieds of the Genernls in the war, it
has driven grent and 1ttlo politicians, from the
tommencement of our republic until now, into
obsoneity,  [ut Lincoln was never troubled as
to the size of his head. He nover overestlimated
nor underestimnted who he was, whot Le was,
nor what he represented,  He tiever forgot
where lie came from, and never lost  sight
of the fact that except by the accident of posi-
tion e was nelther better nor worse than those
who pliewl im in the Presidentinl chair, 1o
possesseil what no otber ruloe ever did, or., If e
