THE CONDEMNED MEN,

Facts About the Leaders Who Have Been
SMentenved 1o Death,

Thie men senteneed to death were tried by
court mwartinl on Jun. I8, All were accused of
treason, and Nowleln, Berteimann, and Wilcox
of open rebullion in addition.  The latter threo
plesded guilty, while Gullck and  Hickard
pleaded not guilly.

The testhimony In the trial developed the fact
that the nctive rebels numbered only 210, Now-
lein was in chiel commnnd, with Wilcox under
iim, On Jan. 6 they met In the neighiborhood
of Bertelmann's lionse.  Fluaing at nightinll
tlint the police had gathiered nt the houswe, Wil.
cox sent nsguuul of ten armed men with orders
to stirronnd and eaptnres the policemen. This
mipind was reinforeed by two other squmds, mak-
ing forty In all. Shots were exchangwl with
the polive, und two of the latter were killnd,

Nowleln was o command at Palolo. He had

aorne bombis nnd distelbnted them among his
oMoers, A few of these tlung by hand gave the
impression thut the cebols Lad cannon, which
thiey had not,  The revolt Iasted only & dny, and
wnved o usco through the ineapneity of the
I--mlrr! anel otk of diseipline in the men, The

nbout landing arms - Hickard assisted  gons
crnlly, Nowlvin was chief in the fleld. Gullek
was the =tatesman of the party. With their
help e drafied o now Constitulion, procluma-
tions of the restored monarchy and of marting
I, and winte forms of commissions for Cablnet
wnd other iMeers.
