The last and most important aeronautic voy-

UN INE PLAINN OF KANBAS,

A Munter's Fasll in the Midst of an Duor
mows Merd -Amariag Number of Sufn.

WILD REASTS WITiE PREJUDICES,
Panthern, and HBoars Seasltive
About Fur Overconts,

Bopaxrox, Fel, 12,.-"A bear or A& panther
ecan’t stand the sightof a wolfukinor & coon-
akin overcoat,” sald an aged hunter of Salllvan
ecounty, “nml Loth aleo dislike the looks of an
avercant mnde of bulfnlo skin, They become
enraged whoen they see s hunterstriding through
the woods with a fur coat on. They will start
for him the instant they get sight of him, and
unless e stops themn with w rifte ball or a charge
of buckshot they will invariably tackle him. A
waolf, or even a pack nf them, will nlways turn
tall and run away Trom o hunier that wears n
wolfskin cont, but they will chnve a man
whi wears n cont of any other kind of
fur, and will attack Lim If they get n clinnes,
In the winters early In the forties | hunted pan-
wivrs, wolves, and bears, Killing n deer once in a
while tor a change. When the wenther was bit-
ter cold [ wore a conn-skin overcoat uutil a pan-
ther rulned it and here {8 what is left of {."

Lifting the ild of an anclent basswood chest,
palnted red, the old woodsman brought out the
remnants of o fuded fur garmoent and leld them
out at arm's length, The tattered mass of fur
and hide looked an if it might bave been run
through s modern graln thresher, and the odor
of camphor in (it was strong.
