The diMcuities whici bave besn met in mak-
Ing thick plates treated with the process which
would cowe to the severe requlrements of the
Giovernment led to the investigation of a clinnge
in the way of troating armor. Belleving that by
exposing the plate toextremaly bigh tempeorature
for the lengih of tims required tn cafbonlse it,
and then to forge it down to a lessor thickness,
after which the process was to be applied, would
obyiate this trouble, the vew plate was manu-
fuctured as an experiment, The great plece of ar-
mor, before belog fired upon, was 15 feet long
by 8 feet O Inches wide, and welghed &3 tons,

The first shot was with a 10-<inek Carpenter
projectile, velocly of 1,850 feet per sucond, a
strikiog energy of 11003 foot tons, and powder
charge of 217 pounds brown prismatic. This
velucity was the highest required for acceptance
of Harvey plates, The penotration of theshot
was only six inches, and not the slightest crack
was developed in the srmor. The shell was
badly broken and rebounded in fragments. Not
o joint or bolt holding the piate was moved,

The second shiot was with & 500.pound Car-
renter projectile, backed by 295G pounds of
powder, developing a veloeity of 1,040 feet per
second and & striking energy of 11,400 tons.
Tho penetration was only wwo inches desper,
tlie sliell suffering nbout the snme as the other,
but tihe plate showed no break.

The third aod last shot with n Sterling pro-
jeetile. furced by the Imwenso charge of 420
pounds of powder, developing a wvelovity of
1,808 feet per second and a siriking energy of
20,850-fuot tone, was from a 12-dnch gun, the
projectile welghiing 800 pounds,

It was expected that this sbot would plerce
the armor, but it was not belioved that it would
varely get through the oaken backing support-
ing the plate. Ordinarily this projectile, with
stich a velocity and energy, would pess through
saventeen inclies of armor, every bit of backiog,
and probally enter soveral feet into the hank,

The new vinte, however, held the shot well nnd
harely wwed It Lo enter the . Capt.
Sampson, Chief of Ordnanes, who witnessad thie
tests, anid that tids shut wonuld hnve easily pen-
etrated twenty inclies of gteel, mud fully twenty-
