Mr. Livingston (Dem., Ga) enlisd srtention
to the unusunl nature saod terms of the item,
and warned the Houss that If It were adopted it
would form s precedent that would be as s flood-
guta for the expenditure of monoy by United
States oMoinls without divect responsibility, He
said the committes hnd endeavored to tind out
from tlie Attorney-tieneral Lhow much, if any,
of the motiey ws vxpended for the protection of
property not Iu the hands of receivers; how
much for the Hlinols Centeal, how much for the
Armours; and the Attorney-Gonetul did not

Wasmxnron, Feb, 22.- The report sccome-
panying the LI 1o pension the sueviving sol-
diers of the Indisn wars whinse nases are tot
now horsie on the pension rolls, nnd which wais
written by Mr. Tawney of Minnhesoth, contains
wome [ntercating statisties, 1o sliows thiat therw
#till rewain of the Seminole war of 1517 only
fNve survivors onld 120 widows; of the "La
Fovre" Tudinn war, which occurred aixty-sighit
years ago, thors remiin only 14 survivors nnil
107 wilows: of tho Sablne war of 1800 thers
remain only 291 survivors aid 155 widows;
of the Cayuse woar of 1847 there nre
Lt survivors snd 02 widows: of tho Texas
and Now Mexioo Indinn wars there sl survive
1,448 veterans and S50 widows; of the Cali-
fornin Indinn wars thore still survive 450 mud
20 wilows: of the Indian wars of Oregon and
Washiington, prive to 1804, thers still survive
