GIVERS OF POISONS,

Women Who Mave Become Famous as Mar.
dervers - Brinvilllers and Jonlsnx,

Loxpos, Feb. .—The trial of the woman aptly
called “the Antwerp Hrinvilliers" culminated
in the only posaible conclusion. Mme. Joniaux
was sentenced to death, being found gullty on
all counts, and if she escapes with her life and
the sentence be commuted to one of perpstual
imprisonment, it is only because the present
Kingof the Belgions never as yet has boen per-
sunded to ratify capital punishment with his
slgnnture, and practically Las abolished it

Helighim has of Inte years baen the theatrs of
severnl sensational poisoning casesof an equally
revolting nature, takiog loto considerntion the
rank and status of the accused, Count Visart
de Bocarmd, belonging to a noble family, pol-
soned his brother-in-lnw, nud died on the seaf-
fold, while the perpetrators of the Risk Allub
murder in 18587 and the Peltzer nssassination In
1688 aro still in the prison of Louvaln,

The birth and wntecedents of Mme, Joulaus
sesmed al first to be guarantees of lier inno-
eence, Tur slie wasg not only the wife of a high
Government offivial, but the daughiter of vien,
Abley, formerly alde-de-camp to King Leopold
I. Hawever, it I8 an ascerthloed fact that when
victms die of polson, the drug lias been gen-
erally administered by women, the motlve being
mostly an illiclt or thwarted love, and thelr
licief object to carry ont thelt murderons Inten-
tion as promptly as possible, Nor Is tlis form
of erime modern.  We can trace [t to the remote
periods of history, from the fair nud elegant
Gireck Marisintes, wlio, when slie got tired of her

repast, and conrving some dainty dish with a
knife, the binde ot whileh was polsoned on one
side unly, helpsid them to the fatal portion, and
saw thein die befaro the end of the fedst, while
the remuining guests escaped unharmed. Cloo-
patra, an artistic epleure, lightly dropped pol-
soned rose leaves inta tho wine-flled ctips of the
enemies ghe bad doomed, The secret of these
nncient poisons has not been transmitted 1o us,
It is only of the compounds used by Lueresia
Borgia that we have formoed some acourate Idea,
There in litle doubt thiut the beautiful Duclesy
of Forrnra omployed a while powder closely re.
sembling sugar, which was an arsenicnl prepor-
ation. 'The famans mygua tofana was only s varl-
ation or adulteration of the same drug,

In the muldle ages the female poisuners op-
oeraled on different systems, but always In a
ﬁrm'vl}ll nd elegant fashion.,  Catherine de
Muodivis sent desth In daluty perfumed gloves,
anud Disne do Mecldor In juicy golden ornnges,
In the seventeonth oentury, an epoch \\-ﬁ-n
polsons were fresly used, the{ woere eurrently
caliegii by tho cynical mnd fronical appelin.
