This was befors 11 o'clock. Up ta that houe
the police did not do muel more In tho way of
interfering with the purposes of the crowd than
tn keep it moving un, but soon after 11 o'clock,
when carrlages began to arrive, presumably
bringing members of the family and others who
had oMees to perform In connection with the
waodding  ceremony, It was discovered thag
the American cltizens who had  acquired
desirable view poluts swhore they conld peer
into the windows of the carringes while
the footmen wers opening the carriage
dovea, and poer nto the entrance of the house
while the arrivaly wore being admitted, would
not be moved on without the exertinn of nde-
gree of physical force. A largas force of re=
sorves und more gray-conted 'ark guardians
woere sent for, The tUantaln in charce enmiployed
the refnforcements with great skill and tact.
The whaole of Fifth avenus, begitning at the
southerly line of Sixty-seventh s !
way up o Hizty-clehih §tree. Was clenre® from
the stoop line of the houses to the curl line on
the park side, This, of courss, was nnt done
without much vocal amd soms physical reaists
ance an the part of the multituden, but that is
was done at all without theuse of the club and
revalvers speaks volumes for the forbearnnte of
thie police.

Then the situation, strategically, was as fol.
lows: OUn the residence side of Fifth avenue,
running the entirs length of the open space. &
faroe of pollce stood shoulder to shoulider on the
stoap Hne, protecting the guests from such plek-
pockets and agenta of the new juurnalism am
sneaked through the lines; on the opposite side
the gray coats formed a shoulder-to-shoulder
lino ut the street aurb, giving the sightseors the
full width of the sidewnlk from the park wall to
the street; st the north and south side of the
hollow square blue coals beld the crowd as
bay, leaving & narrow passage between the
end of this line and the weat curb for the
passage of guests, carriages, and other vehicles,
The crowds banked up agninst these lines crosss
ing the street unt/l those on the outer fringe
could ses nothing but the backs of the heads of
those in front, and then spread over on the side~
walk by the park, until that wide space was
packed from Bixty-sixth to Blxty-elghth street,
uncomfortably filled for a block or two above
and  below, and animated with the more
timid from the plaza to Elghtnth street,
with those who, fearing the crush of the
greater crowdd, were  content to watch the
carringes drive by, speculating wildly whether
the occupants were or were not guests. Nexd
the crowd burst over the park wall where the
ground s high and surrounded the photogd
raphers who had just taken positions there,

THE HURAMBLE FOR GOOD PLACES,

In the block in which is George Gould's re
dence there are only three other houses, Lwo of
therm still I the hands of the builders. The
wile steps and stoop of the vecupled house
wure packed withh people early. The alarmed
and amazed ocoupants of the houee locked and
bislted the front doors and the erowd penstrated
no further than the outer vestibule (the storm
doora not being closed), but In the une
finished louses the workimen converted
the Joyous festival Into a pretty profit by
permitting & number of persons to go upstaire
and find excellont box seats in the balconies and
upper windows, 1f the workmen had anticls
pated the degree of friendly interest luthe afe
falr—if they bad pervelved how much all the
world loves s lover-—those upper windows eould
Linve twen placed on sale with Mr. Tyson at &
greater profit. ;
