Second—=We bold that the power to control
and regulate & paper currency is Inseparabls
from the power to coln money, aud Lence that
all enrrency Intended to circulate as money
phould be lssued and Its volume controlled by
the ganeral Government ouly, and sbould be
Jegnl tender,

Third—=We are unalterably opposed to the
:uclﬂ the United States of Intorest-bearing

nds in time of peace, and derand the pay.
ment of all coln obligations of the United
Btates, as provided by existing lawa, in olther
gold or allver coln, at the option of the Govern-
ment, and not at the optlon of the creditor.

On this Issue we appeal from the dictation of
the money power to the intelllgence and patri-
btlam of the American people.

LIVE WASHINGION TOPICS

Yarlous Things of Interest In and About
the Natioaal Caplial,

Wasmixaron, March 5.~Frof. Hiake, elootri-
onl expert of the lighthonse service, has sub-
mitted & report to the Treasury Department
upon the recent experimonts made with tele-
pliones betwenn Sandy Hook aad the Scotiand
Lightship. These trials were conducted in Feb-
runry, and proved tliat the diffienities before en-
oountered in connecting lightships by telephone
with the shoro could le easily overcome, and &
good and relinble service maintained,

Vrof. Blake has submitted a report in which
hie declares that the systom Is aimost perfect
anil should be applied at once thronghout the
sarvice. Capt. Wilder, Secretary of the lloard,
who is now with the President, will examine
the report on hils return, and orders will begiven
to connect many of the Important lght-
alifps with the shore through the tele-
phone, It ia proposed by the lghthouse ser-
viee to hiave lghtships report all inooming
viossals as sonn as shghted, and thus inform
maritime exchianges several hours In advance
of the observers nt Sandy Hook, the Delaware
Hronkwater, and elsewlere of the arvival of
foreign Inward bound vessels, Theres is at pres-
ent no cable or teleplione service with llght-
ships,  Frequently, In winter, they cannot ha
communicated with for weeks, Ith a tele.
phione kysiem llnﬂr reports can be made and
valunbly informatlon obtained of vesaels near-
fng the coast which wish to be promptly re-
ported, Some of these light vessels are stationed
at lenst twenty miles off shore,

Capt. Malian's name will be presented to the
Secretary of the Navy for appointment as
chief naval intelligence officer, Capt. Maban
s now on his way to New York, In chiarge of the
eruiser Chicagno, and will probably arrive early
next week, Hisship will then be placed oot of
commission, and the oMeers will get [pave of
almence.
