His manbood relels
against the Sunday law. (s violation has no
terrors for him. He breaks it wilfully and de-
liberately, and he sees it broken all around him
by men who are honored in the community
for thelr respectability as well as thelr
piety. A8 If by cemmon cousent, the law
comes 1o Lo regarded ws a dead letter,
Why then is such » law retained ¥ While, on
the one hand, It does not prevent the sale of
liguors on Sunday - the only vbject for which it
could have been enacied it provokes on the
other illegnl selling: rncourages seorat drink-
ing: opens the doors to poltlical blackmall and
police extorlion; fuatera the baneful practice of
spying: condemuns thote engaged In a lawful
trady to outrageous persecution; and, lastly,
operates inequitably In that ity penuities fall
only on the poorer classes, while those who can
afford the luxury of «drioking In clubs, hoteln,
anil private mansions are left absolutely undis-
tarbed, "

The Mayor
nnd been asked to attend the meeting. hut in
vasns he coulda’t vome he was asked 10 express
hin opindon ¢f Sunday ooening. The letter,
which was written by Secrotary Hedges, wns as
Tollows:

“I'he Mayor instructs me to acknowledge the
recelpt of your letter of the 11th Inst. with en-
closipes, which he Lias read, snnd to state that it
will he imponsitile Tor him to attepd the mass
mesting you mention, owlng to the pressing de-
miands upon his tune, which likewise prevents
bim from writing, as you request, at this time,
Very respactiuliy, Jon K, HEiwige"™

This letter wasn't vead. Mr, Kempner sum-
marized iLns fuliows: * Mavor Strong hns writ-
ten, expressing his most sincere regrot at being

THE REY, DL RAINSFORD'S SPEECH,

I'r. Rulnsford could not speak fur several mo-
moenta after he was introduced. People stood
up all over the hall and cheered, The cheering
was renewed when e, Rainsford sajd:
