Reapixg, Pa, March 10.<As In all other
manafacturing townas, tho factory girvis of end-
Ing have lots of fun inserling little notes in
packnges or articles they manufacture and send
out to all parts of the world., The beat fun of
this kind Is anjoyed by the girla who work In
factories tnrning out articles used exclusively
by men. Hence hat factory girls receive pos-
nibly the Inrgest mail.

“1 bavo known at lenst & dozen girls who be-
eama tho wives of men who found thelr little
notes in the hats they bought' said the fors.
womnan of a hat factory. ‘' Several giria have
their sisters at work ot home making coples of
the following note:

“1 hope vou will be well pleassd with this hat, 1
hava tried to lne and teim 1t satisfactorily, If you
bave s few minutes' time to spare, and care to do I8
please write and tell mo how you llke your hat. Of
course, you must be a slngle man, as { am o alngle girl.
Lovera are scarce in this town.

“Tho girls alip the notes under the lining of
the hats, allowing just an end to stick out un-
der tho aweat band, A note so placed would

not he seen unless the sweat hand was turned
down, Of courso hundreds of hats aro aont out,
and posalbly the notes nre never seen, but very
many are found and answerad, ’I'Iwﬂflrll re-
celve anawers from allfover the United States,
princivally the West.

economy brought about Ly inferlor servios,

“Something must be done about that,” sald
Mra, Virgionla Cliandier Titeomb, the 'resident
of the union, vesterday, * or onr inusohold sys-
tem will be rulned. The only women of Inides
pendent  position to-day ars the bhouschold
eervants, Frequently they have more money to
epend than the ladies for whom they work, The
word women Is good enough, 1 use theword
Indies there for the purpose of intelligible dis-
tinction. I know three servants here who worked
In one family for & number of years, and now
the three girls llve logether ab case, In lusury
it might ba sald, In a houss of thelr own. Of
course, Lthelr youth Is gone, but they are not old,
and they aro at eane,

“] know another servant who in A compara-
tively few yoars saved 84,000, Contrast theso
Instances with the thousands of cases of those
girls who sew, whn goto work in factories and
shops, whose whole carnings are taken up by
rent and the expense of clothing and food, and
these girls do not half live, either; they are
pinchied and many times they aro hungry. They
certainly do not live well, while househiold ser-
vants livennd and have many presents."

The Natlonal Industrial Union desires to open
training schools in verious citles of the United
States whore servants anay be instructed In
household ditles and where Amerlcan girls par-
ticularly may be taught that domestic servics la
not degrading, and that it |s the individual, not
the sccupation, that marks the work,

“1 cannot umlerstand,” Mra, Titcomb saild,
*why we shounld be willing and apparently con-
tented to have our children cared for by persons
of a character differcut from what we want the
children o have and from thatof persons with
whom we want and expeet 1o have the children
associate, If the servants are of rough charac-
ter they must, to & greater or less extent, influ-
ence the children. Ladies of the great families
oconslder {t an honor to walt upon the chiliren
of royalty. Is thero any reason why Iadles
should not want those who attend thelr children
to be ladylike? lutelligence la always to be de-
pired, and Intelligent service in nny employment
is more vialuable than liaphazard service,

*Taobisin this, and so to attain our object,
pomething must be done by tho ladies them-
selves, not merely In an educntory way, but in
their own eonduet, The profession or cccupa-
tion of housebnld servant must be made un
honorable une and treated accordingly. Ameri-
ean girlsare born with self-respect, and they
revolt at anything menial. Dut why should
household service be regarded as menial, except
that It has been nilowed to become degraded ?

