SIGNED RBY THEFE GOFERNOR.

A New Law Regardinag the IDNecharge of
the I from ™ Hoapltal

ALBAXT, March 28.—Gov. Morton algned to-
day one of the most important acts of the ses-
slon, relating to the dischinrge of the Insane
from the State bospitals, & measnro recoms-
mended by the State Commisaion in Lunncy.
Heretofors it hias besn exceedingly difficult to
procure the discharge of a patient unless the
superintendent was willing to cerlify that he
was absolutely harmless, which generally ho
would be unwilling to do, as it Isdiflenit tosay
that any insane person is harmless. No patient
conlil be otherwise discharged unless hio was
absolutely recovered, or his friends or rela.
tives were willing to glve & bond to in-

At the Foot of ithe Elevalsd Wallway SMia.

President Seott Coster of the People’s Dank
was assanlted yesterday morning by his brother,
Wilam Wisner Foster. He left his home, 82
West Seventy-second street, nbont K:U0 o'clook,
Khortly after 0 o'clock he chuie down the steps
of the elevated rallronid at Graml street aml
Kouth Fifth avenue, Just as he renched the
sldewalk his hrother Willinm sprang from be.
neath the stales, whers ho hinid evidently been In
walting, aml, bafors Mr. Foster could protect
himeoll, & heavy walking enne in the hands of
his brother descended upon his hend,

The blow knnelied the bank Presidenttn the
groumd. Ans he fell lie gave n ery for lelp.
Jumping aver the proatrats form of his brather,
Willlam Foster ralued hin stick agnin and
brought It down on the hemd of the bank Presi-
dont, Mr, Foster wan nnconscious by this tline,
and conld malke no mesistance. His brother kept
on beating him, No one ln the crowd of persnns
who hind loft this elevated train nt Grand streot
offored any assiatinees to the fulles man, but all
sliouted for thie vollce.

Thetr united shouts sttracted HRoundsman
Dralnand of the Macdougal street station, who
came upoit the srene just as the Infurlated
Leother had broken lis eane over Mr. Foster's
boidy. The policeman grabbed William Foster
and blew Lis whistie for nssistance. Twn other
policemen responded. Tney took charge of the
yrlsoner while the roundsmnn lifted Mr, Foster
from the pavenient,

By rubbing and chiafing his Lands and face Mr,
Fosier was brought bavk to conselousness, apd,
leaning heavily on the roundsman’s arm, was
finally able to walk totha Macdougal street po-
lice vtation. Willlam Foster was olready in the
etation house. As suon as Mr. Foster reached
the statlon house he telephoned to his bank
that Le Lind been Injured, and asked Cnsliler
William Milne to come at onve to the police sta-
tion.

that his brother was insane and had been o for

n number of yenrs, but that he had always
thought hlin hoarmless, Mr. Foster refused to
mnaie any statoment for publication, vither at
the inspital or nfter he had reached his home,

Willlam Foster, the bank President’s assnilant,
was taken 1o Jeflerson Market Fuoliea Court
shortly witer his brother hod been removed 1o
the hospitel.  He s atall, thin man with sharp,
’niertinu. wicel gray eves, Wlhen arraigned Le-
'ore Justice Stmmas. the Justice sad to him:

" Foster, you are charged with brutally as-
saulting your brother with o cane on the street
thll; morning. What liave you to say for your-
self

Haperintendent ;:!I'_;:‘;‘;’I There Was
Ferjury hy Equitable Mutaoal Fire Oficera,

James I, Plerce, Suverintendent of the Insur-
ance Department, will go to Albany to-day te
lay the affalrs of the Equitable Mutual Fire In-
surance Company before the Attorney-General
On his return the atiention of the Grand Jury
wiil be called to the resulls of the sxamination,
and two, aud perhaps more, indictments are axe«
pected o follow, Superintendent Plerce oxe
plained yesterday the law of 1863, under which
the Equitable Mutual was organized, This law
provides that, like a stock company, the mutnal
company moust have at least 200,000 capital.
Thia capital this law permits to be pald In in
premiums for Insurance, at least 20 per cent. in
cash and the%rest in notes. The responsibility
of persons making these notea must be certified
to by * m Justice of the Pears or Town Super-
visor.," Inthe country, where farm bulldings
are Insured, thal certilcate may amount o
something; but in this city, where there are no
Justices of the Peace. ™ Supervisor' (s transe
Inted into ** Alderman,'" and an Alderinan’s cer-
tificate {n nll that ia required to make the note go.

In the case of the Equitable Mutual, the dec-
Iaratlon and charter of the company having
been approved by the Attorney-ftieneral, the
