M. Paran Stavens died at 3:16 o'clock yes-
teriay afternnon at her residence, 1 Enst Fifty-
saventh strest. Death resulted from pned-
monia, complicatad with a valvular afTection of
the heart., Untll Inst Tharsday Mra. Htevens
was in her naunl good health. On Friday she
enttght & siight cold, and while attending a
charity concert at Carnegls Music Hall on Bat-
urday svanlug she was selred with severs pains
in the reglon of the heart. When the paroxysm
tine! submided Mrs, Stevens left the lall, In her
oarriage shio bad a second attack,

When Mrs, Stevens reached home Dr. Baverly
Robloson waa calied. He discovered that the
left lung was badly congested and that an old
heart trouble had reappeared In an aggravated
form, Dr.Janeway and Dr. Bishop wera called
in consultation. Mrs. Stevens's condition be-
cams rapldly woras, and she remalned nneon-
scloun until her death. Dr, Robinson, Dr. Blahop,
Mra, John L, Melcher, Mra, Stevenn'astepdaugh-
ter, and Mr. Hankin, who had been Mres Ste-
vans's private sccretary for years, were present
at the deathbed, Dr. Robinson sald that death
was gradual and painless,

On Banday Mra, Arthur Henry Fitzroy Paget,
Mrs. Stovens's only daughter, who lives in Eng-
land, was cabled for. B3ra. Paget could not sall
untll yestarday., The funeral will be delayed

untll her arrival.
Marietta Htevens was born in Lowell,
in 1825, Her father, Ransom wus
AR r and a man of considerable means, She
wasoneof s large family, there having been thres
sons and five dlnghm. Her oarly lifo was apent
at home, where alie was considered the claverest

and prottiest of the family, Old for her years,
shis hegan to ge out In ety when she was

She was also promi-
nent in her church and Sonday school and took
groat interest inall charitable undariakings, and
F-.rurmlarlr spent a great deal of time In visit.

‘hen sho was 17 years old her father sent
her to Dr, Curtia's school at Charlestown, Mass.,

st that time one of the celebrated schools for
young women. There she remalned for

Faran Stevena, Mr., Stevens was the proprietor
of the hotel, iles extensive
husinoss Intereats in Newport, Providence,
and in_ this city, He was a widower,
about 48 years old, with one daughter,
uuw Mrs. John L. Meloher. The acquaintance
formetd there spesdily ripened into love, and in
June, 1831, they were married. They went to
('uba on their wedding trip, and on their return
made thelr nome at & con street, where they
lived until they came to this clty, In 1806, 1o
186t they went to Kurope for the first time,
and afterward went repestedly, Their summers
were spent for the moat part at Newport. whore
Mr, Stevens had holel pmtertr.m where, In
1558, he bullt the Marletta Villa,

4In their removal to this olty,in 18656, Mr, Ste-
wens bought the house at 244 Fifth avenue, pay-
ing 40,000 for it. The value of the property
now 1s placed at $260,000, Mra, Stevens, who
hiad taken a prominent social position in Bostoo,
sel out to dn the samoe in this city, und, her
ability oqualling her ambition, she s0on became
ompeof the most prominent women in the city.
Her house became the centra of New York's
fashion, There was not & forelgner of any dis-
tinction that was not entertabied by her, She
ulso ot up (o be & patroness of art and letters,
and for years nll the prominent artists, singers,
and litterateurs were Lo bo seen at her rocelitions
und dinners,

(n Aprll 25, 1877, Mr. Stevena died while
Mrs, Stevens wis abroad with ber two chilldren,
Mary Fiske Stevens and Henry L. Stevens, She
returned to this country Immediately, arriving
sbout two weeks after her husband's death. His
will disposed of nn vatate which was estimaied
At tho time to mmounnt to $4,000,000. Hy the
terms of the will Mrs. Stevens, Charles i,
Blevens, Paron Stavens's brother, und John 1.,
Melehor, Mr, Stovens's son-in-law, wers made
executors,  Mres, Stevens recelved $100,000 ont-
right wid $1,000,000 in trust, W reverl to her
children after hor death. Sho also recelved the
nee and Income for e of the house at 244 Fifth
avenue, the stables at b East T'wenly-elghth
street,and Lthevilla st Newport.

