She re-
pulsed him, and Lo dl’%ﬁ‘!d her into the saloon
anil locked the door. en he bent and kicked
and choked her untdl she was insepsible, When
whe regained consciousness Trun: was stand-
lngover Lier with o revolver In oue hiand and s
big knife in the other. She attempted 1o scream,
snd Tranz, placing his feet on  her throat,
thrust the muzzle of the revolver luto her face,
eaying that, us the discovery of his decd wonld
ruin Lo, he had decidmd to kill her and leave
the cliy. Floally he permitted her to rise, and
nfter she had promised never to tell on him
Trunz repluced the revolver and knifein the bar
drawer and went up stairs to the wake,

Mrs. Lair managed to crawl on her hands and
knecs Lo her rooms. When she reached home
sho was uh!trbed to send for a usighbor to help
her to get to bed.

Whel the police went to arrest Tranz the lat-
ter was just entering s coach to follow the body
uf hls brother to the grave. He denled the
chinrges of Mrew, Lair. The police, howaver, be.
llevs the woman's story, and he hns been held
to awalt the result of her injuries,
