The conditlon of the horse market, that s,
that portion of the great industry which has to
do with racing, whether on the running or the
trotting turf, opens up to the student o wido
field for resenrch. lorses that o fow Years ago
brought Lig pries in the auction marts of Now
York or of Kentacky will not now command as
many hundreds as they did thousands then, and
the breeders of botl thoroughbred and teotter
aro beglnning to reallze thnt the old values were
fletitious, and thnt common sense s beginning
to play an active part in tho great horse busl-
nesn, Just as it doos In other flelds of operation
in this up-to-date age,

Those who are fmmlline with the subjeet will
never forget the mudiess which selzed upon ths
entire country wix or seven yenrs ngo, and
eauped mon of tho keenost buslness instinets to
pny falilous prices for borses thnt were of such
s tender ngo that they hnd o opportunity 1o
show whether they wounld be successful on the
turf, or muere weeds 1t for nothlng but drudgery,
The sale of the trotting #tock from the Rose-
mende Farm of L. G, Hose of Loa Angeles, Cal,,
In New Yourk u few vears ago will never be
squalled In this or any other country, There
were few nnimals in the community which had
records In standard time or below the ifmit of
2:40, and a gront majority of the offerings woro
yearllngs and two-yeur-olds, but despite this fnct
willionnires slinad about Peter U, Kellogg's ros-
tram In the old Amorlean lostitute bulldlog
ten deep, and bld with all the fover of the
gnmbler. It wns & passion, n crage, and overy-
body seemed to be possessed with the contaglon,
Yearlings brought upward of 25,000 each, nnd
men shonldered each other in order to get a look
nt a colt that could show probably a three-
minute galt when led by the side of n saddle
horee.  Thore was one of the two-year-olds, of
a stealn of blood that was particalarly fash-
lonuble, that brought $20,000, and all the timoe
the saturnine face of I, J. Rose gliwed with
exultation nihe sat and looked on and gave
hints to the clever auctioneer. Hero wons a
barvest richer than his wildest droumn, and he
hurrled homewnrd to get anothier lot of horaes
remdy for the followlng year, with more than
EL00,000 of our currency in hils pocket.

Ituse was the smartest of all the horsomen of
that day. He alone saw that this delirium
conld not lnst: that thers would be an awaken-
ing when the horsemen of the conntry roalized
the terrible pace at wiilech they Liad been trav-
eling. It did not take two years to show the
world that there wus an  overproductlon of
trotters that would not and coulldl not trot, for
they cannot be produced llke clickens, perfoct
in every detall, aud when tho cvash cume, 1t
came with n vengeance. Many of the colts nnd

fillies bought at the memorable sales of flye
and six yenrs ago have passed Into oblivion: In
faut, there were few of them that mnde namen
for themselves, elthier in the stud or upon the
turf, and not one of the high-priced brood be-
came atrottor of the first elass.  Those that cost
the most money have since chinnged hands for n
few hundred dollnrs, and ure In the stud to-day
with nothing to fuvor them but o pedlgres that
ut one tinie was considered the premier requieite
an animal should possess when sent to the aie-
tion market,

Hut with the awakening of the horsemen of
the United States to the fact that theros were too
mnny weeds in the trotting horse garden some-
thing more than a pedigree wos necessary, and
the snles held in New York the past two years
hnve furnished an object lesson to all whio aro
willing to be taughtand, belng taught, to lot the
lesson strike home deeply. Hreed for color,
form, and speed. A man cannot expect to get
racy-looking volt or filly from a lop-eared, ewe-
necked mare when astallion that has numerous
dofects |s svlected as her mate, 1n the old days
they bred for pedigres: In the futiure thoy must
atrive for Indlviduality. Get the pedigres, too, If
you can, but individuality Is the prime rﬁqulsita
and should he siriven for at all times,

While speaking of tho trotting horse, and be-

nre passing on to the thoroughbred, it would per-
aps, by way of Hlustration, be n good iden to
show some of tho flzares pald for trotters

within the lust few years. J. Malcolm Forbes

Dwyer bought at privatne sale more
than a dozgen of the bhest yearlings In the Me-
Geathilana stud for an average of about 81,000,
Of course the racing situation has had some-
thing o do with the falling off in prices of
thoroughbreds, but the n.iure- will not, and
never :Lnulr!. approach the intiated poriod men-
tioned in the enrly portlon of this article. The

East Moncenes, L, L, Marclh 30.—=When the
aldent resldents of this vince wers barelegred,
munbrowned urching, equipped with flint lock
muskets, they hunted n pair of bald engles that
mude thelr nest In the forks of a tall, sonrred
pine tree.  Bince that time flint locks have be-
come helrlooms, sud many of their former own-
ers hiave passed away, but their youthful de-
seandanty, nrmed with broech-londing rifics and
shotguns, still walt every epring for o shot at
thoso sell same eagles.

