A MURDER TALE FROM TIIE SEA.

One of the Kind \'I’Meh Freqneatly Come
From ™ F -,

Four men went before United States ("om-
migslpner Shields vesterday and told astory in
whieh they accused Chivf Euogineer William
Hottnu of the steamship Orinoco of the Quirben
Steamship Company of having murdered one of
the firemen. The men, who could speak very
little English, live in Hoboken, and twoof themn
say they were members of the crew of the Uri-
noco at the time of the alleged killing.

The spokesman of the party was Charley
Haub. He gald he had been sent to sce the
Commissioner by thie widow of the man said
to have been murdered,

The Urinvco isune of the steamers plying be-
tween this port and Bermuda, Aceording to

the story told by the men, Willinm =
gt 4 years old, of 211 Park avenue, Hoboken,
who wis n fireman on boned the vessel, wos

waken suddenly Hl with oramps on ths morning
of April 10, "The Orinoco was at the thime abhout
ten hours from Hermudu. While the firemun
was lying In his berth too 111 to move, the men
allege that Chief Foginver le«mnu ordered

him to go bk to work, Vhen Scegar
protested, the men sy  that  the en-
glneer  grabbed him hy  the  thront  nmd

wfter choking him nearly 1o death Kicked him
veveral times in the ubdomen, e then threw
the unconsclous man back Into bhis berth, A
few hounrs later it was discoversd thut he wos
dend. Then, although the steamship was only
four hours from Bermuda, the body was buried
Al sen.

The Orinocn reached this port on Monday,
when Koub sald he went to Mrs, Scegur and
told Lis story.
