Tue sccused Republican officials and thelr
¢rlends hurried to Albany and got througha
resolution which permita them to be represented
by ceunsel, and $4.000 was appropristed. There
was auother delay, Mr, Conkiing saying that he
wotlld submit another report on Aprll 25, This
pupplemonial report was handed in yesterdny
st Albany, and greater amazoment camo to the
pemocrats down this way when they read it
The supplemental report begs for farther
delay, It Insists that an effort has beon
made to secure counsel in Utiea and in
New York. The claim fs mnde that no
lawyer coulll b found to undertnkes the work
unless longer time be glven in which to prepare
the case, The committee was apwoointed on
Feh, 11. The Democrats doclared yosteriday
that the preliminary report handed upon March
12 hae all that is necessary to work on, and
that the investigntion should be pushed. A
number of sturdy Democrants, who have been
walching the efforts of the Republicans to
smothier this Investizgation and to sink Into
oblivion tho disclosures of the prellminary re-
port, gava thele views yesterday. The follow-
jug comes from one famillar with the wholo
aflalr:

“From the beginning to the end, particularly
atthe end, the alleged Syracuse Investigation

hins been a farce and u fraud. For over two
motths and u hialf the committes hns been en-
deavoring, as Is ullvgd!. to discover mrrlulrllun
frnthis great Hepublican stronghold, All the
faetivns buving combined for mutnal protection
to vrevent muy exposure, i, of course, became
wery difficult to get any witnesses to testify, and
those wwho at first might have been inclined to
tell the teuth nod o hinve shown up the rotten-
ness of the municlpality, were easily convinced
that the investigation was not belng conducted
in good faith, and that nothing was intended to
be digseovercd.

Dietrich Tragman, whoss name appears on bslt
adozen ball bunds belleved to be frandulent,
wnn arresied on Toesday nlght on s warrant
charging Lilm with parjury. Hewas taken from
Polive Headquarters to the Districh Attorney's
oMee yestorday morning,

Later In the day Everctt C. Angell of 79 East
110th street, who Is Implicated {o the alleged
ennspiracy, was arcested, The man appeared
1o be bnly too anxious to tiarn State's evidenocs,
but it Is not proposed to grant Immunity to
elther of them,

Tragman wus arralgned befors the Reconder
and held In $5,000 ball. Hels a shabby looking
Germnn, and  everybody  wondered how ke
conld ever have nuceseded In  convineclne
a Polite Justica that he was a man of
means, Assistant Dlstrict  Attorney Battle

A YUCCA PLANT IN BLOOM.

NATURAL HIATORY MUSEUM'S BIG
SPRECIMEN.

B Mealthy, Although It Has Been Ont of
the Earth Three Monthe—Tt Wil He Well
Wortih Meeclng for Some Time te CUome.

A fine apecimen of one of the Iargest and loast
esommon of the yuocas, or Fpanish bayonet
planta, which was reccived st the American

Museum of Nataral History on April 11, was in

full blonm yesterday and was carried outslde

the hullding to have its photograph taken.
Beveral varioties of the yuoea plant are well
known even aas far north as hers, for they are
hardy enough to withstand most of our winters,
and are used an centrepleces for ornamental
flower beds, or are planted alone In Inwns, They
bear the varlous common namea of Spanish
bayonet, Adam's needle, and bear grass,

THE NG YUOCA PLANT IN DLOOM.

They are nll marked by their stralght. stiff,
and narrow spike leaves, almost the exact shape
of an old-fashioned bayonet. These leaves are
anylhing but pleasant to run against, for, be-
slides thelr sharp stubborn poluts, they are
armed along thelr ribs and edges with sharp
spines, Tlheso leaves grow to be from 4 to 4
feet long, The bloom with {ts multitude of
white lowers reacimnbles a great plume of white
fenthera, The Aower nluﬁl grow from buds at
the crown of the plant nnd shoot up rapldly,

The grent yuccea, now at the American Mu-
seum of Natural History, has o stalk 18 Inches
in_ dimmeter at the roots, and ls about 12 feet
tall. Above this is a crown of live green loaves
which carries the plant 3 feet higher uﬂ. and
above this s the bloom, the top of which s 18
feet from the ground. The siructure of the
stalk is peculiar, There is a wsectlon of one in
the 'forestry room of the museum. It shows
simply a bundle of light dry fibres, very open
and comgressible,

When the yucea lsdry it will welgh only about
00 or 400 pounds. Now [t welghs about 1,500
pounds, The stalk |5 & great storehouse of
wauter, and upon this the plant thrives during
long dry apells.

This plant has beon out of the earth for three
months, and yet it instill vigorous and healthy,
When It arrlved on April 11 the flower aplke
wis just starting, It grew at the rate of six
inches noday untll it attnined its present length
of about alx feet, and n thickness of nearly four
Inclies ot the lower purt. The blussoms were in
a fine condition yesterday, and will remain
beautiful tor some thue.

After the photograpli of the tree was taken
the yueen was set op ot the southern end of the
fareatry hall, on the lower tloor of the museum,
Its top nearly touches the celling of the room.
When the tree has dried up nod s dead it will
be cut futo the form in which the other speci-
means in that hall have heen eut, and it will be

reserved with them. The wood has no value,
