Seerctary Grenhinm Wad Determined to Fue
foree the Mounvos Dectrine, In Letter nnd
Splelt, but Was Overruled by the Preal.
dent No American Mhipn in the Nelghs
borhood to Protect American Interes
The Nrlilsh to Hold the Town U
Every Dollar of the Indemuity In Pald—
The Adminisirstion's Polley Inconsist-
ent With Thot Enforced nt Hlueflelds,

WasnisoTox, Apeil 2017 Hritsh troops
phall be landed at Corinto, Nicaraun, to-mor-
raw morning, to enforce tho payment of the In-
demuity of §705,000, ns now seems probnble, nnd
If this action stiall bo taken without protest
from the United States Government, It wiil
mark the most humilinting robuke yet ndminis-
tered to Secretary tireshinom by the President.
Ten davs ngo It wns learned by the highest pos-
sibly nuthority that the State Department hud
formuinted ts Niearaguan poloy, and that it
Inelwlvid the determination that there should be
no selzure of Nlearaguan territory by England,
no cession of Nlearaguan territory to England,
nnd nn lpnding of Hritish troops at Corinto or
nonywhere ¢lse in Nicarngua to enforce the pay-
ment of the $TR000 Indemnity demnnde! by
the English Giovernment. The publication of
the terms of Sceretary tiresham's  policy
brought forth indisputable evidenee that they
were correctly stated, Notwithstanding this
there now seems to be no reasonable doubt that
President  Cleveland has  directed  Minister
Bayard to inform Lerd Kimberley that there
shinll bo no intervention on the pait of the
United Stntes if Englond s disposed 1o go
no further than o lanil troops to enforce
the payment of her st demands, No
offleints of the Adminfstration will admit that
the President has done this, Neither will they
deny it. Cirenmstuntial evidence, however, ia
very strong in support of  the charge, and,
moreover, it iz endorsed by Dr. Guzman, the
Nicarngnan Minister, who frankly sayes tnat it
Ix his understandinge that the United States will
not interfers in behalf of his Government. OM-
cials of the Navy Department also endorse the
charge by calling attention to the absonce of all
orders sending American ships to the neighibor-
hood of Corioto, and In o Lhundred other ways
the fact mnde plain that Cleveland and
PBavarml linve been ton strong o eombilnation
nealnst Grestinm and Herbert.  The liewds of
thie Binte and Navy Department had made all
arringements toenforee the letter and the spirit
of the Munroe doctrine, when snddenly amil un-

Minister Guzman hns abandoned all hope of
intervention from the United States, and ox-
perts Corinto will be ocenpled to-morrow by
Iiritishi snilors and marines, the sourees of reve-
nue sequesterod, unil the town beld by the Hrit-
isli Admiral untll every cent of tho demanded
Indemnlty I8 paid, He hins advised his Govern-
went not to pay the money, but docs not Know
whiether this advice will be followed, Minister
Guzmuan lias been nssured that the Administra-
tion has perfect confldence in the assurances of
Gireat Britain tlhint no destre was helld for Niear-
nguan territory, and that with the payvinent of
the indemnity the military forces wonld be lm-
mediantely withdrawn,

According to the Miuister's Information, the
time nllowed by the ultimatum, in which the
indemnity must be pald to avold the lunding of
troops, oxpiresat 12 o'clock to night, and a8
o'clock in the morning the full etrength of the
three vessels of the Rritish Aleet will be landed
in bonts, the Custom House will be seized, and
the Captaln of the Royal Arthur proclsimed
trmporary Governor of the town, There {8 no
approbiension that force will be necessary to
effcet n lnnding aod to take and hold the Giov-
ernment bulldings. Minister Guzman expects
no resistanee, and kelieves that the Governor of
the town will turn over the buildings to the
British commander.

Col. Warlng Werltes Tartly to a New.
port Post About Pennloned MShirks,
HBhkunlks, Bouaty Jumpeirs, and Desd Beoats,

This Is the story of how Col. Warlng didn't
attend the meeting of George Washington Post,
100, W A. Ry, st the Hotel Brunswick last
nlght. Col. Waring was Invited to be present
Ly one of the members, but when he reached
tha Brunswiek ho found that the ifvitation had
not come from the post and that hoe was persons
non gratn.

The cnuse of the misunderstanding was a let-
ter which Killaen Van Hensseluer sent to Col,
Warlug immeiliately after the publication of
the Commissionor's strietures on the G AL DL
Mr, Van Rensselner 18 o personal friend of Col,
Waritg's and served under him when ol
Wirlng was n Major in the Garlbaidl Guand,
Inter the Thirty-ninth New York, at the begin-
ning of the civil war, Mr. Van Ronsselner sniid
last night that no one could cast nspersions on
Col, Warlng's milltary recond,

“Je was n grand, brave soldler,” Lo sald,
“and every one who knows him and is ac-
quainted with his record will say the sume.*

Mr. Van Rensseluer weste to Cole Warlng In
effect that it wins wrong to talk about the i AL
R. as the Caolonel hauld been wtalking, and that if
e could polut ont nny penston feamdutently ob-
tained through the G A, KL or by w0 miember of
It the “pension bummer™ woulil undoubredly
be expelled from the nrganization.

Col. Warlng replied that lu his oolnion the
organization had lent lself 1o questionoble
practices. He eloged by nssuring Mr. Van Rens-
selaer that his own regret in tho watter was the
feur that e might be misunderstood and mis-
Judged Ly Mr. Van Hensselaer and by men such
s he.
