This year, for
e first time In the history of Amerlea’s Cup
yaces, the challengor and challenged will meet
on an equal footing, and, as far as one can see,
peither boat will have a distinct advantage.

Hy far the most lmportant concesalon granted
to Lord Dunraven was the right of the chal-
fenger to plek or choose his boat the same as
the New York Yacht Club does at présont with
the defender.

The Natlonal Cyclists’ Unlon of England
has refused to adopt classes A and B, but

N. €. UL has not gune 8o far as that, and, indeed,
i: really gone out of {ts way to make the
path of the unlicensed rider” ensy. An weo
pointed out lo a previous artlele, there s no
desire on the part of the unjon to rohthe path
of thess men, annd eveling clubs and others hold-
ing sports wre enoouraged, and, Indeed, woro
specinlly asked Ly n formal vote st the last
counell meeting to lnelude in thelr programmes
races for the unlicensed rider, In fact, at the
councll meeting the treatment of the unlicensed
men a8 n separate clnss, who khould be entersil
for, wan tacitly admitted, aund formed a subject
of constant reference.

*We admit we Induolged In o smile of grim