“ Nee the ditfference in the case of boys. The
son of the best gentlemun, so to speak, may go
ihto a store or factory and sweepont or clean
up, pollsh the gentleman’s lioots or do any Kl
af labor about the place, and it Is not consldered
degrading. That boy may becowe Prestdent,
and his early cmployment will vot wilitate
against him, Sometimes he bousts of 1. Some
men mako thess facts of thelr early life their
stock In teade, Why should sweeping oul the
house, the rooms of o fnmily’s home, 0f clenring
up the kitchen b lnoked upon us so inuch worse
for n givl than cleaning out an office s looked
upon foraboyr We lh! not alm Lo equlp women
for men's duties, nur to put them on an equality
witly men, as the plirase is used, but we do want
them to have, as women, an equal chanve with
thut enjoyed by men ns men,

“Nursing hns become fashilonnhle, (irls do
not now consider thems=clves ns guite up to date
unless they know something about vouking.
Wa want all houselivld service to Lo regaried
In the saine way by hoth the workers and the
employers: and it has got o be il the system ls
to be saved from rain.” =

The National Industrinl Unlon s cofiperative
in the broadest senme, Accurding to its theory
the beneflcinries uider ita operntion are Lot
those who are taught and those at whose diree-
tion the Instruction s given, and, of course,
eventually the housewives of the community in
general will bo gainers by the workings of the
union if the scheieof its promwoters are success-
tul in the fullest mensure.

13t the work of the union Is not restricted to
the education of servaunts, It nims 1o help all
women who ars obliged to sappart thumselves
by offering to thew aopportunities of Instruction
in whatever line of work they naturaliy may be
best fitted for. First, it secka those who desire

anthorities, The hest of the German and Sowr-
dinavian immigrants who want to do housshold
work aredesirod, 'The union does not wish to
be understood as oxeliding any one with gomd
recommendations, but the eutonic slement and
Its northern kKinave cspecinlly dosireil,

Hesides this work, the unlon purposes to ald
woinen of goud character, both youug and old,
to equip themselves for peif-AUpPOrting careers.
The various clinrel misstons have been invited
to senid Lo the unlon deserving women whom the
missions can recommend, The movement is
uot a reformatory one, aid work in the slums or
among Lthe erring ta not contemplinted. One of
the chief forces sctuating the unlon is the de-
sire to Jessen the number of those cilled toon in
the first place to facs the alteruntive of depriva-
tion or n dishonorable life. The unlou desjypna
to include in ite work those women of cultyred
1tfa whom the reverses of waterial conditions
have thrown upon thelr own resources. [f one

has e natuial uptitude for music or paintiog,
ehe may be taught in one of those nrts, und so
quality herself Lo be u teicher of them.

The work will begin in some coses with ehil-
dren, Thers are 1un Hreooklyn s=ix indusirinl
schinols for elilldren, but they are charitable in-
stitutions, T'le Notionsl Industrial Union is
not a charitnble organization. The chiaritablo
industrinl schools take boys and girls, but ean
only kerp them until the age of 12 or 138 years,
The children get te rudiments of un education,

ut are eqiidpped for nothing,  Tho design of the
unlon Is to instruct tho girls further in somn
lineof work which they van carry on, and by it
stupport thunscelves, Vhe Wea of furnistiing in-
struction in soime of tho nrts is an inheritance
the unlon received from o parenl organdzation,
ol which Mrs, Thicamb waos also Presidont, that
wios started in Drooklyn about ten years suo,

At that time Mrs., ThHoomb, who, ns she

Cuyler, Mrs, Jusepli U, Hetdrix, il soaneotliers
organtzed s elub to help the taiented poor. It
was called the Chelron, after the centanr that
taught OUrpheus thoe use of the lyre, lis object
was lo create n permanent fund for the purposs
of assisting any respectalile young person who
showeil a very marked talent for music, paint-
ing, sculpture, lterature, or the dramis. The
club or suclety Lind m membership feo of 85, Ity
workings were coliperative, the Lenclicincies
under Its Instruction fumnd repaying Into the
treasury the cost of thelr instruction after they
bogan 1o be seif-supporting, Souie who profited
by the Chelron fund are nuow earning thelr uwn
living in Hrooklyn,

The workings uf the Cholron showed to Mrs.
Titcomb that the ouly way for an Industrinl or-
ganization lulpnm]mr was Lo hinve it eodiperative,
She conevived the iden of training sehiools as a
practicnl extension of the Cheiron work, and
saw in It al=o, aa she thinks, the solution of the
woyl-vexing wervant-girl problem,  The Cous
greaa of Women st the Columbian Exposition
afforded lier the opportunity to suggest 1he ok-
tablishunent of her scheine on alorgo seale, It
waa reovived with enthiusiasi, snd the Natlonal
Industrial Unilon was organized, Mre. Titoomb's
atutement was that the tralming schools could