THE FAMOUS HYMN,

Exercisce Meld 'n Boston's Maste Hall-
Dr, Hmith Tells of the Origin af the
HMong -Addreases and Music in Honor of
the Oceanton- Celebrailons Flaswhere,

Boston, April 3. -Tha testimonial to Dr. 8, F.,
Emith, author of the national hymn, “Amerion”
took place to-day in Musie 1all, The hall was
well flled at the opening exercises this after.
noon, which conslsted of an sutertainment for
#chool ehilldren,

Mr, Cartis Guld, Chalrman of the Ezecotive
Commiites, presnided, introducing the venerabls
authorof the favorite hymn, who hriefly ex-
preased his gratification at thelr presence in hia
bonor, Mrs, Smith was aiso present. There
was n oliorus of 200 school children, There waa
also musie by Baldwin's Cadet Band and solos
by Mra Jennle Patrick Walker wmd Joseph L.
White, The Hev, Edwarl Eversit Hale and
others spoke,

The main celabratlon camathlsevening, when
anaother big andience gathered in Music Hall
to listen to addresses Intersperaed with musle,
Curtis Guild, Jr., introducsd Gov. Greenhalge
to preaide,

In tuking the chalr, the Oovernor sald that
tho Commonwealth felt through svery nerve

Jr. Smith then told how “America’ cams to
be written. In 1831 Commilesioner \\'uud'l.lrldg.
of Naw York w:u\u-nunliormruq 1o fnspect tho
publle schools there. He found that a great
interest was taken in music, and bruthl. e
severnl music books, placing them in the hamls
of Lowoll Mason., As Mr, Mason had no knowl-
edge of Goerman he asked Dr. Smith (o trans-
Inte sonie of the songs, so hie could write now
words for some of the musie, nn lie wished to
prepare a choir book for children's volees,

Dir. BEmith was looking over this book one day

In Fabruary, 1832, when his nttention wasdrawn
to a tune which he thought particnlarly appro-
arinte heeanse of (s simple, natural maovement,
The German words were patriotic and he waa
selzed with the thonght: I will write s patri-
otle hymn of my own,” Then and there
“America' was comporsd, written on a sorap
of puper, It wus com posed in lesn than half an
hour and raﬁ:ud in the falds of a portfollo for
a long time before belng sent to Mr. Mason, who
brought it out on the Fourth of July at nohil-
dren's colebration In Park Btreet (Church,
Hoston,

This was the first time It was wung In public.
It was first. published in the **Juvenile 1 "
achildren’s song book, 1. Smith sald that he
was not by any means parsuaded that the musio
was of English orlgin, Thero is good suthority
for the statement that it was written by u Ger-

mun,

Ur. Emith spoke of the opposition which
wus exclited agalnat the Introduction of the
study of music into the Doston publie schools,
He snid:

“There wera no ladles vn the H{'.imu}‘ilnl!ﬁ.
elsa these thiogs would have becn different.”

Eventuslly Mr. Mason's book was ndooted,
and then, year by year, the song " Ameriea”
wan taken up In school after school throughout
the length nnd brewdih of the country.

Dr, Smith sald in his peroration:

*Wherever an Amerlean heart bepts now that
nong I8 heard, It bas found transiation into a
number of foreign languages--"mutatin mu-
tantur,” changed In form and construc-
tion, but freoght with the spirit  of
freedom. I have myself two translations
into the lLatin and one in Italian. It s
found in Sweden and in Lhe emplire of Hurmah,
as well as in England, France, and Germany.
It hins travelled band In band ‘with that other
bymn of mine, ‘*The Morning Light Is Break-
ing.' of which hymn [ have just recelved a
tranalation into Hussian,

“If Cato Jearned Gireek after reaching the

e of elghty, it would peem that 1 might

ok up eoough  Hossian -lur the
Glory of the Lamb in Heaven,' can-
not  refrain from thankinf you, my dear
friends, for taking this walf of mine and
making it of such natlonal Importance. In the
siuging ol 1t we are all one. There Is no looger

When Marrin dissppeared Mrea, Barry en-
enged Lawyer Lawis Hurst to look into the va-
rlous mortgages which Marein "bad given to her
In return for her mooey. The new lnwyer soon
discovered thatthe mortgages ware the work of
ankilful forger, and he Iald the matter before
District Attorney Fellowa,

The forged certificates were on the reglater of
Neaw York county, and this made It essentinl
thint the crimival procecdings ngalnst Marrin
should be brought In this clty.