For many years the palr hava continued to
come and go with the clianging sensons, despite
the wiles of the pot hunter and the hardahips of
lifa, They are regarded as being among the old
Inlinbitnnts of Lhe place, ro that when o fow

duys ngo they slowly winged their way back
from thelr unknown winter quarters to thele
old homuo in the engle treo thero wns general re-
joloing herenbouts. Almost everybody was on
tho lookont for them. They were n little over-

due, and many persons hiad begun to fear tho
palr ind at last sucoumbed to old age, But the
eagles returned apparently ns youtlitul and spry
as when they dodged shot from old tlintlocks.
The old tres in which the eagles find o nesting
place Is the sule survivor of o forest of great
{.tines that once coverad this partof Long leland,
tescaped the wordmnn's nxe Erulmhly vwing
to ita gnarled and twisted trunk. It {8 visible
for miles, It Is abont seventy feet hileh aml
towers nhove thie serub ploe and juck onks that
have replaced the forest J. Huell Terry owns
the I.'ltu?whcra the tree stands, and the engles
tunde their nest there when be was n boy, 1le
auys nootie shall molest the tree while he [lves,
Alter the construction of the Sag Ilarbior
branvh of the Long lsland Hailromd, which
passes within two mnlles of the tree, the eagles
abandoned their nest for anbout seven yenrs.
But they wore seell every season lmwrlnr nyer
their old feeding ground, aod they finally re-
turned to thelr fornier home In the old tres,
some adventurous young men undertook to
exsmine the nest once after the palr had flown,
They found the nest to be wbout 4 feet bleh and
4 fest In dlameter, It was bullt of dead
branches, some of which were 3 inches thick
and 5 feet long. The ground under the treels
strewn with the bleaching bones which hnd been
carried to the tres by the pur,
0f all the young eaglets ralsed In the old tree
only one spent nny time, ns for ws (a8 known,
aronnd the place of its birth, This one wos cnp-
tured by Capt. Norton [tanynor when It wusa
fledgling.  ‘The Captsin whs out rumnn for
dueks when the englot shiowed hils {nexperiouca
hhr attneking and "“"’""ll" Ing to earry ol one of
the Captain's decoys, he Captadn winged and
captured the blrd snd for twebty-seven years it
remniued in his household. The engle finnlly
choked itself todeath by attemptiog to swullow
n chivken, feaghers and all.

Turfrion and those who fallow the turf are
full of wuperstitions, It doca nol motter how

There are many reatons why furfmen aro
fraughtwith superstition, The very atmosphers
of tho raceconrsy is charged with it opportonity
anidl Jndgment froquontly belng confounded with
luek in such noway that bienins, the mediim of
snceess in this as in eny other pursult in life,
aro entirely forgotten.  The jockey who biun-
ders In n rnee; 18 not as quick na his fellows to
take adyantages during tho contest; becomes
mentally befogged in the face of somo groat
crisis, would have won but for his ** bad lock.”
The tealnor who thinks his horse is not quite up
tonraceo and lets him run unbacked the first
time out in the spring, nnd is chagrined when
ho wins at long adds, {s also in ** bad luck ** in his
own opinjlon. Ho ls the bettor who s always
looking for & Job in every rnoe, and who lots
susplelon of & jockey's honesty Influence him
from bottlug on the best horse; aud so is the
owner, oftentimes rich and influentinl, who
ahould be pbove the petty Jobbery of the lowest
ecum of the race track, when he runsa horse
sevoral times In order to influence the betting,
and whio {inds his horse a cripple or unable to
win when the money 1s down, ‘The turf s full
of such hard<luck stories.