Misa Neilie Boyd of Californin, who had for
sevierad years coliducted a prolitable bhasiness
for herself in valsin culture, immedintely ofervd
to supply ralsios at the bost werma, and other-
wise to mid In the work., A Clnclnnation, who iy
described as a patron of all thiugs good, nnd
supplies various articles for surgeons' use,
promptly agresd to supply the union with ay
alive oll soap &t terms thill would enablo the (n-
dustrial workers 1o don good Lhing for the union
and thempelves, and, 1ncidentally, if husiness
was l:i.r enough, for the patean of all things

Not long aiter the union was organized, with
Brooklyn nsturally the bendiuarters, &
wornan in Brooklyn, who had been supporting
borselt and her daughiter by teaching wmusie,
becamo very 11, 1t éeciued aas though there was
no way by which the davghter could make
enough o support them, She applod to the
unfon and was put sl work selliog the soap,
Shedid not canvass froo houge o house, but
asked her friends, ber chureh acqusintances,
woel woon, 0 buy the sonp, nool s=ked them 1o
tell their friends about L. She earned Ler |iv-
ing, and slnoe then e unlon workers in Hrook-
yu bave sild scures of dozens ol Lhe cakes of

Another lustance of the unlon's work fn s dif-
ferent way was In connection with s wonan
suddenly called upon to endure penury sfter a
e of atfuence, Her husband caught s ol cald
that developed loto consuwaption and e lust
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his business, e died In n.ﬁur. Hinonly con-
salation, he snid bafore he died, was the knowl.
edge thnt hisn wife would be provided for by his
tnsnrance polley, Wefors steps could be taken
to collect the monesy the Insurance company
falled and the widow, 45 years old, founn her-
self with no means of support. She faced cir-

She was n woman of refinement, and the 'nlon

place of housewife. The Vatorlandisehe Frav-
enverein which engincers the movemont sendas
women agents to the ratleond stations to meot
country girls before they fall In with those who
wonld "be likely to do them lews good, Mrs,
T'iteomb sald she had not known of the Geronn
pian. The most pretentions of the German ao-
clety’s hogpes is the Marienheim in Berlin, At
this home the girls vook a daily public dinner
served at Nfteen contr, and yvory popular.

The Brooklyn institution is very anxlous to
estabilish a home and enlarge Its functions soon
and get it training schools goiug, hut it cannot
appenl to public chiarity, and the work Is slow
though it is progressing, nnd a cnnnl;nmt:.toi
Miss Hoyil's ralsine ls vxpected after the Cali-
fornia season, and the union has entered into
negotiations with a cofiperntive associatlon that
will enabije it to sell coal, giving long-ton meas-
ure at the ahort-ton prices, 1L also Intenda
Lo Iot those who work with it sell other things
daintlly or deftly put up on & plan similar to,
but more aggreasive, than that of the vari-
ous women's exchanges,

For thoss who poes through its  tralnlng
scehinols it undertankea to find employment or
cordpiation and it plans to furnish them with
badges and 1o gunrantes their abillty and in-
tegrity. Its protection in this last matter will
be the care It exvrciden it necepting workers In
the first placve. In additlon to giviog Instrue-
tion In lines of work alresdy pursund by women,
the union belicves it may bo possible 1o creats
ocoupntlons for women, but such innovations
are not expected In the immediate futare,

‘I'hore are now beitge fortind two branches of
the union in Washington and ooe o this elty.
It Ia Intended to form one at the soasiide for cer-
tain work this summer. Heports from XNew
Englana tell of intercst there, but no branchea
have as yet been formed.

*On the other hand, buffs and creams nre rec-
ommended for the nursery and chitdron’s sleap-
ing rooms, hecause of their tonle qualities, The
nre hetter than white, which is lflt to distur
the ynuuulnprl:'_nrrru by ita brillianey, and are
calculoted to impart o cheerful but not too
Lolsterons temperament as well as a good com-
pvlexion 1o the youngsrers,

“For the llbrary or workroom there ia nn
color like coffeo.  Coffee, in fact, s the most
southing thing In the color world, it seems=, [t
indluces o l]ulrm-nnl, nirvana fecling.muich us noth-
ing elae does; it conduces to habits of specula-
tive thought; it rrminm‘nn philosonhical calin,
and It is eminently succeasfol as a mild fncen-
tive 1o liternry efforts, Indeed, there scenns 1o
ba some delicate and abstrose connection be-
tween coffes na a beverage and coffes as a color
for domestic decoration. [ angeested romething
of this sort to the handsome and interesting
young artist who was superintending the deca-
ration, and he eondescended 1o agree witli me.

“1 have learned one really hmportant fact
about cotors, however, [ used to imagine that
there was no color so ool as white, but 1 have
been taught thint, to the contrary, the cooleay of
all eolors 18 red - not the Naring, glaring red, but
thn dull Pompeilan red aud terra cotta, Thesa
areconl because of thelr peculiarly absorbent
qualities. It 14 almost impossible to light or
warm them, and 1 bad to-day a most convineln
obifeet lesson af this _ful't Lhint while the coo
white roomn of the Wurdsworthlan poem is nll
very nice to renl about, and does at first sight
fmpross one na helug sucli, it does not begin o
compiee in conlness with ono in dull red.

TE SAW NELSON AT AMIENS.

LIFE AND ADVENTURES OF AN
OLD-TIME SATLORMAN,

e Wans n Former Hinve in New TVork Miate,
WWho Mam Awnay in 1800, Traversed
Many Mcan, and Vislied Many Lands

BumexrcrAauy, March 10, This Is the story
of tho wanderingd and adventures of n binck
man. a former slave in the family of the late
Dr. Daniel MeDougnall of Schenectady, an an-
cestor of Mr. Duncan MeDougall, now resls
dent here. Tho factsare gledned from a letier
written by the former slave, Anthony Allen by
niame, from Onlig, Sandwiel Isianils, under date
of Oct 11, 1822, The story, whici tells of life
In the Sandwich Islands during the reign of
King Knmeliamelna 1., is of pocullor (nterest at
this timo, wnen the affairs of the infant fepab-
lie of the North Pacifie are nttracting sueh wile-
epread attention, Thoe letter I8 nddressol to D,
Danlel MeDougnll, Schenectady, N, Y., UL B A,
nnd opens as follows;

“OAny, Sandwich Talands, Oct. 11, 1822,

“My Dear Mastui: 1 rejuice that you have
found out my residence afrer supposing | had
beun doad, 1 thank vou for your gomd lettar to
me and for your Kind regards, 1 love you still,
Iremember how kindly yon and all your family
used to treat mo. 1 was like a child In your
father's house. I remember yonr kind father
onca wrote a letter from St.Johin's to his family,
and said o them: * Takoe goml caroof my biack
chlldren. * * *  Aws you have written ma a
long and very kind lettor, and requested mo very
particularly to write to vou an account of my-
pelf mince 1 left your city, I have confe to the
h of the misslonarles to get one of thoem to
write what [ wish ta say to you respocting my-
self. They aro ready to ald me in writing tuo
lotter, and in forwarding to you and to my sis-
ter such things ns I many wish to send."

Tho writer begins the story of lils wanderings
and adventures by telliug how he ranaway from
Bchonectady on May 14, 1800, travelling on foot,
and passing through Troy, Hoosick, nnd Pow-
nall. finally reaching Hartford, Conn,, whese ho
went on board the sloop Henry, William Wick-
am, master, and worked his passage 1o Hoston,
whero ho expecte:] to find his father. Not find-
Ing nim. e returned to Ilartford and mades
trip to New York, where ho embarked for Wil-
mington, 8. (. e thusdescribos his experience:

“Wo wers driven off the const, sprang a leak,
put in an Ebecore, anid hove out vart of our sand
ballast. 1 found the leak and put my foot on to
it thl & quantity of tarred onkum could be pus
into it and a board nailed over it. We put to
#sea, and wers soon overtaken by a squall In the
night. I was ordered to lower thie mainsall, and
na soon as that was done a clap of thunder camo
and lighitning shivered our malnmast to pleces
nnd two men wero struck down specchiess. Wao
lashed nur mninsail when the gale was over and
proceeded. We were ovorhiruled by two priva-
teers belonging 1o New Providence, birt ws they
found only ballast they let us go. We thok
freight of molnsses from Havana to Hoston,
Had bad weather inthe Gulf, lost our eask of
wator nod a young man, George Knox of Hart-
ford, Conn,, and lind nearly lost our bont. We
wore driven off the coast, and were not able to
make the land under eight days. When we ar-
rived in Boston I tovok my discharge there in
May, 1601,

**1 then shipped on bonrd the ship Eliza, Capt.
Michael 1"arsons, for llavre. Lay In France
four wonths, 1 was thero and saw Nelson when
ho arrived at Amieus and peace was proclalmed
Letween CGireat Hritain and France. 1 was
there when Toussaint [L'Ouverture], the black
Gieneral of St. Domlingo, was brought Iin. He
had been entlved aboard a frignte, which slippod
her cable and ran away with lim, The town
was [lluminated o week for joy at the peace and
tho prize of Toussalnt, One of his servants told
me thut Toussaint requested of Honaparte one
favor, that he might return once more to St,
Domingo and then he would come and glve
bimself up, They told him no; Le was o brave
man and they did not like to let lilm go.

“Afterstaying in France four months I return-
ed to Boston and stayed there two months, when
1 emburked with Ablel Storer of the brig
Hannah, I was three days at sen when shie was
sunk, verliaps purposely. The Captaln and
Roburt Plerpont sat in tie plllory, and were in
the prisvn in close confinement four years, They
lost all their effects In consequence of the sink-
ing of tho brig. About i o'cluck sho began to
slnk. We holsted our colora at half mast as o
signal of distress, aud the brig Sally. in company,
bore down to us, We left the Hannuh at 5
o'clock, and at 8 she went down with her cargo
of beel, pork, soap, amd barrels of ballast stones
marked *beef,’ &e. The Lrig Sally carrled us
Into Newport, Il I. I took a packet for Hoston
and stayed In that port from Thanksgiv-
fng Day until the following March. In
Hoston I fell in with my father, recently

roturned from a Lhree vears' voyage to the
northiwest const in the alilp Helle Suvage, which
had been attacked Ly the savages at Millbunk
Houml. My fathier hnd been badly wounded in
the side with one of the ship's boarding pikes,
which an Indlan hod seleed. The Captain was
wounided, and his Elrl.nll English woman from
Port Jackson, was killed with o dngger by one
of the Indians, My father exertil f\lm-ult‘ o
the utmost. He was couk, anid he threw hot
water upun the Indinns till his water wis gone,
then took his nxe, and received tho bonrding
pike In s bowels, partly on one side, He then
split down at n blow the shoulder of one Indinn;
another Jumped futo a canoe, aml another
stamling in the rigging hestruck with s axe in
the neck, und he went averboard with the nxe
stickiug tn his neck, The devk was soon clenred,
They ropaired to Newlitte, came down Lo thess
Islands, and returned to Boston in 1802, | wis
much rejoleed to see my father. He nuover got
over his wound, and I linve sluee learned of Jils
death, vomie years after be was wounidel,”

Upto 1811 Allen made numerous sea vovages,
and In the lntier yenr paid Lis first vislt to the
Sandwich lslnnds,  He hiad in the mean tine
purehansd lils treedom for 400 from his foriner
master, to whom le hind heen suld by Mres, Me-
Dougall, 1Te rontinues lils story as follows;

"1 tonk pussage on board the lsubulls, Capt,
William H. Davls, sand came to the Sandwich
Telands in 1K1, came ashore with permission,

THE TOUGH HORSES OF TEXAS,

A Student of Their HMabits Makes Observa-
tlons Aboat Them,

*1 have been making n stuly of the Texas
pony amid lis native surrouundings,” sald a
traveller from the Southwest. "1 find that
tenacity of purpose and a certain indescribabla
capacity for getting rid of burdens he doesn't
like are lls conspicuous polnts, It Is diMeult
for tho rider of o newly Lroken Texas pony to
regilate his movements by any preconcelved
rules for horscback exercise, lonrned In riding
echiools or elsewhors, owing to the creature's
ability to buck. 'The men who are hired to
break the colts on the horse ranches are pald
$5 a hiend,

“Thene two-year.olds are very wild, and
do not appear to be comfortable mounts
wlien the breaker first esanys to bridle them,
They are deemed broken when [t can beeald
that they have been ridden once or twice; but
the number of yarls or mllea covered In that
ride, tho number of times Lhe rlder has heen
thrown, and the number of unsuccessful efforis
to put & bridle on thu creature and plece a rad.
dle on him, are not dwelt upon.

“The horse breaker can bear testimony to the
fart that the Texas pony occaslonally knows
how to use his teoth and has a tenzclous
grip. The horse breaker is always wel.
come at the sheep camps and cattle
ranches becausn he knows all about horses,
There are hundreds of horses roaming in herds
over the hills and plains of the Lone Star State,
They bring good pricea to the horse dealers,
though the little Texnas pony ean be bought,
even when well broken to the huggy or wagon,
for S40, and Le will keep up with thoe blgzest of
his relatives and nluckily do Lis share of work
without sagging or looking droopy.

**The horse ranchens are conducted much after
the fashion of this cattle ranches, though the
horses are herded more carefully, the cattle not
belng herded atall. The colts are branded when
at a tender agye, as are the young calves, and the
same care |s exercised that tho brands may not
be Interfered with,

“A large 'bunch' of horses grazing over the
green expanse of a wido platean s a ‘lc,nodly
sight. Thelr coats are lustrous In the bright
sunlight, thelr limbhs fres of movement, with
the graco of untrammelled nature, Their limbs
have never you been taught to obey man’s dieta-
tion, have never been strained boneath nn over-
lieavy burden or incited to unwholesome speed
by the sting of the spur. Their heads linve
never lelt the yoke of the headstall or thelr
waoutha the wreneh of the bit,

“It is w slght worth seeing to wateh aberd
come down n rbeky hillside to water on 4 liot
midsummer day, There is a clatter of hoofaand
Jingle of bells as they rush down the decline,
the leaders not stopping until they vool their
hot tianks half way across the atream, the young
colta prancing sl kicking up their heels, the
motheps falluwiulg: scdately, Then the jingle-
angle of the bells cease, and the thundering

onfs are nolseleas for n space as the herd stand
quiet deinking thelr fill

*The Western uuclunnn?)ulu Lell around his
horse's neck, as the people of the East place
bells aboul the necisof their qnltlm. to nid In
thieir detectinn wlien at large. The intelligent
animnl somethines plays o trick on ' lis master,
He gets bohind some thick-gcrowing clump of
cedur or mesquite and atandsabsolutely motion-
less, so that his bell will not minke the allghtest
soumd,  The man in search of him llstens n-
tentdy for the bell, He s sure that he knows
the sound of that horse's bell from a dozen
others, He hears nothing, and he gors much
furtbher than he hod nntll‘:}mtell. wondering how
that precions horse could have strayed so far,
hoUbled us he s, All the while that precious
horves Is in comfortabls hiding a0 a cool, shaly
place, no doubt enjoying the joke, or the thought
of the lmuLjnurnr or task I ehan eseaped,

* Many horses, becoming accustomed to the
hohbles, ean get uvor the ground rapidly and
without inconvenlence, They ralae the hobhled
lees Ligh in ale and Jump sbout ke s kangaroo,
Whien entirely grass fed, horses are frequently
staked oot to graze, espocially If thelr riders de-
mire to get possession of them ot o stnted hour,
Occasivnally the nnbonrls get wound up fu the
long rope and are choked to death,

“When cowboys kn on a ronnd-np or long
Journey. o number of horses are made to carey
packs or are driven along with the outfit, that
thiey may be nt haud when wantod. Tho dis-
cardad mounts are turned loose wherever they
muy happen to be, and are lookeld up afterward
At the vwner's leisure, & task not diMeult, ne,
owling to the peactlee of hranding, Information
regarding the wherenlwots of nnrnnlmnl onn
rendlly be gnined. The practised eye of the
ritichunn or cowboy can note ke o finsh the
brand of nuy horse or cow he happens Lo pres,

wo b his autoblogeaphy he sol down the follows
Ing facts:

1 have never hoen arralgned In the Charch
for any lmmorality, 1 have nover played ncard,
I never was a profane sweaver, | never tasted a
drium of Hquor, * * * | pever lind a clgar o
& chiow of tobaces In my mouth, 1 never was in
attendance at a theatre, 1 never courted bul
one womun, aal her 1 mareled.'* -

It will be seen thint he gives himsslf n protiy
clear moral character: morsover, it ls doubtful
If nny one could be fonnd o auestion any of his
statements, unless it he the one in regard
profane swearing, and If such epithiets an ** Gods
forsaken seoundrels ' and * hell-deserving vile
Ialus " are not classed as vrofanity, Brownlow
could clear himself of even this accusations
His contemporary, Haynes, was only & trifle loss
fortunate In ministerinl standiog. It (s troe
that Haynes's quarterly couference hind takem
his Heense away on kecopinl of some slight (rrege
ularity against him; but after It had investls
gated matters more fully it offered to resture
the llcense, and would have done so had nos
Haynes himself refused 1o takoe it, The Jones
boro people were aware of the guod ministerial
stundiog of tho editors; this was fortunute, for
they certainly could never have inferred it from
thelr editorinl columns,

Hrownlow, who edited the TWhip, wns ns foars
lesn {ns » wildeat, about as pueunacious, and &
mastor of the art of invectlve nnid vituperation.
Haynes, who edited the Democrad, Is consldered
by wany the most eivguent man tho Sinte of
Tennussice ever profluced, It Lis editorial col=
ums were hardly ns strong ws Hrownlow's, the
spoll of his personal maguetism was greater,
&0 that the two were pretty well matelied,

For two perfectly woral edltors they mans
aged to kKeep thilngs aronnd tha old town lively.
Thelr meeting at the Court House oh one oocss
slon Is stlll referred to by old eltizens na an il
lustration of this fact. There hind been a polit=
feal meeting of some Kind In the building, and
both edltors attended. After it was over Hnynes
Yindd Just reached thie fool of the stulrway, when
Browolow appearsd nt the top and shouted
somo uncomplimentary remark st ilm, Haynes
replied, and then Brownlow shonted something
still more uncomplimentary, Thena littls group
of exclted partlsans begun to gather around

ench nnd the war of worids begun In earnest,
For over au hour fL went on, the stmospliers
being thick with cunversntional brimstone.
The speaker ol the tay hus Leen forgotten lang
ago, but many men st deseribe this conversa-

tional battle” as  surpassing anything  else
they ever  hooard, lrownlow's  invective
was ke o sweeplig  whiriwind and

Haynes's reply woull come swift and destruce
tive ns a fnsh of liglitning, Eoavch of the com-
batants had the habit of stickiong his tongue out
while speaking, and lcking Lits lips snuke fash-
fon. It was not o momeintous biattle between
two opposing princigles by auy menns; It was
merely a perronnl encounter between two glants,
each in blind fury hurling mosses of words at
thoother, na the ginnts of ald hurled mnsses of
enrith nnd stone. Strange to say, according to
tho testimony of those who beard it, not o word
of actual profanity was used by elther speaker,
Tl whole seene may e cited s an illustration
of what may be nchloved by artlats in the use of
yigorous English without resorting to profanity,

Un the osccasion yefercod Lo, hdalﬁll.lﬂl -mppuf
with words, hut sucl wus not always the cane,
llaynes printed something that reflocted on

Whlile
Brownlow was changing his weapons Haynes
Tullud a pistol from Lis own povket and shou
frownlow in the thigh, Nrownlow fired, bug
miseed his wim. Hoyues hiad told a Aibin dms‘-
tug that lie was armed, but he Lnd saved him-
self from a thrasuing.

Hnyuoes waa gencrally mild in hils editorial
utterances, and hence wos rarely Involved in
nny diMeulty oxcent with Hrownlow. The latter
wad as impartial in his unploasaithess as is w
chostnut burr, snd had more personnl difMonls
tles than an ordluary man would Know what to
do with, t'he normal comnlition of hin intel-
lectual weatlier was that of atornndo, One of
his most serloun atfairs occurred whitle an ane
nunt Conference of his church was in sesslon nt
Jonesboro, One night during the sessjon he in-
vited elght or ten of the visiting preachiers to
take supper with hiim.  Aftes supper. just as
they were all getting rendy to start for church,
he astonlshed Lis windsterinl brethren by put=
